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Miami catcher Yasmani Grandal was named the ACC 
Player of the Year, earned a Gold Glove and was a 
consensus All-America selection after batting .401 
with 15 home runs and 60 RBIs. Virginia’s Danny 
Hultzen (11-1, 2.78 ERA) earned ACC Pitcher of 
the Year and joined Grandal in raking in numerous 
national honors.  ACC Freshman of the Year honors 
went to Duke’s Marcus Stroman, and Virginia’s Brian 
O’Connor was voted Coach of the Year. Six ACC teams 
won at least 40 games (including postseason), led by 
Virginia’s 51 victories.

Fourteen ACC student-atheltes were named to at 
least one All-America team. That included Georgia 
Tech junior shortstop Derek Dietrich, who was also 
named the ACC Scholar-Athlete of the Year. Dietrich 
was one of a league-record 64 ACC players taken in 
the June Major League Baseball First-Year Player 
Draft. That included four first-round selections – 
North Carolina pitcher Matt Harvey, Miami’s Grandal, 
Georgia Tech pitcher Deck McGuire and Clemson 
outfielder Kyle Parker.

ACC teams posted a record of 249-99 against non-
conference opposition, a winning percentage of .716.

A league-record eight ACC teams earned spots in 
the 2010 NCAA Championship field. Virginia, Georgia 
Tech and Miami were named as regional host schools, 
and Florida State earned an automatic berth as ACC 
champion. Clemson, North Carolina, NC State and 
Virginia Tech were also among the field of 64 teams.

Clemson, Florida State, Miami and Virginia reached 
the Super Regionals (final 16). Two teams moved 
on to the College World Series at Omaha, Neb., as 
Clemson topped Alabama in a best-of-three series, 
while Florida State turned back Vanderbilt in its 
Super Regional. 

FSU appeared in the College World Series for the 
20th time, while Clemson made its 12th appearance.  
After losing its first CWS game against TCU, the 
Seminoles bounced back with a win over Florida in 
the elimination game before suffering an 11-7 loss to 
TCU in a rematch.

Clemson won its first two games in Omaha, downing

Consistency. It is the mark of true excellence in 

any endeavor.
However, in today’s intercollegiate athletics, 

competition has become so balanced and so 
competitive that it is virtually impossible to 
maintain a high level of consistency.

Yet the Atlantic Coast Conference has defied 
the odds.  Now, in its 58th year of competition, 
the ACC has long enjoyed the reputation as one of 
the strongest and most competitive intercollegiate 
conferences in the nation.  And that is not mere 
conjecture, the numbers support it.

Since the league’s inception in 1953, ACC 
schools have captured 121 national championships, 
including 65 in women’s competition and 56 in 
men’s. In addition, NCAA individual titles have 
gone to ACC student-athletes 130 times in men’s 
competition and 91 times in women’s action. 

ACC Baseball again made its mark nationally in 
2010. The  conference saw eight teams – Clemson, 
Florida State, Georgia Tech, Miami, North Carolina, 
NC State, Virginia and Virginia Tech – ranked 
nationally at some point during the regular season, 
and seven of those teams remained ranked in at 
least one poll entering NCAA play. 

Florida State, seeded fifth in the ACC 
Championship field, won the tournament for the 
fifth time since joining the conference prior to 
the 1992 season. All of those titles have come 
under the watch of veteran coach Mike Martin, 
who posted his 1,600th career victory earlier in the 
2010 season.

The championship game between FSU and NC 
State at Greensboro, N.C.’s NewBridge Bank Park 
attracted 6,724 fans, the sixth-most all-time and 
the most since the tournament adopted its current, 
round-robin pool play format in 2007.

NewBridge Bank Park proved to be a hitter-
friendly venue that witnessed an ACC Championship-
record 51 home runs by 36 different players in 13 
games.

top-seeded Arizona State, 6-3, and Oklahoma, 6-4, 
before dropping a pair of games to eventual NCAA 
champion South Carolina. This marked the fourth 
time in five years that the ACC placed multiple 
teams in the College World Series. A total of 12 ACC 
teams have appeared in the CWS over the past five 
seasons (2006-10).

The ACC has consistently infused Major League 
Baseball with talented players. The current 12 ACC 
schools have had 768 players selected in the MLB 
Draft since 1994, including 57 first-round picks. The 
conference’s four student-athletes chosen in the 
first round in 2010 extended the ACC’s streak of at 
least one player selected in the first round to 19 
consecutive years. 

The ACC has had at least 50 players taken in each 
of the last four drafts. The conference has also had 
multiple first-round selections in nine of the last 10 
drafts. 

The ACC has produced four No. 1 overall picks in 
North Carolina’s B.J. Surhoff in 1985, Florida State’s 
Paul Wilson in 1994, Clemson’s Kris Benson in 1996 
and Miami’s Pat Burrell in 1998.

The 2010 MLB season saw former Florida State 
All-America catcher Buster Posey, a 2008 first-round 
draft pick by San Francisco, named the National 
League Rookie of the Year. Posey hit .305 with 18 
home runs and 67 RBI to help key the Giants to the 
NL pennant and eventual World Series title.

2009-10 in Review
The 2009-10 academic year saw league teams 

capture an all-time high eight national team titles 
and nine individual NCAA crowns. In all, the ACC has 
won 50 national team titles over the last 13 years. 
The ACC has won two or more NCAA titles in 28 of 
the past 30 years.

The ACC was the only conference in America to 
place four of its teams in the final Top 10 rankings 
of the 2009-10 Learfield Director’s Cup Standings - 
symbolic of the nation’s top overall programs - as 
Virginia (3rd), Florida State (5th), North Carolina 
(7th) and Duke (10th) all were ranked nationally in 
the Top 10.

A total of 123 ACC teams placed in NCAA post-
season competition in 2009-10. League teams 
compiled a 116-64-3 (.637) mark against opponents 
in NCAA championship competition. The ACC had 
96 teams ranked in the Top 25 polls, including 42 
ranked among their sport’s top 10.

The Championships
The conference will conduct championship 

competition in 25 sports during the 2010-11 
academic year - 12 for men and 13 for women. The 
first ACC championship was held in swimming on 
February 25, 1954. The conference did not conduct 
championships in cross country, wrestling or tennis 
during the first year.

The 12 sports for men include football, cross 
country, soccer, basketball, swimming, indoor and 
outdoor track, wrestling, baseball, tennis, golf and 
lacrosse.  Fencing, which was started in 1971, was 
discontinued in 1981.

Women’s sports were initiated in 1977 with the 

Virginia Tech AD Jim Weaver and ACC Commissioner John Swofford at the 
announcement that the Hokies would be joining the ACC.

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first championship meet held in tennis at Wake Forest University.
Championships for women are currently conducted in cross country, field 

hockey, soccer, basketball, swimming, indoor and outdoor track, tennis, golf, 
lacrosse, softball and rowing with volleyball deciding its champion by regular 
season play.

A History
The Atlantic Coast Conference was founded on May 8, 1953, at the Sedgefield 

Inn near Greensboro, N.C., with seven charter members - Clemson, Duke, 
Maryland, North Carolina, North Carolina State, South Carolina and Wake Forest 
- drawing up the conference by-laws.

The withdrawal of seven schools from the Southern Conference came early 
on the morning of May 8, 1953, during the Southern Conference’s annual spring 
meeting. On June 14, 1953, the seven members met in Raleigh, N.C., where a 
set of bylaws was adopted and the name became officially the Atlantic Coast 
Conference.

Suggestions from fans for the name of the new conference appeared in 
the region’s newspapers prior to the meeting in Raleigh.  Some of the names 
suggested were:  Dixie, Mid South, Mid Atlantic, East Coast, Seaboard, Colonial, 
Tobacco, Blue-Gray, Piedmont, Southern Seven and the Shoreline.

Duke’s Eddie Cameron recommended that the name of the conference be 
the Atlantic Coast Conference, and the motion was passed unanimously. The 
meeting concluded with each member institution assessed $200.00 to pay for 
conference expenses.

