Wolff was 247-197 (.556) in 15 years at BU, and is the school’s all-time leader in victories. Including two
years at Connecticut College in the early 1980s, Wolff is 277-215 (.563) in 17 years as a head coach.

Wolff arrived at BU following a four-year (1990-94) stint as an assistant coach under head coach Jeff Jones
at the University of Virginia. Prior to his tenure at Virginia, Wolff spent four years (1985-89) as an assistant
coach at Wake Forest and one year (1989-90) at Southern Methodist University.

Wolff began his coaching career at Trinity College, a Division Il school in Hartford, Conn., where he served
as an assistant from 1978-80. At the age of 25, he was named the head coach at Connecticut College and
guided the Camels to a two-year mark of 30-18, including a successful 16-8 record in 1980-81, his first year
as a head coach. In 1982, he began his first of three years as an assistant coach at St. Bonaventure. In the
last year, Wolff has been involved in the USO Operation Hardwood in Iraq and the USO Operation Hoop Talk
in Afghanistan.

A 1978 graduate of the University of Connecticut, Wolff was a two-year letterman under head coaches Dee
