THE HOKIES

Virginia Tech is off to a 5-0 start this season and picked up back-to-back road wins, most recently
defeating College of Charleston 71-61 on Tuesday. Chanette Hicks led the Hokies with 22 points and
six steals. Sidney Cook added 13 points and grabbed eight rebounds. Sami Hill knocked in 12 points
including a trio of 3-pointers. Regan Magarity also pulled down eight boards while adding seven points.

The Hokies jumped out to the early lead and were up 41-30 at the break. The Cougars climbed back
into the game using a 15-7 run out of the intermission to cut it to a three-point 48-45 game in the
third, but Tech closed out the period with five straight. Charleston again made a push, cutting it to
one early in the fourth, but Tech used an 11-4 run and connected from the line in the final minute to
put it out of reach.

Hicks leads the Hokies in the early season, averaging 17.8 points, 3.8 assists and 4.0 steals per game.
Cook is posting 13.4 ppg and 7.0 rpg. Hill is tallying 11.8 ppg while Magarity is averaging 9.6 ppg and
7.0 rebounds per game. Hicks, Cook and Magarity are also all connecting on 50 percent or more from
the field.

THE LADY VOLS
Tennessee fell to Penn State 70-56 the last time out. Mercedes Russell led the Lady Vols with 19 points
and 11 rebounds. Jaime Nared added 18 points and 11 boards.

The Lady Vols and Nittany Lions kept it close in the opening frame with UT trailing by one after 10
minutes. Penn State outscored Tennessee 18-6 in the second quarter to take a 33-20 lead into the
break. Coming back out, the Lady Vols went to work, using a 20-11 scoring advantage in the third to
close the gap 44-40 heading into the fourth quarter. PSU outscored UT 26-16 in the final ten minutes
to secure the win.

Russell leads four Lady Vols averaging double-digits with 17.3 ppg and 8.8 rpg. Diamond DeShields
is adding 15 ppg, 6.0 rpg and 4.5 apg. Nared is posting 11.8 ppg (7.5 rpg) while Alexa Middleton is
tallying 11.5 ppg.

THE SERIES

Tennessee holds the 7-1 advantage in the all-time series, but the Hokies won the most recent meeting
last season 57-43 in Knoxville. Panousis dropped in 21 points on 5-of-8 from outside the arc and 6-of-
6 from the line. Magarity added 13 points, connecting on 3-of-3 from long range, while pulling down
seven rebounds. Hicks added nine points, seven rebounds and three steals.

HOKIES FOR THREE!

Out of 10 players who have appeared for the Hokies
this season, seven of them have connected on
baskets from outside the arc. Sami Hill leads the
group with nine treys. Kendyl Brooks and Vanessa
Panousis each have seven.

HOT START

The Hokies started the season 5-0, marking the
program’s best start since 2013-14. Tech also picked
up its first road wins of the season, defeating UCF
and College of Charleston the first road swing of the
year.

SHOOTING FROM THE FIELD

Currently the Hokies have three players averaging
50 percent or more from the field: Chanette Hicks
(.517), Sidney Cook (.500) and Regan Magarity
(.514). The trio is a combined 74-of-145 from the
field this season and is averaging a combined 40.8
ppg.

PANOUSIS FOR THREE!

Senior Vanessa Panousis became the Virginia Tech
all-time career leader in 3-pointers made on Nov.
16 against Presbyterian with her long distance shot
made with 6:05 to go in the game. She moved into
the top spot, eclipsing Carrie Mason who tallied 200
treys in 2002-06.

RECEIVING CHARITY

The Hokies have taken full advantage of the free
throw line. Tech has attempted 111 free throws
while surrendering only 53 attempts. The Hokies
have connected on 76; opponents on 34.

SECOND HALF DOMINANCE

So far this season, the Hokies have excelled in the
second half, outscoring their opponents 193-136
after the break.

OFF TO A GOOD START
The Hokies opened the Kenny Brooks coaching era
with a 71-52 win over UNC Asheville on Nov. 11.

STARTING SUCCESS
Virginia Tech improves to a season opening record of
40-10 all-time including a 21-4 tally at home.

RETURNING FOR 16-17

The Hokies return three starters from last season’s
team that finished with an 18-14 overall record
and helped the program to its first postseason
appearance in nine years as Tech received an at-
large bid to the WNIT. Last year also marked the first
winning season for the Hokies since 2006-07.

WELCOME TO BLACKSBURG

Kenny Brooks takes the helm of the Virginia Tech
women’s basketball team this season. Brooks
compiled a  337-122 (.756) record during 14
seasons at James Madison, guiding the Dukes to
11 consecutive postseason appearances including
six NCAA bids and five trips to the WNIT. Over 11
seasons at JMU, Brooks’ squads never won fewer
than 24 games, averaging 26.3 wins per year over
that span.

MEMBER OF THE CLUB

Senior Vanessa Panousis hit the 1,000 point mark last
year becoming the 24th member of the 1,000-point
club and just the ninth player to do so as a junior. In
addition, Panousis set the Virginia Tech career record
for 3-pointers made in ACC games.

SUPER SOPHOMORE

Sophomore Chanette Hicks had a big freshman
season, setting four new program records. Hicks set
the new marks for single-season steals, steals in an
ACC season, freshman class steals and freshman class
assists. Hicks set the new single-season steals record
and the assist record during the opening round WNIT
game versus Elon. She broke the previous record
that was set in 1998-99 by Lisa Witherspoon with 86.
The freshman class assist record was set by Hicks’
teammate Vanessa Panousis with 121 in 2013-14.
She broke the ACC season record and freshman class
steals records during conference play.

SID THE KID

Senior Sidney Cook led the Hokies in scoring and
rebounds last season. She averaged 10.7 points per
game and upped her average to 11.7 in ACC games.
Cook posted 5.8 rebounds per game and led the
Hokies in scoring in a 11 games and rebound in 10.

MILESTONE MOMENTS

The Hokies had several program milestones last
season, including a 57-43 win over then-No. 8
Tennessee, marking Tech’s first win over a top-10
team since Tech knocked off then-No. 8 Maryland
in 2012. It was also the program’s first win over
the Lady Vols and snapped UT’s 44-game home
win streak. The win over Tennessee followed Tech’s
64-59 victory over Penn State in the Big Ten/ACC
Challenge, marking the first time since 2003-04 that
the Hokies picked up back-to-back wins over non-
conference Power 5 opponents.

NEW KIDS IN TOWN

Virginia Tech added six players to the roster this
season with juniors Diandra DaRosa and Erin
Garner, sophomore Michelle Berry and freshmen
Genesis Parker, Kendyl Brooks and Kaela Kinder.

WELCOME BACK

In addition to Panousis, Hicks and Cook, the Hokies
return Regan Magarity (5.8 rpg, 7.3 ppg), Samantha
Hill (2.5 ppg, 1.0 apg, 1.5 rpg) and Rachel Camp (5.0
ppg, 2.7 rpg).

James Madison, 1992

Kenny Brooks was named the seventh head women’s basketball coach at
Virginia Tech on March 28, 2016.

Brooks joined the Hokies after an impressive 14-season stint as head coach
at James Madison University where he compiled a record of 337-122 (.756), making him the winningest
coach in that school’s history. Brooks guided the Dukes to 11 consecutive postseason appearances,
including six NCAA bids and five trips to the WNIT. Under his direction in 2015-16, JMU compiled a 27-6
record, including a 17-1 mark in conference play, as the Dukes made a third straight trip to the NCAA
tournament.
