THE HOKIES

Virginia Tech is off to a 12-0 start this season after defeating Radford 71-52 the last time out. Chanette
Hicks led the Hokies with 18 points, eight steals, seven rebounds and four assists. Sidney Cook posted
her third double-double in four games with 15 points and 10 rebounds. Regan Magarity added 15
points and eight boards.

The Hokies held just a five point, 21-16 lead at the break, but used a strong third quarter to push the
lead. Tech outscored the Highlanders 24-8 in the frame to pull ahead 58-30 heading into the final 10
minutes. Radford actually held the advantage in the fourth 22-13, but the Hokies lead was too much
to overcome.

Hicks leads the Hokies, averaging 17.0 points, 5.2 assists and 5.0 steals per game. Cook is posting 14.9
ppg and 9.2 rpg. Magarity is averaging 12.8 ppg and 8.8 rebounds per game while Vanessa Panousis is
tallying 10.0 ppg and Samantha Hill is adding 9.4 ppg.

THE HORNETS

Delaware State had a shootout against Longwood on Wednesday, falling to the Lancers 88-77. Nalai
Pollard dropped in 32 points and grabbed 11 rebounds for the Hornets while Mikah Aldridge tallied
18 points.

The first half was close with the Lancers holding a 44-42 lead at the break over the Hornets. Delaware
State trailed in the third as Longwood outscored the Hornets 20-15 in the frame to go up 64-57
heading into the fourth. In the final quarter, Longwood pushed the lead to 14, but the Hornets kept
battling, cutting it down to seven several times in the final minutes. Longwood was strong from the
line to help secure the win.

Pollard leads the team with 18.5 ppg and 9.9 rpg. Aldridge is recording 13.5 ppg while Aaliyah Davis is
averaging 7.1 ppg and 4.4 rpg.

THE SERIES

This marks the second meeting between the Hokies and Hornets. Tech won the only previous meeting
66-50 on Nov. 18, 2006. Current Tech assistant coach Britney Anderson along with teammate Nare
Diawara led the Hokies with 13 points each in the game.

Sophomore Chanette Hicks had a big freshman
season, setting four new program records. Hicks
set the new marks for single-season steals overall,
steals in an ACC season, freshman class steals and
freshman class assists. Hicks set the new single-
season steals record and the assist record during
the opening round WNIT game versus Elon. She
broke the previous record that was set in 1998-99
by Lisa Witherspoon with 86. The freshman class
assist record was set by Hicks’ teammate Vanessa
Panousis with 121 in 2013-14. She broke the ACC
season record and freshman class steals records
during conference play.

SID THE KID

Senior Sidney Cook led the Hokies in scoring and
rebounds last season. She averaged 10.7 points per
game and upped her average to 11.7 in ACC games.
Cook posted 5.8 rebounds per game and led the
Hokies in scoring in a 11 games and rebound in 10.

MILESTONE MOMENTS

The Hokies had several program milestones last
season, including a 57-43 win over then-No. 8
Tennessee, marking Tech’s first win over a top-10
team since Tech knocked off then-No. 8 Maryland
in 2012. It was also the program’s first win over
the Lady Vols and snapped UT’s 44-game home
win streak. The win over Tennessee followed Tech’s
64-59 victory over Penn State in the Big Ten/ACC
Challenge, marking the first time since 2003-04 that
the Hokies picked up back-to-back wins over non-
conference Power 5 opponents.

Virginia Tech added six players to the roster this
season with juniors Diandra DaRosa and Erin
Garner, sophomore Michelle Berry and freshmen
Kendyl Brooks and Kaela Kinder.

Kenny Brooks was named the seventh head women’s basketball coach at
Virginia Tech on March 28, 2016.

Brooks joined the Hokies after an impressive 14-season stint as head coach
at James Madison University where he compiled a record of 337-122 (.756), making him the winningest
coach in that school’s history. Brooks guided the Dukes to 11 consecutive postseason appearances,
including six NCAA bids and five trips to the WNIT. Under his direction in 2015-16, JMU compiled a 27-6
record, including a 17-1 mark in conference play, as the Dukes made a third straight trip to the NCAA
tournament.

Over 11 seasons at JMU, Brooks’ squads never won fewer than 24 games, averaging 26.3 wins per
year over that span. The Dukes won three consecutive (2014, 2015, 2016) Colonial Athletic Association
championships under Brooks’ tutelage and captured five
conference titles over a seven season span. He was named
CAA Coach of the Year for a fourth time in 2015-16, while
his student-athletes also garnered CAA Player and Rookie
of the Year honors.