	 On December 4, 1953, conference officials met again at Sedgefield and 
officially admitted the University of Virginia as the league’s eighth member.  
The first, and only, withdrawal of a school from the ACC came on June 30, 
1971, when the University of South Carolina tendered its resignation. The ACC 
operated with seven members until April 3, 1978, when the Georgia Institute 
of Technology was admitted.  The Atlanta school had withdrawn from the 
Southeastern Conference in January of 1964.

	 The ACC expanded to nine members on July 1, 1991, with the addition of 
Florida State University.

	 The conference expanded to 11 members on July 1, 2004, with the 
addition of the University of Miami and Virginia Polytechnic Institute and State 
University. On October 17, 2003, Boston College accepted an invitation to 
become the league’s 12th member starting July 1, 2005.

Durham bulls 
athletic park 
to host 
ACC Championship 
May 25-29, 2011

	 Located downtown with a seating capacity of 10,000, Durham Bulls 
Athletic Park serves as home to the Tampa Bay Rays Triple-A affiliate 
and has been the host venue for the ACC Baseball Championship on four 
prior occasions (1996, 1998, 1999 and 2009). The ballpark reflects many 
characteristics of old-time parks and the historic downtown Durham 
architecture. A 32-foot-high wall stands in left field 305 feet from home 
plate, resembling Fenway Park's Green Monster. The Blue Monster, as it's 
called in Durham, contains a similar old-style manual scoreboard. The 
ballpark's most distinctive feature is the Bull that stands tall above the 
Blue Monster. The Bull was modeled after the bull used in the 1988 film, 
"Bull Durham". The actual bull from the movie is hung in the concourse 
level of the DBAP.

A roof covers approximately 2,500 seats behind home plate and down 
both the first-and-third base lines to the end of each dugout. All seats 
at the DBAP are extra wide with seat backs, extra leg room and over 
95 percent of the seats have cup holders. The stadium was designed 
and built so that every seat gives fans a great view of the field with an 
intimate ballpark feel.

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included the addition of new bullpens.
A completely new drainage system was installed 

during fall 2005, along with a new eight-foot 
wooden outfield fence and a new net backstop 
behind the plate. The previous spring, a new 
scoreboard and message center were added along 
with additional landscaping and a concrete patio 
behind the stands.  

Prior to the 2004 season, a new lighting system 
was installed. The Hokies played their first baseball 
game under the lights in Blacksburg on April 28 of 
that year, defeating VMI, 8-0. 

A permanent press box was completed in January 
1997. The two-story building located at the top of 
the stands behind home plate provides a working 
area for game operations workers and media, as 
well as two broadcast booths. It also houses a 
concession stand and restrooms, and a brand-new 
sound system that was installed in 2008. The press 
box was equipped with new windows in January 
of 2010.

The field, which was constructed by the S. Lewis 
Lionberger Company, has dimensions of 330 feet 
down the lines, 375 feet in the power alleys and 
400 feet to center field. The natural grass surface is 
composed of a mixture of rye and bluegrass.

Other features include spacious dugouts faced 
with Hokie Stone, bullpens that are located near 
each dugout and a practice-hitting cage along 
the right field line. Security fencing was added 
in January 2003. The landscaping also allows for 
further expansion of the facilities as needed, as 
evidenced by brand-new indoor hitting facility that 
was completed in December of 2009.

Located just beyond the left field foul pole at 
English Field, the 8,000-square foot facility serves 
the Hokies in a number of ways. There are four 
separate batting cages that can be employed for 
hitting purposes, but if the team wants to work 

Scenic English Field continues to provide 
Virginia Tech with a first-class campus setting for 
college baseball, day or night. The field, which 
was officially dedicated during a special ceremony 
on April 8, 1989, is named for the late E.R. ‘Red’ 
English and his wife, Ruth, who provided financial 
support for construction of the field.

Located at the intersection of Rt. 314 and 
Duckpond Drive, English Field features 1,033 
permanent chair-back seats in its concrete stands. An 
anonymous donor made the seats possible through 
a contribution. The stands also include easy-access 
handicapped sections, which are located at the top 
of the stands on each side of the center section.

In the summer of 2008, the terracing of the 
hill along the third base/left field line was 
completed to provide fans with a new, unique and 
comfortable way to take in the action. When added 
to the permanent seats in the grandstand, the new 
terracing allows for approximately 4,000 fans to 
be accommodated at any given time. The terracing 
includes a sloping, paved walkway to allow for 
wheelchair access and easy navigation.

The terrace looks much like one would see in 
an outdoor amphitheatre and features a series of 
steps/seating areas constructed with VERSA-LOK 
walls and sod-type pads. There is about seven feet 
of space between each terrace, so there is plenty of 
room to put blankets down and for children to play.

Coinciding with the terracing project was the 
realignment of the left and right field foul line 
fences. Both were cut in tighter to the playing 
field, significantly reducing the foul territory 
in the outfield. This change not only provided 
a new element to the play on the field, but it 
also allowed the terraces to get a little closer to 
the action, both increasing room for attendance 
and giving fans a new and unique viewpoint from 
which to watch the game. This renovation also 

on fielding and/or throwing, those cages can be 
raised to open up an area of turf that is nearly as 
big as the size of a normal infield. It also has large, 
garage-like doors that can be opened for an open-
air atmosphere, as well as a great view of the field, 
if the weather permits.

The floor of the building is outfitted with field 
turf, which allows for a natural roll of the ball. 
Also included are two instructional video labs, 
one for pitchers and one for hitters. The facility 
is also equipped with video cameras that can film 
the players from both side and front angles, and 
the players can then view themselves in the labs 
on computer monitors for immediate feedback on 
form and execution.

E.R. English, a native of Altavista, Va., played 
as an offensive and defensive guard on Virginia 
Tech football teams from 1930-33 and graduated 
from Virginia Tech in 1934. English contributed to 
Tech athletics for over 50 years and was one of the 
founders of The Student Aid Association in 1949. 
He served as president of that organization two 
of its first three years. English received the most 
outstanding alumni award at Tech in 1984. 

Through a generous gift from alumnus George 
Sampson, the home team dugout was named for 
long-time Tech baseball coach G.F. ‘Red’ Laird 
during a ceremony on April 12, 1991. Laird 
recruited and coached Sampson at Tech.

The Hokies opened play at their new home with 
a 7-2 victory against George Mason University on 
March 22, 1989, and went on to post a 17-7 home 
record during their first season in the facility. 
Heading into the 2011 season, Tech’s 22-year mark 
at English Field is 367 wins, 184 losses and three 
ties.

Prior to the opening of English Field, Tech 
played its home baseball games at Tech Park, where 
it compiled a 431-122-1 record over 34 seasons.

Where one person sees challenges, another sees opportunities. 
That is the how Virginia Tech Head Coach Pete Hughes envisions his roster 

entering the 2011 baseball season. 
Many will point, and rightfully so, to everything the Hokies lost after their 

best season since the turn of the century, or depending on how you view 
success and the ultimate goal entering a season, the best result in more than 
50 years.

“Last year was a breakthrough year, it finally legitimized our program and 
its changing into a winning culture,” said Hughes. “We broke through a lot of 
thresholds that we could never get through, beating top 10 opponents and 
being nationally recognized. Those things haven't happened around here in 
a while. 

"Now, to complete the evolution of becoming a top 25 program, you have to 
sustain your success over the long haul. That means when you get decimated 
in the draft you still continue to be a winner at the highest levels of college 
baseball. That’s our next step; that’s our next goal as a program, is to sustain 
our success.”

Recapping the highlights from a year ago – Tech earned a Top 25 ranking 
for the first time since 1992, climbing as high as 12th in both the Baseball 
America and Rivals.com polls on May 17; Tech finished one game shy of the 
ACC title game, dropping a 10-inning 9-8 decision to NC State on May 30; and 
Tech earned a berth in the NCAA Tournament for the first time since 2000 and 
won a pair of games for the first time since 1954, before losing to eventual 
2010 NCAA Champion South Carolina on June 6. 

However, much of that team is gone as a school record seven players 
were lost to the Major League Draft, the second most of any school in the 
conference. Gone are four pitchers, who combined for 58% of the innings, 61% 
of the strikeouts, 63% of the wins, and 71% of the starts. Also departed are 
seven offensive players that produced 55% of the runs and hits, 52% of the 
runs driven in, and 54% of the home runs.

“On a positive note, when you lose your starting rotation early to the draft, 
it creates opportunities for a lot of really good players,” said Hughes. “I am 
excited for those guys to have that opportunity that may have come a year 
before they anticipated. I am really anxious to see who is going to step up and 
take advantage of the situation they are presented with.”

Tech does return a number of guys with a lot of experience and nowhere 
does that show more than in the infield, the first stop in a look around the 
2011 Hokies’ diamond.

INFIELD
“The strength of our team this year is going to be the experience of our 

positional guys, specifically up the middle with Tim Smalling and Mike Seaborn 
at short and second,” said Hughes. “Those guys have played a ton of baseball 
for us.

“They’ve got to be one of the oldest double-play combinations in the 
country; I think they’re both 23-years old. I say that in jest, however that 
does bring a lot of experience and a lot of productivity in the middle of our 
defense and in the middle of our line-up.”

Hughes is correct in his assessment of the pair’s age, as the two were born 
on the same day – October 14, 1987. Separated by 745 miles on that day 
(Smalling in Clifton, N.J. and Seaborn in Atlanta, Ga.), have come a long 
way. Each started their college days at SEC schools (Arkansas and Kentucky, 
respectively), but the two will be less than 100 feet apart for at least 56 
games this season.

The seniors have each started at least 150 collegiate games and last season 
each ranked in the top 15 in assists (Seaborn, ninth, 163 and Smalling, 13th, 
152) in the ACC. They also helped to turn 49 double plays for the Hokies.

“I think if you look at our infield, that is as experienced as an infield can 
have,” said Hughes. “With guys like Smalling and Seaborn, then you add in 
Tony Balisteri, Ronnie Shaban, Matt Blow, all these guys that have played a 
lot of baseball for us and are good players. No doubt, you look at our infield 
and that is the strength of our team.”

Offensively, Seaborn was one of three players to start every game during 
the year for the Hokies, and all 62 were at second base. He batted .283 with 
65 hits, including 12 doubles, a triple and seven home runs, while he scored 
43 runs and drove in 44. 

2011 OUTLOOK >>

Andrew RashSmalling, who was a 14th-round selection by the Washington Nationals in 
the 2010 Major League Baseball First-Year Player Draft in June returns to Tech 
after starting all 51 games he played at shortstop. He batted .349 (third-best 
on the team) with 73 hits, including 14 doubles, four triples (second on the 
team) and seven home runs, while he scored 51 times and drove in 37 more.

Shaban started 61 of the 62 games played, with 32 at first, 28 at third and 
one at short. He led the team with 19 multi-RBI games, including nine with 
at least three, batted .346 with 82 hits, including 20 doubles (second on the 
team), three triples and eight home runs. He drove in a team-high 67 runs, 
while crossing the plate 54 times. He finished the season tied for 117th in the 
nation in doubles and 77th in the country in RBI.

Balisteri made 32 starts last year, all in the infield with 24 coming at third, 
while Blow made 23 starts with 10 at first base. The pair combined for 48 hits, 
which included nine doubles and seven home runs. They scored 35 runs and 
registered 32 RBI in their time on the field.

OUTFIELD
A question mark entering the season is the outfield, as just sophomore 

Andrew Rash returns with any starts (10). He finished with a .344 average in 
his limited role, but held a .633 slugging percentage thanks to six doubles and 
six home runs. He also scored 18 times and drove in 16. 

Leaving the team due to graduation were centerfielder Sean Ryan (all 62 
starts) and Mike Kaminski and his 23 starts in right, while Austin Wates (23 
starts in right), Buddy Sosnoskie (37 in left), and Steve Domecus (14 in left) 
were all part of the 2010 draft class.

However, a pair of Hokies who redshirted last season, two more incoming 
junior transfers and three freshmen will all look to crack the starting line-up. 
Highlighting those players looking to earn some starts are redshirt freshman 
Tyler Horan and junior transfers Jake Atwell and Gabe Ortiz.

Horan was impressive during the summer, as he was named the Southern 
League’s MVP after leading his team to the title. He batted .360 with a .436 
on-base percentage while swiping 16 bags. He also finished second, after 
teammate Rash, in the league’s All-Star Home Run Derby. 

Atwell played two years for Northeast Texas and in the two seasons, batted 
a combined .379 with 157 hits, 90 RBI and 97 runs scored, while hitting 24 
doubles, 11 triples and seven home runs and drawing 57 walks and stealing 
33 bases

CATCHERS
Left from the program was 43-game starter Domecus and 19-game starter 

Anthony Sosnoskie. So, no current Hokie has starting experience behind the 
plate from last year, but that means all three guys have a shot at earning the 
starter’s role and the competition should bring out the best in all of them.

Senior Chris Kay will have an edge after being with the program the past 
three seasons, but redshirt freshman Chad Morgan and true freshman Scott 
Heelan are in the mix.

“This has always been the deepest part of our program the last couple 
years, but this year we have guys who haven’t played on a regular basis and 
I’m curious to see what happens here,” said Hughes. “Chris Kay hasn’t played 
substantial time, but when he has, he has been a pretty dependable guy for us. 
Chad Morgan hasn’t caught in a college game, and neither has Scott Heelan. 

“So, you look at catcher, two outfield positions and starting pitching, where 
we have not had a lot of experience on an everyday basis coming back, but 
we have good baseball players. We need to get those guys settled in and 
comfortable as soon as possible.”

STARTING PITCHING
This is the third area, and probably the hardest hit, for the Hokies by the 

draft. Three weekend starters, including two juniors and one sophomore, were 
selected and left the cupboard a little bare.

“Joe Mantiply, Manny Martir and Marc Zecchino are really the guys that have 
the experience with innings, but nobody in our program has weekend starting 
experience to the degree that I am comfortable with,” said Hughes. 

“Zecchino had a really good summer [in the Cape Cod League], so I expect 
him to get settled in and be a good pitcher for us this year. Mantiply had 
success as a freshman, and I only expect him to get better. And then I look at 
that third weekend spot and Martir certainly has the stuff to be able to pitch 
on the weekends.”

That trio combined for 14 starts during the 2010 season, with Mantiply 
posting the most innings (57.2) and strikeouts (59), while Zecchino tossed 
43.2 innings and had 26 strikeouts and Martir went 35 innings with 39 Ks.

Zecchino’s numbers in the summer, as Hughes eluded to, included a 2-1 
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record and a 2.08 ERA in 34.2 innings with 28 Ks, while opponents 
batted just .214 against him. Mantiply threw 34 innings in the Cal 
Ripken League (3-0, 3.21 ERA, 34 IP, 24 K), while Martir was in the 
Valley League (4-3, 2.93 ERA, 46 IP, 39K).

“We also have Patrick Scoggin, who is determined to win a weekend 
spot, and Eddie Campbell, who as a freshman, is very polished and is 
competing like crazy for a weekend spot,” said Hughes. “But we also 
need a couple of guys to win on the weekday, as well, and I like Joey 
Parsons and Colin O’Keefe to bolster some of that starting rotation.

“Winning is winning. A Tuesday win is just as important; it’s a win 
that keeps the momentum going for the next weekend. So those are 
our starters, and the key is to have three solid guys that are going 
to give you five to six innings every start.” 

RELIEF PITCHING
“I think the other strength of our program this year will be the 

back end of our bullpen,” said Hughes. “We’ve got guys like Brandon 
Fisher, Jake Joyce, Ronnie Shaban, and Sean McDermott, who will be 
at the back end of our bullpen. There is a lot of experience there. 

“It will really allow us to shorten a game, and I have tremendous 
confidence in all those guys as competitors and I have a lot of 
confidence in their stuff.”

The best out of the pen last year was Ben Rowen, who was the 
fourth pitcher selected in the draft, and was 5-2 with six saves and 
a 2.67 ERA in 54 innings. 

This year’s quartet took care of business last season in their 
limited roles out of the pen. They combined for a 4-1 record in 
almost 70 innings of work in 52 appearances in relief and struck out 
60 batters.

Despite his limited time on the mound (13 total innings), Shaban 
is the front-runner to step into Rowen’s role and close games this 
year for the Hokies.

SCHEDULE
As a member of the ACC, any team can expect to face at least four 

ranked teams and at least five teams that made the NCAA Tournament 
the prior season, as the conference has put at least five teams in for 
nine straight years.

The same can be said this season as six teams are ranked in College 
Baseball’s preseason poll and the Hokies will play eight teams that 
advanced to NCAAs last year.

The difference in 2011 is, of the 20 games against NCAA 
Tournament teams last year, 15 will be played at English Field and 
those are all ACC contests. Tech will host North Carolina, Virginia, 
Florida State, Clemson and Georgia Tech, with, as Hughes sees it, a 
clear advantage. 

“I think this year, we have the best home schedule since I’ve been 
here,” he said. “We should benefit from having five top-25 programs 
come in to English Field. Just the fact that we get to play [those 
teams] all at home is huge for us. 

“I think our kids are very comfortable here at English Field. It is 
where we work everyday. Our guys love playing at home and are truly 
energized by the Blacksburg faithful and Hokie Nation.”

The five games the Hokies play against Tournament teams from a 
year ago on the road all happen in the first month of the season, 
which are at Coastal Carolina the first weekend of the year, and at 
Florida Atlantic and at Miami in the same week in early March.

Only twice has a Tech team returned to the NCAA Tournament in 
back-to-back seasons, 1976-77 and 1999-00, and Hughes suggests 
that is where he expects this team to be this season.

“We need to continue to win and I’m really looking forward to 
this season because, it’s huge for our program to make that jump 
to be a consistent winner, to survive drafts and roster changes, and 
still maintain a level of success,” he said. “Our challenge is to win 
consistently at the highest levels no matter what happens to your 
roster. 

“You get smacked with the draft, you come back the next year 
with young guys and win. Because you’re getting good players, 
you develop good players, you cultivate a winning environment so 
that the draft or injuries can’t prevent you from being a really good 
program from year to year. And to me that is what a top 25 program 
does.”

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A timeline of highlights
February 19: Virginia Tech opens its 117th 

season of baseball against Kentucky.

March 6: The Hokies combine to throw back-
to-back shutouts for the first time in seven years, 
blanking Long Island, 6-0 and 11-0, at English 
Field. It was also the first-known double-header 
shutout at home in Tech history.

March 9: Steve Domecus hit a two-run home 
run in the bottom of the eighth inning to lift Tech 
to a 5-4 victory over Bryant, extending its longest 
winning streak since 1999 to nine games.

March 15: Tim Smalling became the first Hokie 
to hit for the cycle since 2002 as Tech defeated 
Columbia, 22-10. They registered a season-high for 
runs (22), hits (26), home runs (5) and RBI (20) 
in the victory.

March 26: Justin Wright tossed a four-hit 
complete game shutout as the Hokies downed 
Wake Forest, 7-0. He would be named ACC Pitcher 
of the Week for the effort.

April 3: Ronnie Shaban hits a grand slam to 
help the Hokies to an 8-7 win at #4 Florida State 
and its first-ever series win over the Seminoles, 
as Tech took the Friday game, 10-5. The victory 
also marked the 400th in head coach Pete Hughes’ 
career.

April 5: The Hokies sweep the ACC Baseball 
Awards as Austin Wates is the Player and Justin 
Wright is the Pitcher of the Week. The Hokies 
also earn the 25th spot in the national rankings 
released by Baseball America for the first time 
since March 1992.

April 9: Pete Hughes wins his 100th career 
game as the head coach at Virginia Tech as the 
Hokies defeat #9 Miami, 9-7, thanks to a three-run 
home run in the seventh by Ronnie Shaban.

April 12: After taking two-of-three from then 
#9 Miami, Tech moves up to #20 in the Baseball 
America poll and is also ranked by Collegiate 

Baseball (25), National Collegiate Baseball Writers 
Association (29), and Rivals.com (24).

April 18: Tech defeats #1 Virginia, 8-5, after 
scoring five runs in the top of the ninth as Buddy 
Sosnoskie smacked a bases-clearing double to put 
Tech ahead. It marked the third win over a #1 team 
for the Hokies in the past five seasons.

April 25: The Hokies finish off a suspended game 
and defeat #3 Georgia Tech, 10-3, and earn the series 
win over the Yellow Jackets as Tony Balisteri drives in 
a game-high three runs.

May 1: Mathew Price threw his second complete 
game of the season to lead Tech to another ACC 
series win, this time a 3-1 win over Boston College. It 
was the team’s 13th conference win, marking a new 
season high in the league.

May 9: Tech completes a weekend shutout sweep 
of Savannah State with a 7-0 victory on Mother’s Day. 
The win was the Hokies’ 34th of the season, tying 
for the most since the 1999 season. It was also the 
seventh shutout of the year, tying for the most since 
the 1978 season.

May 10: Tech moves to 15th in both the Baseball 
America and Rivals.com polls. The team is also ranked 
in the following polls: National Collegiate Baseball 
Writers Association (16), USA Today/ESPN (18), and 
Collegiate Baseball (21). 

May 15: Michael Seaborn hit Tech’s fourth grand 
slam of the season as the Hokies rolled to an 18-8 
victory over Duke, giving the team another ACC series 
win and a 16th conference victory, the most ever as a 
member of the league.

May 17: Catcher Steve Domecus is named the 
ACC’s Player of the Week, pushing Tech’s haul for the 
season to four total, the most ever in a season in 
the conference. Tech also earns its highest ranking of 
the season at 12th in both the Baseball America and  
Rivals.com polls. Also, the highest rank since 1982. 

May 23: Virginia Tech earns the sixth seed in the  
ACC Championship, making the trip for the first time 
since 2005.

May 24: A school record four Tech players are 
named to the All-ACC Baseball Team as Austin Wates 
(OF) becomes the first ever Hokie first-team All-ACC 
player, and Steve Domecus (C), Justin Wright (SP) 
and Ben Rowen (RP) are named to the second team.

May 28: Justin Wright threw a four-hit, 
15-strikeout, complete game shutout in Tech’s ACC 
Championship opener against Georgia Tech, a 6-2 
victory. He would later be named National Pitcher of 
the Week for the effort.

May 30: Tech loses to NC State, 9-8, in 10 
innings, ending its run one game shy of the ACC title 
game. Three members of the team - Steve Domecus, 
Austin Wates and Justin Wright - are named to the 
All-Tournament Team.

May 31: Virginia Tech is named an at-large team 
for the NCAA Baseball Tournament, its first berth 
since 2000, and will open up play in the South 
Carolina regional as the No. 2 seed. 

June 5: After dropping its first game a day 
earlier, Tech defeats Bucknell, 16-7, for its first NCAA 
Tournament victory since 1999 as Ronnie Shaban has 
three hits, scores three runs and drives in four.

June 6: The Hokies avenge their opening loss 
by eliminating The Citadel, 4-3. Buddy Sosnoskie 
homers in the win as he and Austin Wates drive in 
two each, marking the first time since 1952, the 
team won a pair of games in the NCAA Tournament. 
Later that day, Tech is eliminated by eventual 2010 
NCAA Champion South Carolina, 10-2, ending the 
Hokies' season.

June 8-9: A record eight Hokies are selected in 
the Major League Baseball First-Year Player Draft. 
They were outfielder Austin Wates (third round, 
Houston), right-handed pitcher Jesse Hahn (sixth 
round, Tampa Bay), right-handed pitcher Mathew 
Price (eighth round, Boston), catcher Steve Domecus 
(ninth round, Los Angeles Dodgers), shortstop Tim 
Smalling (14th round, Washington), right-handed 
pitcher Ben Rowen (22nd round, Texas), outfielder 
Buddy Sosnoskie (25th round, Kansas City) and 
Justin Wright (47th round, St. Louis).

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Through his four seasons, Hughes has amassed 
a 118-106 record, including a 40-22 mark in 2010. 
The Hokies’ 2010 record accounted for Tech’s best 
winning percentage (.645) since 1999, when 
the Hokies went 42-17 (.712). The 40 wins were 
Tech’s highest total since winning 42 in 1999, 
and the 16 conference wins since joining the ACC 
in 2005. The conference total was also the most 
since winning 15 in 2003 as a member of the BIG 
EAST.

After the season, a school-record eight Hokies 
- four of which were from Hughes’ first recruiting 
class at Tech - were chosen in the 2010 Major 
League Baseball First-Year Player Draft, surpassing 
the old mark of five set in 1982. Austin Wates 
(OF, 3rd round), Jesse Hahn (SP, 6th), Buddy 
Sosnoski (OF, 25th), and Justin Wright (SP, 47th) 
comprised the first class, while member of the 
second class included Mathew Price (SP, 8th), 
Steve Domecus (C, 9th), and Ben Rowen (RP, 22). 
Those seven all signed, while Tim Smalling (SS, 
14th) has returned for a final season at Tech.

Individual accolades followed as well, as 
Hughes was named the State Coach of the Year by 
the Virginia Sports Information Directors and was 
named one of the 10 best coaches in the nation in 
2010 by national college baseball writer Kendall 
Rodgers.

Before arriving in Blacksburg, Hughes, 43, 
spent the previous eight seasons as the head 
coach at Boston College, where he compiled a 
250-181-2 record. He also was the head coach at 
Trinity University in Texas for two seasons (1997-
98), guiding the Tigers to a 52-30 mark.

Prior to Hughes’ arrival, Boston College 
averaged 13 wins a season over 35 years. During 
their eight seasons under Hughes, the Eagles 
averaged 31 wins per year. In 2005, he led BC to 
a school record 37 wins and his squad was named 
the Division I New England Baseball Team of the 
Year.

During his first two seasons at Boston College, 
Hughes guided his teams to back-to-back single-
season school marks for win improvements 
(nine). He took over a team that finished 17-
23-1 during the 1998 season and coached it to 
a 26-21-1 record in 1999. The following season, 
the Eagles posted a 35-20 record and made just 
their second-ever appearance in the BIG EAST 
Tournament.

Hughes was named BIG EAST, New England and 
ABCA/Diamond Division I Northeast Region Coach 
of the Year following the 2000 season. He also 
earned BIG EAST Conference Coach of the Year 
honors in 2002 and was the New England Coach 
of the Year again in 2005. Hughes took the Eagles 
to the BIG EAST Tournament a total of five times 
in seven seasons.

In 2006, Boston College posted a 28-25-
1 record during its first year of Atlantic Coast 
Conference competition and finished fourth in 
the Atlantic Division. Among the Eagles’ ACC 
victories were three wins against the Hokies in 
Blacksburg, along with two wins versus Georgia 
Tech and a victory against Clemson, both of which 

went on to participate in the 2006 NCAA College 
World Series.

Fifty-two players who were coached or recruited 
by Hughes at Boston College or Virginia Tech have 
been drafted or signed pro contracts, and four 
have received All-American honors. The St. Louis 
Cardinals selected pitcher Chris Lambert in the first 
round of the draft in 2004, becoming the first-
ever Boston College player to be selected in the 
opening round. He made his major-league debut 
with Detroit in 2008. The majority of those 52 
players were undrafted out of high school, a further 
testament to Hughes’ commitment to developing 
and helping players reach their full potential.

Even more impressive was the Eagles’ academic 
success under Hughes. During his eight seasons at 
Boston College, the baseball program had a 100 
percent graduation rate.

At Trinity University (Texas), Hughes inherited a 
team that had averaged 11 wins per season in each 
of the previous 17 years. In just two years with 
the program, Trinity averaged 26 victories and won

Even before last season’s success, Hughes was 
rewarded for his efforts in the summer of 2009 by 
agreeing to a contract extension that will keep 
him in Blacksburg through the 2014 season.

“My wife Debby and I are unbelievably grateful 
to [Virginia Tech president] Dr. [Charles] Steger 
and [Virginia Tech athletics director] Jim Weaver 
for extending us the great opportunity to raise 
our family in such a wonderful community and 
athletics department,” Hughes said at the time. 
“I want to see the growth of the Hokies fully 
through and I love the direction of our program, 
as well as the vision of Mr. Weaver.”

Hughes took over the Tech program following 
the 2006 season and the retirement of Hall of 
Fame coach Chuck Hartman, who spent 28 years 
with the Hokies and 47 years as a head coach. 
The 2006 campaign saw the Hokies win just 20 
games, their lowest figure since 1974, but Hughes 
has quickly turned things around and gotten the 
Hokies back on the path to the winning tradition 
that Hartman established long ago. 

“I am pleased and proud that we have been 
able to attract an outstanding young head coach 
to follow one of the winningest coaches in NCAA 
history,” said Weaver when announcing Hughes’ 
arrival. “Pete Hughes is familiar with the Atlantic 
Coast Conference and knows Virginia Tech, having 
competed against us in recent years in both the 
BIG EAST and the ACC. He also knows that we want 
to be a nationally competitive baseball program. 
I believe Coach Hughes is the right person for 
Virginia Tech at this moment in time.”

Hughes began his coaching career at 
Hamilton College in New York in 1990-
91 and found himself torn between 
football and baseball. During his year at 
Hamilton, he served as an assistant in 
football and held the top assistant and 
recruiting coordinator jobs for baseball. 
He continued his dual-sport coaching 
roles in the very same capacities at 
Northeastern University in Boston from 
fall 1991 through spring 1996.

Hughes was captain of the baseball team 
as a senior in 1990 and graduated that 
year with a bachelor of arts in sociology/
anthropology.

Hughes and his wife Debby have five 
children: sons Thomas, 13, Hal, 12, 
Dominic, 10, and PJ, 6, and a daughter 
Grace, 8.
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Patrick Mason joins the Virginia Tech baseball 
staff this year after spending the previous five 
seasons at Northeastern. The former NU catcher 
(1994-97) is Pitching Game Coordinator and also 
serves as Recruiting Coordinator.  Mason was the 
recipient of the 2010 Kevin Burr Award given 
to the top assistant coach in New England as 
selected by his peers. 

He also served as assistant coach at Framingham 
State in 2004 after four years with Boston College 
under current Tech head coach Pete Hughes. For 
the summers of 2003-06, he was a coach with the 
Harwich Mariners of the Cape Cod League.

pitchers and catchers will benefit many in our 
program. He is highly regarded as one of the 
hardest working recruiters in college baseball.”

Mason has a tremendous history of developing 
catching prospects, and in his 10 years of 
coaching, he has served as a mentor for 10 
catchers who were selected in the MLB Draft and 
who are currently playing baseball professionally, 
including Huskies Matt Morizio and Dan Milano in 
his first two seasons at Northeastern.

While playing at Northeastern, the Franklin, 
Mass., native was captain in 1996 and ’97, and 
helped NU to America East championships in 1994 
and 1997. In his four years, he found his way into 
the record books on both sides of the ball, as his 
19 career home runs rank high in Husky history 
and, defensively, he holds the NU record for 
errorless chances in a season, with 242 (1997).

Mason and his wife, Leigh, will reside in

He received the Butova 
Sportsmanship Award for excellence on and off 
the field.

The Worcester, Mass., native earned a bachelor’s 
degree in criminal justice and sociology from AIC 
in 2001, and he completed his master’s degree in 
sport administration while at Canisius in 2006.

Kunigonis and his wife, Amy, the athletic 
trainer for Tech’s women’s basketball team, reside 
in Blacksburg.

Was named the league’s MVP as he helped the 
team to the championship series victory … Was 
also named a National Alliance Collegiate Summer 
Baseball All-Star … Finished runner-up to Tech 
teammate Andrew Rash in the league’s All-Star 
Home Run Derby … Led the Copperheads with a 
.360 batting average and was among the team 
leaders in most offensive categories … In 40 
games, also led the team in at-bats (136), hits 
(49), walks (17) and stolen bases (16-16) and was 
tied for the team-lead in runs (29) … Finished 
second on the team in doubles (8), home runs (2), 
RBIs (27), total bases (65), slugging percentage 
(.478) and on-base percentage (.436).

JAKE JOYCE
Covington Lumberjacks – Valley League 

Appeared in six games for the Lumberjacks and 
started four times … Was 0-1 with one save while 
posting a 2.56 ERA in 31.2 innings of work … 
Allowed just 22 hits and nine earned runs while 
on the hill and struck out 30 batters … Opponents 
batted just .198 against him, the lowest on the 
team among pitchers with more than 1.0 innings 
of work.

CHRIS KAY
West Virginia Miners – Prospects League

Played in 38 games for the Miners and batted 
.281, but led the team with a .471 slugging 
percentage for the summer … Had 34 hits in 121 
at bats, which included nine doubles, a triple and a 
team-high tying four home runs … Drove in 16 runs 
and crossed the plate 13 times … Drew six walks 
and was hit twice for a .326 on-base percentage.

JOE MANTIPLY
Bethesda Big Train – Cal Ripken League

Posted a 3-0 record in seven starts for the Big 
Train, which included a two-hit seven-strikeout 
one-run complete game victory on June 19 … 
Threw 34 innings total, allowing just 12 earned 
runs for a 3.21 ERA … Struck out 24 as opponents 
hit just .208 against him … Also picked up a win 
for the Big Train in the playoffs, throwing six 
innings, striking out five in an 8-4 victory.

Started six games for the Redbirds and finished 
with a 2-0 record … Posted a 1.97 ERA in 32.0 
innings allowing just seven earned runs … Struck 
out 34 batters and opponents hit just .244 
against him … In both of his wins, struck out 
eight batters … In his five other no-decision 
starts, including a playoff game in which he 
struck out nine in six innings, the Redbirds were 
2-4 and either won or lost by a single run … His 
strikeouts per nine innings of 9.6 was second-
best on the team.

Tutors, study assistance, computer and technology 
aid and individual skill development programs are 
just some of the services available.

 In addition, SAASS assists students in arranging 
appointments with various University departments, 
such as their academic advisors, the Registrar, the 
Office of Scholarships and Financial Aid, deans 
offices, Career Services and the Cook Counseling 
Center for Academic Enrichment and Excellence.

SAASS is committed to providing a comprehensive 
academic and personal development program with 
counseling and advising for student-athletes, 
offering academic counseling to ensure students 
receive a complete system of support.  

	 Student-athletes have access to the department’s 
spacious facilities, located in the West Side of Lane 
Stadium. Opened during the 2006-07 academic 
year, the SAASS suite, located in the Quillen Family 
Academic Center, features 18 private tutor rooms, 
a state-of-the-art classroom, a 36-station computer 
lab with printer access, a conference room, three 
quiet areas for reading and studying and a reference 
library. The office is available between classes, after 
practice and in the evenings. Hours of operation 
are flexible and may be tailored to maximize the 
student-athlete’s limited time. The collection of 
SAASS programs housed in Lane Stadium guarantees 
that all student-athletes achieve success during 
their time at Virginia Tech.

Under the direction of Tech 
graduates Tommy Regan and Chris Mayer, the 
information technology office is committed 
to providing student-athletes with the best 
possible academic resources available. The 
office is focused on the technological needs 
of all Hokie student-athletes and the entire 
Athletics Department staff.
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of architecture, developed by Glenn Reynolds, 
AIA and Larry Perry as the consulting engineer. 
In 2010, Reynolds again helped Tech spearhead 
another 3,000-square-foot expansion of the 
training room to encompass the weight room.  

The Ferrell Training Room nearly doubled 
the size of the former Merryman Center facility. 
Tech now has more than 10,000 square feet 
dedicated to sports medicine, placing it in the 
top five percent nationally. The $10 million 
Merryman Center includes 2,400 square feet 
of medical space and a physician’s suite. The 
suite is equipped with a new state-of-the-art 
X-ray system, a fluoroscopy unit and a minor 
procedure room. The training room also has 
offices for the staff, dozens of training tables, 
two cold tubs, whirlpools, an underwater 
treadmill, a Biodex System 3 and various 
other pieces of rehabilitation equipment and 
treatment modalities. 

In addition, a training room has been 
constructed in Rector Field House to serve the 
football team when it practices indoors, and the 
Gordon Family Mobile Sports Medicine Unit is a 
portable training room that can be transported 
to various venues. 

Athletes have many options to help prevent 
or protect them from injuries. The sports 
medicine staff takes great pride in treating 
athletes year-round. Special attention is paid to 
off-season activity. The staff will analyze past 
injury data from each participant and construct 
a preventative program that is followed over a 
nine-week period between the end of the season 
and the beginning of spring practice. This same 
procedure is followed during the summer. 

A vital part of student-athlete medical 

services is access to the Montgomery Regional 
Hospital’s SWVA Center for Orthopaedics and 
various specialty services offered through HCA 
Southwest Virginia and its affiliated hospitals.

"We are privileged to have access to the 
finest physicians and services that HCA has at 
its disposal," said Goforth. "It is comforting 
knowing that our local hospital has the best 
care available in this region of the country for 
our student-athletes."

If physical therapy is needed, student-
athletes can be seen in the Ferrell Training 
Room by physical therapists Chris Rogers and 
Katie Burns who play a large role in the overall 
program developed to return an injured athlete 
to 100 percent. Team chiropractor, Dr. Greg 
Tilley, provides Tech athletes with specialized 
treatment for spine-related conditions and 
plays a huge role in performance enhancement 
through various chiropractic techniques.

“As certified athletic trainers, for us to 
have the resources of folks like Katie Burns, 
Chris Rogers, Greg Tilley and Gary Bennett is a 
tremendous asset,” Goforth said. “The knowledge 
and skill that they bring is invaluable.”

Team orthopaedic surgeons Dr. Marc Siegel 
and Dr. James Farmer bring a wealth of 
experience and skill to assist when athletes 
need orthopaedic consultation for certain types 
of sports-related injuries.

Over the past 11 years, Tech has developed 
the reputation for producing top-level certified 
athletic trainers. Graduates are now employed in 
positions across the country at various levels of 
the profession. This year, the staff will consist 
of three graduate assistant athletic trainers: 
Freddy Purvell, Jake Naas and Chris Deneault. 

Sports Medicine >>
The Sports Medicine Department at Virginia 

Tech is constantly evolving to incorporate new 
ideas utilizing state-of-the-art resources for the 
betterment of all Hokie student-athletes. Under 
the leadership of Assistant Athletics Director for 
Athletic Training Mike Goforth, the department 
is constantly improving and developing new 
strategies to provide the most current and 
comprehensive care. 

Their team of certified athletic trainers, 
orthopaedic surgeons, Board Certified primary 
care physicians, chiropractors, physical 
therapists, sport psychologists, nutritionists, 
massage therapists and orthotists are available 
on site to manage the health care needs of Tech 
athletes. The staff continually looks for ways to 
enhance the services provided for their athletes 
as evidenced by its participation in local and 
national projects pertaining to related topics 
such as concussion management, prevention 
of antibiotic resistant types of staph infection 
(MRSA), high ankle sprains and collegiate 
health care management strategies. Research is 
considered instrumental to the sports medicine 
department. The department has participated in 
several projects with the engineering department 
and school of education, respectively.

Tech is entering its ninth full year in the 
4,300-square-foot Eddie Ferrell Memorial 
Training Room, which consolidated the training 
rooms that existed in the Merryman Center and 
Cassell Coliseum. The facility gives the training 
staff a centralized area to care for the needs 
of all Virginia Tech student-athletes. There is 
top-of-the-line equipment and a unique style

Strength & Conditioning
Thanks to the direction of Assistant Athletics Director for Athletic 

Performance Dr. Mike Gentry, the Virginia Tech strength and conditioning 
program is among the best in the nation. 

The baseball team trains in the Jim “Bulldog” Haren Weight Room. 
Located in Jamerson Athletic Center, the 5,000-square foot weight room 
was officially dedicated in September 1985 in honor of Haren, a former 
Hokie football player and long-time supporter of the Virginia Tech Athletics 
Department. Altogether, Tech has more than 22,000-square feet of strength 
and conditioning training space.

Gentry, who received his doctorate in curriculum and instruction from 
Virginia Tech in 1999, is in his 23rd year as the director of strength and 
conditioning. His duties include overseeing the strength and conditioning 
training of athletes in all 21 varsity sports at Virginia Tech. He is aided by 
five full-time assistants. 

Director of Strength and Conditioning for Olympic Sports Terry Mitchell, 
who worked in the Texas Rangers’ farm system, serves as the full-time 
performance coach of the baseball team. Mitchell is a 1994 graduate of Lee 
(Tenn.) University, and he earned a master’s in health promotions at Tech 
in 2004.

There’s much more to athletic performance than weight 
training. Always striving to be on the cutting edge, Virginia 
Tech has combined strength and conditioning with nutrition 
and sport psychology to the benefit of its student-athletes. 
At Tech, these areas are part of the student-athlete’s 
preparation for game day and for life. 

Responsibilities: Mitchell is an NSCA certified 
strength and conditioning specialist and holds 
various certifications from U.S. Weightlifting and 
the Cooper Institute. He is in charge of off-season 

strength workouts, which consist of dynamic flexibility, 
speed, agility, strength training and mobility work. 

Mitchell also uses an integrated approach 
in-season, where each training session 

involves some aspect of the components 
so players will not lose the benefits of 
off-season training.

Of Note: Mitchell is a national 

level powerlifter and frequently 
competes in competitions along 
the East coast. He currently holds 
the drug free, Master’s national 
and world record in the bench 

press event, which he set at the

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Nutrition
Eating healthy and choosing nutritious diets are important aspects of a 

Virginia Tech student-athlete’s life and that’s why, in July 2002, the athletics 
department implemented the sports nutrition program. Amy Freel serves as 
the director. Freel, who is one of 16 full-time college dietitians in the country, 
also serves on the nutrition and performance committee with Dr. Gary Bennett. 

“It is extremely beneficial for our student-athletes to have nutrition education 
and counseling available to them in order for them to remain successful in 
their sports and outside of athletics,” Freel said. “The individualized nutrition 
education allows the athletes and me to get very specific on their nutritional, 
personal and sport-specific goals.”

The Sports Nutrition Program has helped countless Tech athletes maximize 
their athletic performance. Freel will be aided by Jennie Schafer, who is a 
graduate assistant. 

Sport Psychology
Virginia Tech offers another important service to all of its student-athletes 

– sport psychology. Dr. Gary Bennett coordinates the sport psychology 
department, which offers psychological and performance enhancement services 
for student-athletes. Bennett and counselor Kellie Moran-Miller, Ph.D., work 
together to serve the needs of Tech student-athletes. Both are also employed 
at the Cook Counseling Center on campus. 

	 The sport psychology department offers an injury group to afford injured 
athletes the opportunity to meet with a sport psychologist and other injured 
athletes and talk about the recovery process. On average, Bennett conducts 30 
individual sessions per week and meets weekly with teams as the need arises.

The response to the sport psychology program has been positive. The 
student-athletes are very receptive to the services offered by the doctors. The 
sport psychology office reaches out to athletes who may not have considered 
going to the counseling service that is offered to all students at Virginia Tech.

Freel 
designs preseason menus, snacks 
and training table menus for 
teams.

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Ut Prosim motto, student-athletes are encouraged to 
volunteer throughout their college experience.  Each 
team partners with a local community organization 
and volunteers time at community-wide events. Along 
with large volunteer efforts, student-athletes engage 
in community support with visits to local hospitals 
and elementary and middle schools. Community 
organizations can also request Tech student-athletes 
to attend local outreach events. Involvement in this 
program helps maintain and improve the positive 
relationship between student-athletes and the 
surrounding community.

In 2009-2010, the Virginia Tech football team once 
again partnered with the United Way of Montgomery, 
Radford and Floyd to raise funds for local programs and 
services. During the summer, several members of the 

team attended a Fellowship of Christian Athletes 
Night event at the Salem Red Sox baseball game. 
The football team made its presence felt elsewhere 
in the community as well. Members of the Hokie 
team were on hand to help fellow Hokie students 
and their families during move-in week in the fall. 
Coach Beamer and the Virginia Tech football team 
held a fund raiser to support research for Ewing's 
Sarcoma, in honor of Boston College linebacker 
Mark Herzlich. Members of the scout team sold 
Team United wrist bands and raised $7,094 which 
was donated to Uplifting Athletes, a national 
non-profit organization aligning college football 
with rare diseases and raising them as a national 
priority through outreach, research, education and 
advocacy.

At Virginia Tech, student-athletes don’t just 
play sports. With help from the Athletics Office of 
Student Life, Hokie student-athletes work outside 
the athletic venue to develop into community assets 
and responsible adults. 

Led by the Virginia Tech Student-Athlete Advisory 
Committee, Hokie student-athletes volunteered 
countless hours in the local community last year. 
In addition, over 300 Virginia Tech student-athletes 
earned a 3.00 grade point average during one or 
both semesters, while achieving great success within 
athletics as well. 

Inspired by the NCAA/CHAMPS (Changing Athletes’ 
Minds for Personal Success) Life Skills Program, the 
Athletics Office of Student Life creates programs 
designed to enhance student-athletes in five areas 
of commitment:  athletic excellence, academic 
excellence, personal and leadership development, 
community service and career development. The 
program has been previously honored for its 
commitment to serving the good of the student-
athletes by the Division I-A Athletic Director’s 
Association as a program of excellence.
 
Student-Athlete 
Advisory Committee

The Student-Athlete Advisory Committee (SAAC) is 
a committee made up of student-athletes assembled 
to provide insight on the student-athlete experience. 
They also offer input on the rules, regulations and 
policies that affect student-athletes’ lives on NCAA 
member institution campuses. Two members of each 
sports team serve on SAAC each academic year. 

Personal Development
The Office of Student Life aims to help student-

athletes lead balanced lifestyles, encouraging 
emotional well-being, personal growth and decision-
making skills. Each team attends two personal 
development workshops during the year to educate 
members in healthy living, service learning, career 
development, diversity and life skills.

Career Development
Virginia Tech student-athletes savor their collegiate 

athletic experiences with the understanding that 
they will need to secure a job upon graduation. The 
Office of Student Life works to enhance student-
athlete career development by collaborating with the 
Virginia Tech Career Services Office. Student-athletes 
also receive assistance in learning about majors and 
minors, preparing for career fairs, and obtaining 
scholarships and internships.

Academic Excellence
The Office of Student Life is also responsible for 

nominating student-athletes for academic honors 
and awards. Athletes are nominated for on-campus, 
Atlantic Coast Conference and national awards. 
Student-athletes with a 3.0 GPA are rewarded and 
honored on the Athletic Director’s Honor Roll. In 
2009-10, 370 student-athletes were named to this 
prestigious list, an increase of nearly 30 from 2008-
09.

Since Virginia Tech fielded its first baseball team in 1892, the Hokies have compiled an overall record 
of 1,948 victories, 1,335 losses and 26 ties in 117 seasons (no teams in 1894 and 1899) – a winning 
mark of 59.3-percent.

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yankees give hokies 
a day to remember

	 March 18, 2008, was a special day not only for Hokie baseball, but for Virginia 
Tech as a whole. That was the day that professional sports’ most recognizable 
franchise, the New York Yankees, visited Blacksburg to help the community’s 
ongoing healing process from the campus tragedy of April 16, 2007.

	 Over 100 members of the media were in town to chronicle one of the most 
unique events in Tech or Yankee history, an exhibition game for which 5,311 
fans crammed into English Field for a day of remembrance of what was, and for 
a celebration of what is yet to come.

	 After an emotional visit to the campus memorial, the Yankees decided to honor 
Tech’s fallen and connect with Tech’s future by doing what they do best – playing 
the game of baseball. What happened at English Field that day was not just an 
11-0 victory by the Yankees, but a special moment shared between grown men 
who’ve realized their dreams, young men who still have a chance to reach theirs, 
and thousands of fans who got to witness it while imagining theirs.

First Baseball Number Retired
	

	 The familiar No.1 will no longer be seen on a baseball jersey at Virginia 
Tech. Hall of Fame coach Chuck Hartman’s jersey and number were retired 
during a special ceremony on Sept. 22, 2006. Hartman retired from coaching 
in June of 2006, following 28 seasons at Virginia Tech and 47 seasons on the 
collegiate level. His number is the first baseball number to be retired at Tech.

	 Hartman earned the highest recognition a collegiate coach can receive 
when he was inducted into the American Baseball Coaches Association Hall 
of Fame during the ABCA 2004 annual convention in San Antonio, Texas. The 
honor came just a little over a year after his induction into the Virginia Tech 
Sports Hall of Fame in November 2002 and was magnified by the fact that he 
was already a member of the National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics 
Hall of Fame.

	 Hartman finished his coaching career with a 1,444-816-8 record and the 
wins were fifth all-time among Division I baseball coaches at the time of his 
retirement. His final record at Tech was 961-591-8; he became Tech’s winningest 
baseball coach in 1987 and guided Tech to more victories than any other coach 
during the university’s athletic history.

First Baseball Jersey Retired
	 Virginia Tech retired the jersey of former Tech baseball great Johnny Oates 

on May 4, 2002, during a special ceremony prior to a double-header against 
Connecticut at English Field.

	 Oates was presented with a framed jersey in recognition of the honor and 
a special display with his name and number has been placed on the outfield 
wall. Oates’ jersey is the first baseball jersey to be retired by Virginia Tech. His 
number 15 remains available to future Tech players.

	 Oates came to Blacksburg in 1965 and was an outstanding catcher for the 
Virginia Tech baseball team. He hit .410 in 1966 and .342 in 1967 before signing 
with the Baltimore Orioles after his junior season. Oates spent 11 seasons in 
the major leagues as a player, seeing action in two World Series with the Los 
Angeles Dodgers and one with the New York Yankees. After retiring as a player 
in 1981, Oates tried his hand at coaching and went on to become the major 
league manager of the Baltimore Orioles and the Texas Rangers. 

	 Oates was inducted into the Virginia Tech Sports Hall of Fame in 1983. He 
died Dec. 24, 2004.

Ripken begins tradition with 
Baseball Night in Blacksburg

Baseball icon Cal Ripken, Jr., was the keynote speaker at the baseball team’s 
fundraising banquet, the inaugural Baseball Night in Blacksburg, in February of 
2008. The former Baltimore Orioles' legend kicked off an event that included 
dinner, drinks and silent and live auctions and served as a way to celebrate 
Virginia Tech baseball with members of the local community.

Hall of Famer Jim Palmer continued the tradition at the event’s second go-
around in 2009, while former Hokie and two-time Major League all-star Mike 
Williams did the honors in 2010. Five-time all-star and Tannersville, Va., native 
Billy Wagner was the featured speaker in 2011.
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What Is a Hokie?Hokie Stone
Hokie Stone is used to construct 

most of the buildings on the 
beautiful Tech campus. This 
natural rock is 475-million-year-old 
dolomite limestone, mined from a 
quarry located less than a mile from 
Cassell Coliseum.

In constructing the buildings 
at Tech, a stone mason shapes 
individual stones, arranges them and 
cements them together with mortar 
to create walls of great strength and 
durability.

That’s the most often-asked question in Virginia Tech athletics. The answer 
leads all the way back to 1896 when Virginia Agricultural and Mechanical College 
changed its name to Virginia Polytechnic Institute. With the change came the 
necessity for writing a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose was held 
by the student body. Senior O.M. Stull won first prize for his “Hokie” yell 
which still is used today. Later, when asked if “Hokie” had any special 
meaning, Stull explained the word was solely the product of his 
imagination and was used only as an attention-getter for his yell. 
It soon became a nickname for all Tech teams and for those people 
loyal to Tech athletics. The official University school colors, Chicago 
maroon and burnt orange, also were introduced in 1896. The colors were 
chosen by a committee because they made a “unique combination” not worn 
elsewhere at the time.
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Burruss Hall, located at the center of the Drillfield, 
houses the university’s administration offices as 
well as undergraduate admissions. 

Virginia Tech ranks in the top 50 research 
universities in the United States. With more 
than 100 research centers, the university also 
consistently ranks among the top institutions in 
industry-supported research and in the top 15 in 
the number of patents issued each year. Tech’s 
nationally and internationally recognized faculty 
and motivated students are involved in more than 
3,500 research projects in fields ranging from 
biotechnology to materials, from the environment 
and energy to food and human health, and from 
transportation to computing information.

Engagement
As part of Virginia Tech’s outreach mission and 

in adherence to its motto, the university serves 
and engages the citizens of the commonwealth, 
the nation and the world. The university is involved 
in a multitude of economic and community 
development projects, many of which focus on 
education and the dissemination of knowledge to 
the global society in which we live.

Professionals, organizations and communities 
tap Virginia Tech’s vast resources, expertise and 
research results through hundreds of continuing and 
professional education programs and five campus 
centers located throughout the commonwealth. 
The institution has a long history of providing 
innovative distance-learning techniques to meet 
the various needs of working adults and other 
nontraditional students.

James C. Weaver, whose innovative ideas and 
work as a reformer have made him one of college 
athletics’ most popular administrators, is the 
director of athletics at Virginia Tech.

Weaver, 64, was appointed on Sept. 24, 1997, 
and has been a tireless leader on behalf of Tech 
athletics. His efforts were recognized in December 

2009 when he accepted the prestigious John L. 
Toner Award, which is presented annually by the 
National Football Foundation & College Hall of 
Fame. The award is given each year to a director 
of athletics who has demonstrated superior 
administrative abilities and shown outstanding 
dedication to college athletics and particularly 
college football.  

A top personal priority for Weaver is the 
continuing improvement of Tech’s facilities. Progress 
is evident in a number of new facilities which are 
now in use or currently under construction.

Tech’s basketball staffs and teams moved into 
their new practice facility in August 2009. The 
$20 million building boasts two practice gyms, a 
3,000-square-foot basketball weight room, coaches’ 
offices, film rooms and locker rooms. 

Weaver came to Tech from Western Michigan 
University, where he was director of athletics from 
January 1996 until he came to Blacksburg. Prior 
to that, he was AD for three and a half years at 
UNLV, where he reconstructed a troubled athletic 
department.

It was with the Nittany Lions’ football team that 
Weaver first made a name for himself in athletics. 
He was a center and linebacker on Penn State 
teams coached by the legendary Rip Engle and Joe 
Paterno.

A native of Harrisburg, Pa., Weaver was recruited 
to Penn State by Engle. He played three seasons 
under Engle and one under Paterno, who is still the 
coach of the Nittany Lions.

Weaver graduated from Penn State in 1967 
with a bachelor’s in psychology and rehabilitation 
education. He received a master’s in college 
counselor education, also from Penn State, in 1968.

Prior to landing the athletic director’s job at 
UNLV, Weaver spent nine years at the University 
of Florida. He was a strong force at Florida in the 
field of compliance and concluded his time there as 
associate athletics director.

Weaver drew rave reviews at UNLV for his fund-
raising expertise. He generated nearly $15 million 
in his time there and built a new athletic complex. 

Weaver and his wife Traci have four sons – Josh, 
Paul, Cole and Craig.

Accredited photographers or cameramen 

on assignment may shoot from the top of the 
dugouts or from inside the fence beyond the 
dugouts. When shooting from inside the fence, 
no equipment should be placed on the field of 
play. Tripods are not allowed inside the fence. 
The roof of the press box can be made available 
for working photographers or cameramen upon 
request. The position of all photographers and 
cameramen is always subject to the discretion 
of the umpires. Freelance photographers and 

fans are not allowed on the dugouts or inside 
the fences.

Founded in 1872 as Virginia Agricultural and Mechanical 
College, the school changed its name to Virginia Polytechnic 
Institute in 1895. Alumni and media shortened the name to VPI 
before Virginia Tech became the primary popular reference. The 
university officially became a state university in 1970 to bring the 
official title to what it is today.

Those covering Hokie athletics are asked to refer to the 
university as simply Virginia Tech. Virginia Tech University, VA 
Tech, VPI and SU, VPI&SU and VT are not recognized names and 
should not be used.
