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WHAT IS A HOKIE?
That’s the most often-asked question in Virginia Tech 

athletics. The answer leads all the way back to 1896 when 
Virginia Agricultural and Mechanical College changed its 
name to Virginia Polytechnic Institute. With the change came 
the necessity for writing a new cheer and a contest for such 
a purpose was held by the student body. Senior O.M. Stull 
won first prize for his “Hokie” yell, which still is used today. 
Later, when asked if “Hokie” had any special meaning, Stull 
explained the word was solely the product of his imagination 
and was used only as an attention-getter for his yell. It soon 
became a nickname for all Tech teams and for those people 
loyal to Tech athletics. The official school colors — Chicago 
maroon and burnt orange — also were introduced in 1896. 
They were chosen because they made a “unique combination” 
not worn elsewhere at the time.

Women’s Basketball
 at its Best!

The Virginia Tech women’s basketball 
program has been built over the past decade 
on a sound foundation of success. The Hokies 
enter the 2005-06 campaign seeking a ninth 
consecutive postseason appearance and 
fourth straight bid to the NCAA tournament. 
This year’s edition features the return of four 
starters with an experienced roster, including 
five seniors and three juniors. 

Beth Dunkenberger guided the Hokies to a 
17-12 record in her first season at the helm, as 
well as the program’s first in the Atlantic Coast 
Conference. Dunkenberger was a Tech assistant 
during the Hokies’ first two NCAA appearances 
in 1994 and 1995 before becoming an 
assistant at Florida, and later achieving her 
first head coaching job at Western Carolina. 
She has been a successful recruiter as well, 
signing Tech’s first Parade All-American, Tere 
Williams, and coaching five players at Florida 
who later played in the WNBA.

The ACC became the fourth conference 
affiliation for Tech after previous stints in the 
Metro, Atlantic-10 and BIG EAST conferences. 
The Hokies finished seventh with a 6-8 league 
record last year. Despite a disappointing first 
ACC season, Tech was very competitive in 
its new conference, suffering three overtime 
losses with four of the eight defeats by three 
points or less. The Hokies defeated perennial 
national power Texas Tech to win the Duel in 
the Desert tournament in Las Vegas, Nev., and 
posted wins over NCAA participants Liberty, 
St. Francis (Pa.), and Richmond, as well as 
defeating Maryland twice.

Four members of the senior class, 
Dawn Chriss, Megan Finnerty, Kerri Gardin, 
and Carrie Mason, will face another tough 
schedule this season in their attempt to 
become the first senior class to advance to 
the NCAA Tournament all four years. The 
2005-06 schedule will provide the Hokies with 
numerous opportunities to face some of the 
best programs in the nation, including ten 
teams that advanced to the NCAA tournament 
and two others that participated in the WNIT. 

The ACC welcomes Boston College, a 
program the Hokies battled for four years 
in the BIG EAST, as it’s 12th member this 
season. This will enhance the strength of a 
conference which sent seven teams to the 
NCAA Tournament last year. The Hokies will 
face Duke, Virginia and Wake Forest in home 
and away series while facing Boston College, 
Clemson, Maryland, and North Carolina at 
home. Tech will face ACC road games this 

season at Florida State, Georgia Tech, Miami and 
NC State.

Virginia Tech is among the top 25 programs in 
the nation in both victories and home attendance 
over the past seven seasons. With a veteran 

roster, an energetic coaching staff, a solid 
fan base and a tradition of success, the 
Hokies eagerly await their second season 
under Beth Dunkenberger as members of the 
Atlantic Coast Conference.

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Senior point guard Carrie Mason will direct the Hokies

Cassell Coliseum has always proven to be a 

tough arena for opponents, especially over the 
past eight seasons in which the Hokies are 97-
21 (.822) at home.

The 1998-99 home season gave Hokie fans 
plenty of drama and excitement, as Tech roared 
to a 15-0 mark in the friendly confines of the 
Cassell. Going back two games into the 1997-98 
season and extending through the 1999-00 
opener, Tech won 18 straight at home.

Over the past four seasons, the Hokies have 
posted a 51-9 record in Cassell with all nine 
losses coming against teams which advanced to 
the postseason. Tech has been especially tough 
at home versus non-conference foes defeating 
19 of the last 20 and 33 of the last 35.  The 
last two non-conference losses ironically both 
occured on March 23, a 77-72 overtime defeat 
in 2002 against Houston in the WNIT semifinals 
and a 61-48 loss to Penn State in the 2004 

of people who have come to watch them play. 
Averaging 5,221 fans per game in 1998-99 and 
having a sell-out at the 10,052-seat arena, Tech 
shattered its women’s basketball attendance 
marks. In the last seven years, Tech has played 
before 359,693 fans at home, an average 
of 3,426 per game. Last season, the Hokies 
averaged 4,196 for 13 home contests, which 
ranked 24th in the nation.

Cassell Coliseum was the site of a sub-
regional in the 1999 NCAA Tournament. In 
that marquee event, the Hokies played in front 
of packed houses and picked up wins over St. 
Peter’s and Auburn to advance to the NCAA 

host to the 2004 NCAA women’s basketball first 
and second rounds, with the Hokies defeating 
Iowa 89-76 in the first round, before falling 
61-48 to Penn State in the second round in front 
of 7,128 fans, the eighth largest crowd for a 
women’s game in Blacksburg.

In the past 13 years, Virginia Tech has 
posted a 150-38 (.798) mark in home games. 
Overall, the Hokies have compiled a 265-
109 record in Cassell Coliseum for a winning 
percentage of 70.9 in the 29 years they have 
played in the campus arena. 

On Sept. 17, 1977, Virginia Tech officials and 
friends dedicated the Coliseum in honor of the

late Stuart K. Cassell. Cassell became a member 
of the University administration in 1945 after 
17 years as a student and teacher at Tech. He 
successfully convinced the Board of Visitors of 
the need for a modern basketball facility.

Construction for the main portion of the 
Coliseum began in 1961. It was completed in 
December 1964, at a cost of $2.7 million. Built 
by T.C. Brittain and Company of Decatur, Ga., it 
houses the basketball arena, locker rooms, two 
auxiliary gymnasiums, offices and other athletic 
facilities.

The Jamerson Athletic Center, connected 
to the rear of Cassell Coliseum, was completed 

in 1982 and dedicated in the fall of 1983. It is 
named in honor of J.E. Jamerson and his son, 
William E. Jamerson, owners of the firm that built 
the building.

The complex contains administrative and 
coaching offices, athletic department accounting 
and business offices, team and coaches’ meeting 
rooms, a weight room and the Gordon D. 
Bowman Memorial Club Room on the top floor 
for Hokie Club members.

Prior to the 1988-89 season, a spring-loaded 
playing floor was installed in the Coliseum. 
During 1996-97, the facility was upgraded with 
a new roof and paint application. 

During the 2000-01 season, new video 
boards were added at both ends of the Coliseum, 
which are used for live action and video replays 
during all games.

A seating renovation project was 
undertaken following the 2001-02 season. All 
of the seats were dismantled and shipped to 
a plant in Michigan, where the old paint was 
stripped off and refinished with a clear wood 
finish.

Through new projects, renovations and 
maintenance reserve projects, Cassell Coliseum 
has undergone approximately $2.5 million in 
improvements over the past four years.

Prior to the 2003-04 season, the 
ambulatory was renovated and now features 
more accessible concession areas, new 
flooring, video monitors which allow fans to 
watch the action when not in the arena and 
the addition of Hokie Stone to many of the 
entrances to the seating area.

When the final whistle blows after a game or practice, the women’s basketball team 
retires to one of the finest locker room facilities in the nation. The entire locker room 
underwent a major renovation in the summer of 2000 with other improvements added 
in 2004.

The facility features an entrance directly on to the Cassell Coliseum floor, a team 
meeting room, a training area and a new video system. The entrance to the area has a 
wooden floor painted to match the game floor, with a giant image of a Cassell Coliseum 
crowd as a backdrop.

Another nice touch in the state-of-the-art facility are the vanities located between 
each of the lockers.

The cost of the 2000 renovation project was approximately $225,000 and would 
not have been possible without a generous gift from the Roanoke Valley Hokie Club. In 
2004, several new additions were part of a $45,000 upgrade including a Wall of Fame 
featuring outstanding players from the past, an Academic Honors Wall, a collage of 
photos of great moments in Tech women’s basketball history, crown molding, Hokie 
Stone accent, computer desks, a plasma screen television and a new sound system. 
Funding for the project was provided through the women’s basketball foundation.

Tech Success
	 Virginia Tech has averaged 22 wins over the last 
eight seasons. The Hokies have advanced to the 
postseason each year during the streak, including six 
NCAA and two WNIT appearances. 
	 Tech has won 161 of its last 226 games (71.2 
percent) dating back to Feb. 14, 1998. During 
that span, the Hokies have only lost to Boston 
College (two times), Clemson, Connecticut (seven 
times), Dayton, DePaul, Duke (two times), Florida 
State (three times), Florida, Florida International, 
Georgetown, George Washington (two times), 
Georgia, Houston, LSU, Maryland, Massachusetts, 
Miami (four times), Minnesota, North Carolina, NC 
State, Notre Dame (five times), Old Dominion (two 
times), Oregon, Penn State, Providence, Purdue, 
Rutgers (four times), Syracuse, Tennessee, Texas 
Tech, Villanova (three times), Virginia (four times), 
Wake Forest, West Virginia and Xavier (four times). 
Of the 65 losses, 29 were against nationally-ranked 
opponents.

Hokies’ History
	 With last season’s 17-12 record, Virginia Tech 
posted the program’s 17th winning season in 
29 years of varsity competition. The 2003-04 
season marked the Hokies’ seventh straight and 
tenth 20+ win season in the 12 years which 
was snapped with last year’s 17-12 mark. Tech 
has had ten losing seasons and two breakeven 
campaigns. The Hokies’ best season was the 
28-3 mark in 1999, while Tech’s most losses in a 
season were the 21 defeats in 1996-97.

Tech in the NCAA Tourney
	 With last year’s appearance, the Hokies have 
now earned eight NCAA Tournament bids and have 
a record of 7-8. Tech’s most successful experience 
in the NCAAs occurred in 1999, when the Hokies 
reached the “Sweet 16.” While Tech is 6-2 in first 
round games and has won six of the last seven, 
the second round has not been as kind, seeing 
the Hokies post a 1-5 mark. Tech is 1-1 in second 
round games in Cassell Coliseum, defeating Auburn 
76-61 in the 1999 tournament and losing 61-48 in 
2004 versus Penn State. The Hokies are 4-1 in first 
round games played on a neutral floor and 2-1 in 
first round games in Blacksburg. Ten of Tech’s 12 
losses last season were to teams selected to the 
2005 NCAA Tournament and the Hokies were 6-10 
against the 2005 tournament field.

Postseason Experience
	 Last season’s appearance in the NCAA 
Tournament marked the eighth consecutive 
season the program has participated in 
postseason play, and the 10th time in the last 12 
years. The appearance last year was also the first 
time Tech has received three straight NCAA bids 
in the program’s 29-year history. The Hokies had 
previously received back-to-back bids following 
the 1993-94 and 1994-95 seasons, the 1996-97 
and 1997-98 seasons, and the most recent 2002-
03 and 2003-04 campaigns. 

Honorable Gardin
	 Junior Kerri Gardin was an Honorable Mention 
selection to the 2005 ACC All-Conference team. 
Gardin averaged a double-double in league 
games with 12.2 points and 10.1 rebounds. She 
was second in conference games in rebounds 
averaging 10.1 per game and her 21 rebounds 
against Virginia was the fifth most ever in 
an ACC league contest. Gardin concluded the 
conference schedule ranked seventh in field 
goal percentage (.490), fifth in blocks (1.43), 
second in offensive rebounds (4.43) and third 
in defensive rebounds (5.64). In 14 conference 
games, she scored in double figures nine times, 
had eight double-digit rebounding efforts and 
five double-doubles.

Calling up the Reserves
	 The Virginia Tech bench, after struggling early 
in the season, became a deciding factor as the 
year progressed. In the first five games, in which 
the Hokies were 3-2, the bench produced only 
13.8 points per outing. However, in the last 
24 games, the bench averaged 22.8 points and 
outscored the opposition by an average of 9.5 
points per contest. In the victory over Southern 
Miss, the Virginia Tech bench outscored the 
entire Southern Miss team 62-40 and dominated 
the Lady Eagles’ bench 62-6.

Mason Points the Way
	 Point guard Carrie Mason had a career-high 
nine assists on Feb. 24 at No. 23/22 Maryland 
after opening the season with a then career-
high eight handouts against Valparaiso, and 
six more versus Minnesota. For her efforts in 
the latter two contests, she was named to the 
Subway Basketball Classic all-tournament team. 
Mason averaged 13.0 points in the Duel in the 
Desert tournament as was selected to the all-
tournament team. She also was selected to Lady 
Luck Classic all-tournament team. For the year, 
Mason averaged 10.4 points and 3.4 assists, and 
led the team in three-point field goals (45) and 
minutes played (32.9). She was second the ACC 
in overall 3-pt. field goal percentage (.417), 30th 
in scoring, third in free throw percentage (.831), 
and tenth in 3-pt. field goals made per game 
(1.55). She tied a career-high with four treys at 
North Carolina. In 2003-04, Mason was named 
the Paradise Jam Most Valuable Player after 
leading the Hokies to the championship. She 
was second on the team in scoring (11.5), first 
in three-point field goals (51), third in career 
three-point field goals (93), first in steals (58) 
and first in minutes played (35.8). Mason was 
named to the 2002-03 BIG EAST Conference All-
Rookie team and was selected on one occasion 
as the BIG EAST Conference Rookie of the Week 
(12-9-02). She was an honorable mention 
selection to the womenscollegehoops.com All-
American Freshman team. In 2002-03, Mason set 
the school record for assists by a freshman with 
106, which also led the team. She came through 
in the clutch for the Hokies on several occasions 
during her freshman year, hitting game-winning 
shots against Notre Dame (53-50) in the regular 
season and against Georgia Tech (61-59) in the 
2003 NCAA First Round as well as nailing a three-
pointer to force a game at Miami into overtime.

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Dawn of a New Era
	 Dawn Chriss, who averaged 11.0 points last 
year, erupted for a career-high 33 points in 
the triple-overtime loss at Florida State. The 
33 points were the second most points by a 
Tech player, falling one point shy of Renee 
Dennis’ 34 versus Memphis State (2-7-87). Her 
14 field goals also tied Dennis for most in a 
game. Dennis accomplished the feat twice, in 
the aforementiond Memphis State game and 
against Florida State (1-3-87). In her final five 
games last year, Chriss averaged 20.2 points, 
6.0 rebounds, 2.0 steals, 2.0 assists and shot 
57.8 percent (41-71) from the field. Chriss came 
into her own during her sophomore season after 
averaging only 3.2 points and 1.8 rebounds 
during her freshman campaign. She was second 
on the team in field goal percentage (.482), 
third in scoring (10.2), second in blocks (28), 
first in free throw percentage (.837) and third in 
rebounding (4.7).

Coping with Success
	 Kirby Copeland returned to the lineup last year 
at North Carolina (2-11-05) after missing three 
games due to mononucleosis. Copeland stepped 
up her play in the season’s final 22 games with 
double-figure scoring performances in eight 
games and eight or more points in 10 other 
contests. Over the span, Copeland averaged 9.7 
points, 4.1 rebounds, 1.7 steals and 2.2 assists. 
Against St. Francis, Copeland played arguably her 
best all-around game as a Hokie setting career 
highs in scoring (15) and rebounds (8) to go 
along with four steals and two assists. She was 
third on the team in steals (38) and assists (55).

Anderson Is the Answer
	 Britney Anderson provided the Hokies with a 
boost off the bench as the season progressed. In 
the last 20 games, Anderson averaged 7.9 points 
and 2.9 rebounds in 22.1 minutes per game. 
During the stretch, she shot 50.7 percent (69-
136) and scored in double figures eight times. 
Anderson ended the year shooting 50.9 percent 
(84-165) from the field.

Tough Schedule
	  The 2004-05 schedule was loaded with 
successful women’s basketball programs as 
the Hokies faced stiff competition against 13 
teams (Duke, DePaul, Florida State, Liberty, 
Maryland, Minnesota, North Carolina, NC State, 
Old Dominion, Richmond, St. Francis, Texas Tech, 
and Virginia) that made the NCAA Tournament 
field and one team (Wake Forest) that was 
selected to the WNIT. Additionally, the schedule 
included seven teams (No. 6 North Carolina, 
No. 8 Duke, No. 11 Minnesota, No. 12 Texas 
Tech, No. 20 DePaul, No. 21 Liberty and No. 24 
Maryland) that ended the season ranked in the 
ESPN/USA Today Top 25. Tech’s 24 opponents 
last season were a combined 462-270 (.631) and 
the Hokies strength of schedule was ranked No. 
9 nationally by collegerpi.com and No. 9 in the 
WBCA/Summerville rankings. Of the Hokies’ 24 
opponents, 18 had non-losing records, 13 won 20 
or more games and 17 had 17 or more victories.

Toe’in the Line 
	 In its inaugural season in the ACC, Tech led 
opponents in free throws attempted (675-
525) resulting in the Hokies outscoring the 
opposition 469-371 from the line.
	 Virginia Tech made a living out of getting 
to the free throw line during its final season in 
the Big East Conference in 2003-04. The Hokies 
led the opposition in charity tosses (654-468) 
and outscored opponents 473-315 at the line 
for an average of 5.1 points per game. Tech was 
especially accurate in the waning moments of 
games shooting 72.7 percent (64-88) in the last 
five minutes and 82.8 (53-64) in the final two 
minutes. Redshirt junior Fran Recchia led the 
team shooting 95.0 percent (19-20) followed by 
junior Dawn Chriss with 83.7 percent (87-104).

Missed It by That Much
	 The Hokies had a season full of narrow losses 
and played a school record-tying four overtime 
contests. Of Tech’s 12 losses, six were by five 
points or less and three came in overtime. 
The Hokies and Florida State Seminoles played 
a total of five overtimes periods in their 
two meetings, with FSU winning both tight 
contests. Tech defeated No. 12 Texas Tech, 
71-70 in overtime, to win the Duel in the Desert 
Tournament in Las Vegas, Nev. in December 
before dropping the first of three overtime 
decisions with a 76-75 loss at home versus NC 
State. The Hokies dropped a couple of three-
point games against arch-rival Virginia and were 
defeated 61-56 in the opening round of the ACC 
Tournament by Wake Forest. Tech lost by one, 
79-78, to DePaul in the NCAA First Round in 
College Park, Md.

Gardin Party Seeing Double
	 Kerri Gardin, third in the ACC in rebounding 
(8.0) and an Honorable mention All-ACC selection 
last year, recorded the eleventh double-double 
of her career at No. 23/22 Maryland with 19 
points and 12 rebounds in Tech’s last ACC regular 
season road game. Earlier in the season, she 
tied the school record with 21 rebounds against 
Virginia. Gardin averaged a double-double (12.2 
points, 10.1 rebounds) in ACC contests. She was 
second on the team in scoring (11.1) and first in 
rebounding (8.0). In a three-game stretch earlier 
in the season, Gardin had 15 boards against NC 
State, 11 at Clemson and 16 versus Florida State. 
Her most recent streak included 13 points, 10 
boards at Miami and 14 points, 10 boards at 
North Carolina prior to the Virginia contest. She 
scored in double figures 17 times last season 
and had five or more boards in 25 games. Gardin 
had 14 points and a then career-high 16 boards 
against Georgetown in the first round of the 2004 
BIG EAST Championship. She recorded the first 
three double-doubles of her collegiate career last 
season in consecutive contests at West Virginia 
(13 pts., 10 reb.), Miami (13 pts., 14 reb.) and at 
Seton Hall (11 pts., 12 reb.). In her last 10 games 
of the 2003-04 season, Gardin averaged 10.3 
points and 8.2 rebounds.

OUTLOOK
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	 The Virginia Tech women’s basketball 
team enters its second season as a member 
of the Atlantic Coast Conference with much 
anticipation. The 2005-06 squad will be an 
experienced group, led by four returning 
starters, and five seniors from last season’s 17-
12 NCAA Tournament team.
	 Last season’s success marked the third 
consecutive NCAA bid, the sixth in the last 
eight years, and the program’s eighth straight 
postseason appearance. In fact, the Hokies have 
advanced to postseason play in 10 of the last 12 
years. Tech has averaged 22 wins over the past 
eight seasons, advancing to the NCAA Second 
Round on four occasions, and to the “Sweet 
Sixteen” once. Last season’s schedule featured 
13 NCAA Tournament teams as the Hokies 
finished among the nation’s leaders in RPI and 
strength of schedule.
	 In addition to the four starters, several 
others who saw considerable playing time last 
season return. This year’s squad includes 74.8 
percent of the offense and 80.2 percent of 
the rebounding from the previous season. The 
Hokies concluded last year ranked 11th in the 
nation in scoring offense.

	 “We have the bulk of our scoring and 
rebounding returning this season,” said 
second-year Virginia Tech head coach Beth 
Dunkenberger. “The most important factors we 
have returning this year are the experience and 
wisdom from having competed for a year in the 
ACC.”
	 This year’s edition of the Hokies will be a 
veteran group featuring five seniors, three 
juniors, and four freshmen. Tech will have to 
replace the lone senior on last season’s team, 
Erin Gibson, who finished her career 11th on 
the career scoring list (1,118), fourth in blocks 
(122), fifth in rebounding (752) and minutes 
played (3,263), and 11th in field goals made 
(439). Gibson led the team in scoring (11.3) and 
blocks (43) last season.
	 “Erin brought so many different things to our 
team with her scoring and rebounding,” said 
Dunkenberger. “One area of Erin’s importance to 
our team that doesn’t receive much recognition 
is her being one of the best defenders in the 
conference, as well as being a team leader.”
	 Kerri Gardin (6-1, Sr., F, Morganton, N.C.), 
an All-ACC honorable mention last season who 
averaged a double-double (12.2 points, 10.1

rebounds) in conference games, was second on 
the team in scoring, averaging 11.1 points, and 
led the team in rebounds, averaging 8.0 boards. 
Gardin tied a school and Cassell Coliseum record 
with 21 rebounds against Virginia last season, 
and had seven double-doubles during the year. 
Additionally, she was second in blocks (29), 
and set a career high with eight assists versus 
Richmond.
	 Dawn Chriss (6-1, Sr., G, Hilcrest Heights, 
Md.) is back after concluding her junior season 
on a high note. Chriss averaged 20.2 points and 
6.0 rebounds in her last five games, including a 
33-point outburst at Florida State. The 33 points 
was the second most points by a Hokie in a 
single game, and her 14 field goals tied a Tech 
single-game mark. Chriss shot 57.8 percent (41-
71) over those final five contests, and led Tech 
in scoring in four of the games. She ended the 
year as the Hokies’ third-leading scorer (11.0) 
and rebounder (4.2).
	 The offense will once again be directed by 
Carrie Mason (5-7, Sr., G, Seneca, Pa.), who 
has started 90 of 92 games in her Tech career. 
Mason was named to the Subway Classic, Duel in 
the Desert, and Lady Luck Classic all-tournment 
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2005-2006 VIRGINIA TECH SCHEDULEteams last season, and needs only one point to 
become the 17th member of the Tech 1,000-
point club. She led the team in assists (98), 
three-point field goals (45), and minutes played 
(32.9).
	 Kirby Copeland (5-10, Jr., G, Morrow, Ga.), 
Roshana Jackson (6-1, Sr., F, Norton, Va.), and 
Britney Anderson (6-0, Jr., F, Blacksburg, Va.) 
were part-time starters last year. Copeland 
started 13 games and battled mono during the 
middle portion of the season. She had a career-
high seven steals in the home-opener against 
Alabama and tied her career high with 15 points 
versus DePaul in the NCAA Tournament. Copeland 
ended the season fifth on the team in scoring 
(8.5 points) and third in steals (38). Anderson 
started 10 games and had her best outing with 
a career-high 18 points at Florida State. She had 
10 double-digit scoring games and tied a career 
high with eight rebounds against Southern Miss. 
Jackson started 14 contests and paired with 
Gibson to give Tech an imposing presence in 
the paint. A junior college transfer, Jackson was 
third on the team in blocks (17) and had 24 
steals. 
	 Other returnees include Megan Finnerty 
(6-3, Sr., Atlanta, Ga.), Nare Diawara (6-6, 
Jr., C, Bamako, Mali) and Brittany Cook (6-0, 
r-Fr., G, Narrows, Va.). Finnerty saw action in 
28 games last year, and had a career-high 12 
points against Wake Forest and a career-high 
seven rebounds in the season-opener versus 
Valparaiso. Diawara saw playing time in 18 
contests, but missed 11 games due to a back 
injury. She was instrumental in the upset over 
No. 12 Texas Tech in the Duel in the Desert title 
game with a career-high 11 points. Cook, a 
McDonald’s All-American nominee, missed last 
season due to knee surgery. She averaged 28.9 
points and 10.6 rebounds in leading Mercer 
Christian Academy to a 23-4 record, and to the 
West Virginia state final. In the championship 
tournament, Cook averaged 30.3 points, and set 
a state single-game record for free throws made 
with an 18-of-18 performance.
	 Three newcomers will provide depth for 
the Hokies this season. Amber Hall (6-2, Fr., 
F, Tallahassee, Fla.), Laura Haskins (5-10, Fr., 
G, Alexandria, Va.) and walk-on A.J. Lemaitre 
(5-10, Fr., G, Fairfax, Va.) should all see action 
this season. Hall averaged 18 points with 11 
rebounds and three blocks in leading Leon 
High School to the Florida High School Athletic 
Association (FHSAA) “Sweet 16.” Haskins was 
second-team all-state at West Springfield, 
where she set the school records for career 
assists, steals and rebounds previously held by 
1999 Naismith High School Player of the Year 
and Tennessee All-American Kara Lawson. She 
averaged 13.5 points, 7.5 rebounds and 6.0 
assists last season. Lemaitre is a walk-on who 
turned down several scholarship offers to attend 
Virginia Tech. She averaged 20 points and four 
assists a game at W.T. Woodson High School, 
where she was a three-time selection to the All-
Northern Region first team. 
	 Once again last season, Tech’s schedule was 
among the toughest in the nation. The Hokies 
faced two opponents (Duke, North Carolina) that 
advanced to the NCAA Quarterfinals, three others

(Liberty, Minnesota, Texas Tech) that were in 
the NCAA “Sweet 16,” and faced a total of 13 
NCAA teams along with two WNIT participants. 
Tech’s opponents had a .631 winning percentage 
and 14 of the Hokies’ 24 opponents advanced to 
postseason play. Thirteen opponents last season 
won 20 or more games, with 18 posting non-
losing records.
	 The 2005-06 schedule will be another 
challenging one, with the Hokies facing ten 
teams (Duke, Florida State, Liberty, Maryland, 
North Carolina, NC State, Old Dominion, 
Richmond, Texas Tech and Virginia) that made 
the NCAA Tournament field, and two (Texas A&M-
Corpus Christi, Wake Forest) that participated 
in the WNIT. Additionally, the schedule includes 
five teams (No. 6 North Carolina, No. 8 Duke, 

No. 12 Texas Tech, No. 21 Liberty and No. 24 
Maryland) that concluded the year in the ESPN/
USA Today  Top 25.
	 The non-conference schedule presents the 
Hokies with many challenges, including home 
contests against NCAA participants Liberty 
and Old Dominion, along with Evansville, 
James Madison and High Point. Tech will host 
its annual holiday tournament, the Lady Luck 
Classic, featuring Longwood, Marshall and 
Texas A&M-Corpus Christi (WNIT participant). 
The non-conference away schedule has Tech 
traveling to Dallas, Texas, over the Thanksgiving 
holiday to participate in the Southern Methodist 
tournament featuring the host Mustangs along 
with Denver and UL Monroe. The Hokies will

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travel outside the country to take part in the 
Caribbean Classic in Cancun, Mexico. The event 
includes Western Michigan, Florida Atlantic 
and perennial national power Texas Tech. The 
Hokies defeated the Lady Raiders last season 
in the championship game of the Duel in the 
Desert tournament in Las Vegas.

	 “We play several in-state rivals 
who we have competed against 
for many years as part of our 
non-conference schedule,” said 
Dunkenberger. “We also play in 
a very competitive tournament 
in Cancun, featuring a possible 
rematch with Texas Tech, and 
the Lady Luck Classic has been a 
great tournament for us through 
the years. Additionally, playing in 
the SMU tournament allows us to 
get exposure in a different region 
of the country against unfamiliar 
competition.”
	 The ACC schedule will again 
present a great challenge as 
the Hokies battle in one of the 
toughest leagues in the nation. 
The ACC sent seven teams to 
the NCAA Tournament last year 
and another to the WNIT as the 
conference had the second best 
RPI in the nation according to 
the final WBCA/Summerville 
rankings. 

	 The women will play a 14-game regular-
season ACC schedule, with each team playing 
each member at least once a year. Primary 
partners will be utilized where certain teams 
are guaranteed to play twice — home and 
away — every year. The primary partners can 
be changed after a minimum of two seasons 
of play. With the addition of Boston College 

to the conference this year, a new rotation 
will take effect. Tech’s primary partners for 
the next two seasons are Duke, Virginia 
and Wake Forest. The Hokies will play ACC 
members Clemson, North Carolina, Maryland 
and Boston College at home, and NC State, 
Florida State, Miami and Georgia Tech on the 
road.

Beth Dunkenberger’s staff returns intact to try to lead the Hokies back to the NCAA Tournament.
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	 “I think that it is no coincidence that the first 
year the conference expands, we put seven teams 
into the NCAA Tournament,” said Dunkenberger. 
“We were rated as one of the top conferences in 
the nation by the final computer rankings which 
is a credit to just how strong the league is from 
top to bottom. Adding Boston College, a team 
that was in the Top 25 last year, should only 
increase the strength of our league.”
	 The coaching staff will remain intact from last 
season, with Shellie Greenman returning as the 
Hokies’ recruiting coordinator, joined by Bobbie 
Kelsey, Stacy Cantley and Director of Basketball 
Operations Jill Jameson.
	 Greenman was on the Tech staff previously as 
an assistant (1988-93) under Carol Alfano along 
with Dunkenberger. Kelsey won one national 
title and participated in three Final Fours as 
a player at Stanford (1991-96). Cantley was a 
top 10 rebounder and four-year letterwinner at 
UNC Wilmington, and Jameson, a Tech assistant 
from 1993-97, was the recruiting coordinator at 
Marquette prior to returning to Blacksburg last 
year.
	 Fran Recchia, a redshirt-senior this year, has 
decided not to play this season after battling 
injuries the past three years. Recchia will serve 
as a student assistant coach along with Rayna 
DuBose, a former Tech player who was stricken 
with meningococcal meningitis following her 
freshman season in 2001-02.
	 “Our staff has tremendous chemistry, with 
four of the five members of the staff having 
been recruiting coordinators at some point in 
their careers,” said Dunkenberger. “It is amazing 
to see people leave coordinator positions to 
be part of what we have here at Virginia Tech, 
and our assistants continue to turn down great 
opportunities in order to remain with this 
program. I look forward to having Fran and 
Rayna as student assistants this year as their 
perspective will help us both in practice and in 
games.”

GUARDS
	 Carrie Mason returns to direct the Tech offense 
from the point-guard position for the fourth year. 
Mason averaged 10.4 points and 3.5 assists per 
game last year while leading the team in three-
point field goals (45). In fact, Mason already 
ranks second in career three-point field goals 
made with 138, which is only 19 behind all-time 
leader Sarah Hicks (157). A career 80-percent 
shooter from the free throw line, Mason was third 
in the ACC last year in free throw percentage 
(.831), and among the league leaders in scoring, 
assists, three-point field goal percentage, three-
point field goals made and assist/turnover ratio. 
Mason has proven to be a “clutch” performer for 
the Hokies, hitting game-winning shots during 
her freshman year against Notre Dame in the 
regular season and versus Georgia Tech in the 
2003 NCAA First Round.
	 “Carrie has been our floor general for the past 
three years, and brings a wealth of talent and 
knowledge to our team,“ said Dunkenberger. “She 
understands the system we put in last year, and I 
think she will continue to get better and better.”

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	 Dawn Chriss came into her own at the end of 
last season to become a prime scoring threat. She 
ended the season among the league leaders in 
scoring and free throw percentage. Her 33 points 
at Florida State, the second most in Tech history, 
clearly displayed her offensive capabilities.
	 “As we got deeper in the season, Dawn 
just kept getting better and better,” said 
Dunkenberger. “She understood that she had the 
‘green light’ to shoot and attack the basket, two 
things that she does very well. I think Dawn will 
pick up this season where she left off last year  
and be one of our top scorers.”

	  Kirby Copeland 
will see plenty of 
playing time as she 
enters her junior 
season after being 
slowed by mono 
last year.

	 “Laura has a great basketball background with 
a winning tradition,” said Dunkenberger. “She 
has been the point guard on three AAU national 
championship teams, and her high school teams 
have been competitive on the state playoff level 
every year. What caught my attention when 
evaluating her, is Laura’s competitiveness in 
that she is a fighter from the minute the ball is 
tipped until the final buzzer.”
	 A.J. Lemaitre joins Tech as a walk-on after 
turning down offers from several schools. 
Lemaitre, who had over 1,500 points in her 
career, led W.T. Woodson to a 25-4 record last 
season, and to the state quarterfinals.
	 “We’re excited to have A.J. join our program 
following her outstanding high school career,” 
said Dunkenberger. “She turned down offers from 
several Division I programs in order to play for 
Virginia Tech, and she is an excellent student.”

	 Roshana Jackson provided inside help for 
Gardin and Gibson last season and will be looked 
upon to carry a heavier load of rebounding this 
year. Jackson, who narrowly missed a double-
double at James Madison with career highs of 15 
points and nine rebounds, aided the Hokies to 
a win in their ACC debut against Maryland with 
three blocks.
	 “I believe Roshana will continue to improve 
since last year was her first season here,” said 
Dunkenberger. “We saw her really improve at the 
end of the season as her confidence grew. She 
is a very physical player in the paint and plays 
extremely hard on both ends of the floor.”
	 Megan Finnerty will once again provide depth 
on the inside after seeing playing time in 28 
games last season. Finnerty tossed in a career-

high 12 points against Wake Forest, and had 
a career-high seven rebounds in the season 
opener versus Valparaiso.
	 “Megan is one of our team’s best athletes, 
and not only is one of the fastest players on 
the team, but has the highest vertical jump,” 
said Dunkenberger. “She was hampered by 
some injuries last year but came on strong at 
the end of the season.”
	 Nare Diawara, the tallest member of the 
team at 6-6, had the best game of her career 
when the Hokies needed it most last season. 
With several inside players in foul trouble 
against No. 12 Texas Tech in the Duel in the 
Desert title game, Diawara responded with a 
career-high 11 points and four rebounds in 
only 16 minutes as Tech pulled off the 71-70 
overtime win.

	 “Nare missed the bulk of the ACC season due 
to injury but played key minutes in several of 
our big victories,” said Dunkenberger. “If we 
can keep her healthy and have her continue to 
learn our system, we think Nare is going to be a 
tremendous player with WNBA potential.”
	 Amber Hall comes to Blacksburg following an 
outstanding high school career in Tallahassee, Fla. 
Hall was named to the Florida 4A All-State team, 
and was an All-Big Bend second-team selection. 
She averaged 18 points and 11 rebounds in 
leading her team to the state semifinals.
	 “What impresses me most about Amber is 
that she is a very smart player who picks up the 
game quickly, and is also very physical,” said 
Dunkenberger. “She doesn’t mind banging on the 
inside with taller players because she knows how 
to use her strength as an asset.”

Now in his sixth year as President 
of Virginia Tech, Dr. Charles Steger has 
charted a course to bolster the university’s 
research enterprise and compete among the 
nation’s elite research institutions. Under 
his direction, the university has adopted a 
strategic plan, which is guiding the growth 
of the research enterprise, fostering outreach 
initiatives, and increasing quality across all 
aspects of the academic community. 

Perhaps one of the most memorable 
contributions of Steger’s administration 
will be his role in the Restructured Higher 
Education Financial and Administrative 
Operations Act, which was approved by the 
2005 Virginia General Assembly and signed 
into law by Governor Mark Warner. Last year, 
President Steger joined forces with other 
university presidents to help define a new 
relationship between the Commonwealth 
of Virginia and her institutions of higher 
education, which enables greater institutional 
flexibility and potential for growth. 

Steger will be forever credited with 
negotiating Virginia Tech’s entrance into the 
Atlantic Coast Conference — a 50-year dream 
come true for Hokie fans.

As Vice President for Development and 
University Relations, Steger built a critical 
base of private support when he led the 
Campaign for Virginia Tech, which raised 
more than $337 million. Today, private 
support from Virginia Tech’s alumni and 
friends continues to play an essential role 
in this university community. Last year, the 
university raised $77 million, a 15 percent 
increase over the previous year. This summer’s 
opening of a new alumni, conference, and 
hotel complex provides an on-campus home 
to the university’s more than 180,000 living 
alumni.

Steger also led the effort to establish 
the Virginia Tech-Wake Forest School of 
Biomedical Engineering. The Via College 
of Osteopathic Medicine began operation 
in 2003 and has grown much faster than 
expected. The nation’s newest medical school 
is an affiliate of the university and cooperates 
on joint research projects in human health.

The Virginia Tech campus continues to 
grow at a remarkable rate. In addition to the 
recent expansion of Lane Stadium, many other 
construction projects are changing the face of 
campus. The Chemistry/Physics building, the 
Career Services building, the new dairy science 
center, the Alphin-Stuart Livestock Arena, 
Phase II of the Virginia Bioinformatics Institute 
and the alumni/hotel/conference center have 
opened their doors to students, faculty and the 
public. The Agriculture and Natural Resources 
Research building is scheduled to be completed 
in December. 

Last year, the Institute for Advance 
Learning and Research in Danville dedicated 
its new facilities. The institute, under 
Virginia Tech’s guidance, will play a critical 
role in a regional partnership to develop 
new educational opportunities, broadband 
infrastructure for research and industry, 
business development and community 
revitalization.

Demand for a Virginia Tech education 
remains high among the nation’s brightest 
students. This year, the average grade point 
average for an entering first year student 
reached 3.8 and the average SAT score was 
1232 — both record highs. 

Steger’s ties to Virginia Tech span four 
decades as a student, professor, dean, vice 
present and now president. While on the 
faculty, he twice won teaching excellence 

awards. When he became dean of the College of 
Architecture and Urban Studies in 1981, he was 
the youngest architecture dean in the nation at 
33 years of age.

Steger recently finished a term as Chairman 
of the Virginia Council of Presidents and is 
currently chair of the Virginia Space Grant 
Consortium. He serves on the boards of several 
organizations including the Carilion Biomedical 
Institute, the Council of Higher Education’s 
General and Professional Advisory Committee 
(GPAC), the Virginia Business Higher Education 
Council, the World Institute for Disaster Risk 
Management, the Institute for Advanced 
Learning and Research, and the Roanoke 
Economic Development Partnership.

He is a Fellow in the American Institute 
of Architects, and received the William C. 
Noland Award for distinguished service and 
accomplishments from the Virginia Society 
of the AIA. The First Virginia Chapter of the 
National Society of Fundraising Executives 
recognized him as the Outstanding Fundraising 
Executive in 1999. 

Steger received his Bachelor of Architecture 
degree, Master of Architecture degree 
and Ph.D., in Environmental Science and 
Engineering from Virginia Tech.

UNIVERSITY PRESIDENT

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The focus of student campus activity and the hub of much of 
the performing and visual arts at the university, Squires Student 
Center contains theatres, the Perspective Art Gallery, the Black 
Cultural Center, pool tables, bowling lanes, restaurants, ballrooms 
and administrative offices for many student organizations. The 
original student center, built in 1937, has undergone several major 
renovations, but the facade of the original building is visible in the 
second-floor lobby area.

Col. William B. Preston established the Smithfield estate -— named 
for his wife, Susanna Smith — in 1772 after an earlier settlement 
known as Draper’s Meadow was wiped out in an Indian massacre. 
The oldest part of the existing house was built in 1790. A state 
historic landmark, Smithfield is open for tours April through 
November. Call (540) 951-2060 for details.

Campus Landmarks

The Duck Pond provides a peaceful respite for students, faculty, staff 
and visitors — as well as for flocks of ducks and geese. The pond 
was created in 1937. A smaller lake, just north of the Duck Pond, is 
known as the Ice Pond — so called because it was the source of ice 
for the campus until a refrigeration plant opened in 1898-99.
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Torgersen Hall, home to Virginia Tech’s Advanced Communications and Information Technology Center, provides a high-tech environment in which 
researchers, teachers and students can interact in innovative and effective ways. The building includes high-tech auditoriums, observational booths for 
watching and taping experimental teaching techniques, the CAVE — Tech’s sophisticated virtual reality environment for advanced research and learning, 
and an electronic reading room occupying the arch that spans Alumni Mall.

Constructed in 1902, The Grove serves as the residence for Virginia Tech 
presidents and their families. Today, besides fulfilling its original function, it also 
is the guest residence for visiting dignitaries and serves as a reception facility.

James C. Weaver, whose innovative ideas 
and work as a reformer have made him one of 
college athletics’ most popular administrators, 
is the director of athletics at Virginia Tech.

Weaver, 60, was appointed on Sept. 24, 
1997 and has been a tireless leader on behalf 
of Tech athletics. In his years on the job at 
Tech, Weaver has taken steps to place increased 
emphasis on projects benefiting student-
athletes and fans.

A top personal priority for Weaver is the 
continuing improvement of Tech’s facilities. 
When it comes to athletic facilities, Weaver has 
a simple philosophy. “As soon as you sit still 
in terms of facilities, you have taken a step 
backward,” he says.

Major renovations on the west side of Lane 
Stadium are nearing completion. In addition to 
luxury suites and other game day amenities, the 
structure will house a ticket office, athletic fund 
offices, an Athletics Hall of Fame and a new 
student academic services area.

To meet a growing demand for Virginia Tech 
football, Weaver spearheaded the construction 
of the south end zone project to expand seating 
capacity for the 2002 season. The $37 million 
expansion project included an 11,000-seat 
double deck and provided 15 luxury suites, as 
well as club level seating and amenities.

A north end zone addition was completed 
prior to the 2001 season. That section added 
over 5,000 permanent seats.

Virginia Tech contracted with GreenTech, 
Inc., of Richmond, Va., to install its highly 
innovative, ITM natural grass sports field system 
in Lane Stadium/Worsham Field prior to the 
2001 season.

Under Weaver’s direction, lighted football 
practice fields, conveniently located in the 
center of the athletics complex, were completed 
during the spring of 2001.

Additional projects completed in the past 
year include renovations of Olympic sport 
locker rooms, a new golf team building at the 
River Course, filming capability at the tennis 
center, new practice fields (one natural and one 
artificial) at Moseley Field, and a driveway for 
buses at Cassell Coliseum.

Weaver presided over Tech’s move into the 
Atlantic Coast Conference in 2004-05. Virginia 
Tech and Miami were officially introduced as the 
10th and 11th members of the ACC, effective 
July 1, 2004.

“I’m excited for our fans and our 
constituency,” Weaver said at the time. “This 
membership is something that the fan base and 
alumni and friends of Virginia Tech have wanted 
for a long time. It’s home for us. We’ve had prior 
relationships with these institutions for many 
years and this is something our fans are excited 
about. I’m happy for them, for our coaches and 
for our student-athletes.”

Weaver was the key figure in reaching a 
four-year agreement with Virginia in bringing 
the basketball games back to campuses for the 
first time since 1976. He also realigned the 
senior administrative staff to further promote 
the development of a broad-based athletics 
department. A dormant Monogram Club was 
revitalized under his direction, providing Hokie 
letterwinners of all eras a renewed link to 
Tech athletics. He also toughened the Hokies’ 
non-conference football schedules, a move that 
gained real favor from Tech fans.

Weaver renegotiated Tech’s multimedia 
rights contract with ISP Sports, creating a new 
business relationship and enhanced revenue for 
the athletics department. In the Fall of 2000, 
Weaver arranged a joint venture with ISP to 
commit $2 million to purchase new scoreboards, 
upgraded sound systems, an L.E.D. video display 
screen at Lane Stadium and two 9x12 wall 
mount L.E.D. video screens in Cassell Coliseum. 
The video display screen at Lane Stadium has 
been enlarged for 2005.

Weaver came to Tech from Western Michigan 
University where he was director of athletics 
from January, 1996 until he came to Blacksburg. 
Prior to that, he was AD for three and a half 
years at UNLV, where he reconstructed a 
troubled athletic department.

Weaver brings a “Penn State mentality” 
to the position. He says that various schools’ 
interest in him as a reformer through the years 
can be traced to Penn State and its reputation 
for how it conducts business in intercollegiate 
athletics.

It was with the Nittany Lions’ football team 
that Weaver first made a name for himself in 
athletics. He was a center and linebacker on 
Penn State teams coached by the legendary Rip 
Engle and Joe Paterno.

A native of Harrisburg, Pa., Weaver was 
recruited to Penn State by Engle. He played three 
seasons under Engle and one under Paterno, who 
is still the coach of the Nittany Lions.

Weaver graduated from Penn State in 
1967 with a bachelor’s in psychology and 
rehabilitation education. He received a master’s 
in college counselor education, also from Penn 
State, in 1968.

Weaver started a football coaching career as 
an assistant at Penn State for six seasons. He 
later was the offensive coordinator at Iowa State 
and head coach for one season at Villanova in 
1974.

He also spent five years as an assistant 
professor at Clarion State and three years as 
director of franchise sales at Athletic Attic.

Prior to landing the athletic director’s job at 
UNLV, Weaver spent nine years at the University 
of Florida, which was sanctioned by the NCAA 
in 1983. He was a strong force at Florida in the 
field of compliance and concluded his time there 
as associate athletic director.

Weaver drew rave reviews at UNLV for his 
fund-raising expertise. He generated nearly $15 
million in his time there.

While at Western Michigan, Weaver 
announced creation of a $7 million football 
center, stabilized fluctuating revenues and 
installed a CHAMPS Life Skills program.

Weaver and his wife Traci have four sons 
— Josh, Paul, Cole and Craig.

	 She served as tournament manager for the first two 
rounds of the NCAA Women’s Basketball Championship in 
1999 and again in 2004.

Of Note: Chambers was a member of the Iowa football 
team, and played on three nationally ranked bowl 
squads: Rose, Peach and Gator.

Virginia Tech has a long and proud tradition 

in athletics, but the Hokies have really seen 
their success and visibility grow immensely 
over the past few years. For the ever-growing 
legion of Tech fans, the most exciting part is 
that the future looks even brighter. 

 On July 1, 2004, Virginia Tech officially 
became a member of the prestigious Atlantic 
Coast Conference — a move that has already 
helped the Hokie athletics program grow even 
stronger.

Tech competes at the Division I level of the 
NCAA, and with a total of 21 varsity sports, 
11 for men and 10 for women, Virginia Tech 
provides generous opportunities for athletes 
(and fans) to get in the Hokie huddle.

The success of the Virginia Tech women’s 
basketball program rests largely on the 
academic progress of each student-athlete. 
The academic performance of Tech student-
athletes has improved each year due in part to 
the Student Athlete Academic Support Services 
(SAASS).

The Virginia Tech graduation rate for 
student-athletes has risen significantly in 
recent years and was a school-best 74 percent 
for 2005. This marks the third time in the last 
four years that Virginia Tech’s student-athlete 
graduation rate has been 70 percent or better. 

The Virginia Tech women’s basketball 
program has been an integral part of this 
recent academic success. Over the last four 
years they have an impressive 92% NCAA 
graduation rate. This year’s senior class will 
add to this impressive rate as all are on track 
to complete their degrees.

In addition to posting impressive 
graduation figures, Virginia Tech’s student-
athletes continue to excel in the classroom. 
For the 2004 calendar year, 425 3.0 GPA’s 
were earned by student-athletes, student 
trainers, student managers, cheerleaders and 

HighTechs. These student-athletes and students 
from support areas were recognized at the 
Athletic Director’s Honors Breakfast last spring.

Student-athletes are the most visible student 
component of a university. They entertain 
thousands of fans, students and alumni. Their 
athletic ability and achievement is the primary 
focus for national media attention. Athletic 
events bring back not only faithful alumni, but 
are a welcome mat for potential new students.

Student-athletes devote many hours to 
practice, conditioning and training that are 
not required of all students. Due to their 
time commitment and their high visibility, it 
is an obligation and in the best interest of 
the university to supply these students with 
services which will allow them to maximize their 
academic potential.

The Virginia Tech Student Athlete Academic 
Support Services office is committed to 
providing fundamental and supplemental 
programming, consistent with University and 
NCAA policy, aimed at enhancing each student-
athlete’s educational experience.

Stakeholders of the office’s mission include 
student-athletes and their families, the 

university community, coaches and athletics 
administrators. SAASS seeks to develop 
relationships with its stakeholders that are 
founded on trust and respect, and provides 
the following services to accommodate their 
needs:

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SAASS STAFF

SAASS provides programming for student-
athletes from their freshman year through 
graduation. This includes a comprehensive 
orientation to Tech, study hall, mentoring, 
tutoring, academic monitoring, academic 
recognition and eligibility education. Additionally, 
student-athletes are referred to and encouraged to 
take advantage of other campus agencies charged 
with helping students in their academic pursuits.

In the 2005-06 academic year, the SAASS 
office will be moving to the West Side of Lane 
Stadium. Here, student-athletes will have access 
to state-of-the-art technology, quiet study 
facilities, individualized tutorial rooms, and direct 
access to the SAASS staff. This complex will be 
a focal point for the athletics department, both 
aesthetically and pragmatically, and provide a 
centralized place for student-athlete services. 

The new facility features:
• More than 18,000 square feet of space
• 10 staff offices
• 18 private tutor rooms
• State-of-the-art classroom
• 45-station computer lab
• Three reading/study rooms
• Conference room
• Reference library

Together, these spaces provide the student-
athlete with a variety of study environments 
conducive to his or her success. Athletes can use 
these facilities between classes, after practice or 
in the evenings, with flexible hours tailored to 
make the most of a student-athlete’s limited time.

Chris Helms, in his seventh year at Tech, 
is the director and is responsible for the 
development and leadership of the Student 
Athlete Academic Support Services office. Helms 
oversees an office comprising an associate 
director, four assistant directors, a learning 
specialist, systems administrator, an intern and 
a secretary. These staff members form a group of 
professionals serving the needs of all student-
athletes. In addition to his duties directing 
SAASS, Helms serves as a liaison between the 
academic and athletic communities and is an ad 
hoc member of the University Athletic Committee.

Colin Howlett begins his ninth year with 
Virginia Tech and serves as an Associate Director 
in the SAASS office. Howlett works with the 
football program and provides leadership to the 
study hall program and coordinates student-
athlete academic eligibility for SAASS.

Katie Ammons is an assistant director who 
begins her seventh year and works with the men’s 
and women’s basketball, men’s and women’s cross 
country and men’s and women’s track programs. 
Ammons also oversees the computer labs and the 
other computing resources available for student-
athletes. Ammons is a former standout Hokie 
student-athlete.

Drew Scales begins his fourth year with 
Student Athlete Academic Support Services as 
an assistant director. Scales provides academic 
support for student-athletes in lacrosse, volleyball, 
men’s and women’s soccer and wrestling, in 
addition to overseeing the mentor program.

Sarah Collins, assistant director, is in her first 
year as a full-time member of the SAASS staff. 

Joseph Goodman, systems administrator, 
is completing his first year with the SAASS 
program. He provides SAASS and student-
athletes with the expertise to maintain and 
secure the Windows computer lab and Linux 
servers, develop web-based applications to 
enhance SAASS programming, and apply web-
based applications using open-source products 
to enhance education.

Terrie Repass begins her 31st year of 
service at Virginia Tech. She serves as the office 
secretary and “first contact” person for the 
SAASS. She is responsible for organizing special 
events and meetings for the office. Repass 
prepares all accounting, purchasing and travel 
transactions for the office.

Academic Excellence
The Virginia Tech Athletics Office of Student 

Life is responsible for nominating student-
athletes for academic honors and awards. Athletes 
are nominated for on-campus, Atlantic Coast 
Conference and national awards.  This year, 
Jessica Morris, a member of the cross country 
team, was named the Virginia Tech Undergraduate 
Woman of the Year. Student-athletes with a 3.0 
GPA are rewarded each semester by being honored 

on the Athletic Director’s Honor Roll. The 2004 
calendar year listed 315 student-athletes with 
this honor. Bob Ritchie, men’s basketball, 
and Mallory Soldner, women’s soccer, received 
the Skelton Award for Academic Excellence in 
Athletics. This award is given to one male and 
one female student-athlete who demonstrate 
leadership, outstanding academic excellence and 
community involvement.

Athletic Excellence
The Virginia Tech Student-Athlete Advisory

Virginia Tech student-athletes also have 
access to the Jim “Bulldog” Haren Weight 
Room. Located in Jamerson Athletic Center, the 
5,000-square foot weight room was officially 
dedicated in September 1985 to Haren, a former

Always striving to stay on the cutting 
edge, Virginia Tech has combined strength and conditioning with nutrition and sport psychology to the 

benefit of its student-athletes. At Tech, these areas are part of the student-athletes’ preparation —
not just for game day, but also for life after college. Virginia Tech tries to provide the best services, 

facilities and support staff for all of its student-athletes, to make them better athletes and better people.

One of the most important aspects of a 
successful college women’s basketball program 
is its strength and conditioning program. Before 
the lights ever come on, before the players run 
out of the tunnel for the first game and before 
the first basket is ever scored for a season, 
college basketball players work on getting 
themselves physically prepared for the rigors of 
the season.

Thanks to the direction of Assistant Athletics 
Director for Athletic Performance Mike Gentry 
and Jamie Meyer, strength and conditioning 
coordinator for Olympic sports, the Virginia Tech 
strength and conditioning program is among the 
best in the nation, helping to make the women’s 
basketball program one of the best as well.

One of the main support centers of Tech 
women’s basketball is the strength and 
conditioning program. The results of hard work 
by the staff and the student-athletes have paid 
huge dividends as the Hokies have continually 
improved in preparing to join the ACC.

The women’s basketball team trains in the 
beautiful 17,000-square foot training center on 
the first level of the Merryman Athletic Center. 
The weight room facility features free-weight 
equipment, a full line of Hammer Strength 
equipment, 12 platforms and a 6,000-square foot 
state-of-the-art speed and agility room.

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Sport PsychologyATHLETIC
PERFORMANCE

Virginia Tech offers another important 
service to all its student-athletes — sport 
psychology. Dr. Gary Bennett coordinates the 
sport psychology department, which offers 
psychological and performance enhancement 
services for student-athletes. Bennett also works 
closely with the Cook Counseling Center.

Bennett meets with student-athletes on an 
individual basis for personal counseling and to 
discuss the mental aspects of the game. He also 
works on team building, communication and 
performance enhancement.

Mike Gentry, assistant AD for athletic 
performance, says, “I’ve always felt that (sport 
psychology) was an important element. We 
want to be a holistic model of an athletics 
department, and we wanted to and needed to 
include sport psychology in that model.”

“We try to address all the various factors 
that affect student-athletes’ performance on and 

off the court,” Bennett says. “We believe we 
can help athletes perform better by addressing 
those concerns.”

The sport psychology department also 
offers an injury group to afford injured 
athletes the opportunity to meet with other 
injured athletes and talk about their recovery 
processes. Injured athletes may also meet 
individually with the sport psychologists if 
they do not feel comfortable in the group or 
cannot make the sessions. On average, the 
psychologists conduct 20 individual sessions 
per week and also meet weekly with teams as 
the need arises.

A new addition to the sport psychology 
resources is the Dynavision 2000, a unique 
conditioning and training program designed 
to increase focus and concentration, improve 
coordination and visuomotor reactions, and 
increase peripheral awareness. Virginia Tech is

privileged to be one of only a handful of schools 
with this cutting-edge technology.

The response to the sport psychology 
program has been very positive. The student-
athletes are very receptive to the services 
offered by the doctors. The sport psychology 
office reaches out to athletes who may not have 
considered going to the counseling service that 
is offered to all students at Virginia Tech.

“It is a great resource for our coaches and 
our athletes,” Gentry says. “We’ve improved a lot 
in areas of strength and conditioning, nutrition 
and in sport psychology. It’s all about becoming 
a well-rounded athletic program and helping 
student-athletes. We want to give them all the 
resources we can, to put them in a position to 
be successful.”

Bennett is in his sixth year as the sport 
psychologist for the Virginia Tech Athletics 
Department. The Lexington, Ky., native began 

working at Virginia 
Tech in 1995 at the 
Cook Counseling Center. 
In addition to seeing 
students in therapy, 
Bennett has taught and 
supervised pre-doctoral 
level interns.

In athletics, 
Bennett also serves on 
the substance abuse 
committee and the 
planning committee for 
the “Summit for Student-
Athlete Success” events. 
The 46-year-old also does 
work with various teams 
in the area of performance 
enhancement.

Bennett received 
a B.A. in English from 
Centre (Ky.) College 
in 1981, where he 
played baseball. He was 
awarded a Master’s in 
rehabilitation counseling 
from the University of 
Kentucky in 1988 and 
received a Ph.D. in 
counseling psychology 
from UK in 1995. Bennett 
is licensed as a clinical 
psychologist and has 
additional training in 
sport psychology.

Bennett lives in 
Blacksburg and enjoys 
playing golf and 
basketball, as well as 
hiking and skiing in his 
spare time.

Eating healthy and choosing nutritious 
diets are important aspects of a Virginia Tech 
student-athlete’s life, and that’s why in July 
2002, the athletics department implemented 
the sports nutrition program. Amy Freel serves 
as the director.

Freel works individually with student-
athletes to provide them with information they 
need on their diet. She also provides individual 
players with diet counseling on issues such as 
gaining lean muscle mass, losing body fat, and 
eating choices to improve performance.

Freel gives an on-campus dining education 
seminar and designs individual meal plans for 
athletes. She also provides over 300 athletic 
department recipe books and supplement bars 
for every athletic team.

“It is extremely beneficial for our student-
athletes to have nutrition education and 
counseling available to them in order for them 
to remain successful in their sports and outside 
of athletics,” Freel said. “The individualized 
nutrition education allows me and the athletes 
to get very specific on their nutritional, 
personal and sport-specific goals.”

Educating student-athletes about a

Also in July 2002, the 
Virginia Tech Athletics 
Department purchased the 
BOD POD body composition 
system. Tech is one of a 
handful of college athletic 
departments using this type 
of technology. The BOD POD 
is found in many professional 
training facilities, such as 
the NFL and Major League 
Baseball. It accurately 
measures body composition 
(percent of body fat, lean 
muscle mass and fat mass) 
through air displacement 
within five minutes. Research 
has shown that an increase in 
lean muscle mass will increase 
athletic performance.

With its many resources, 
the Sports Nutrition Program 
has helped countless Tech 
athletes maximize their 
athletic performance.

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Sports Medicine
The Virginia Tech Sports Medicine 

Department is an ever-changing and developing 
unit that strives to provide the most current and 
comprehensive care to all student-athletes. The 
department is constantly evolving to incorporate 
new ideas and state-of-the-art resources for the 
betterment of student-athletes.

A professional staff — including primary 
care physicians who are Board certified in family 
medicine and sports medicine, orthopaedic 
surgeons, certified athletic trainers, physical 
therapists, chiropractors, massage therapists, 
sport psychologists, nutritionists and orthotists 
— is available to manage the health care of 
Tech athletes.

Megan Rittler begins her third year as 
the athletic trainer working directly with the 
women’s basketball team. Rittler graduated 
from Salisbury University in May of 2002 with 
a dual degree in athletic training and physical 
education. She began her Hokie experience in 
the fall of 2001 as an intern for the Virginia Tech 
football team. After completing her internship, 

Rittler accepted a graduate position at Tech 
in fall 2002 working with the volleyball and 
lacrosse programs. While a graduate assistant, 
she completed her Master’s degree in December 
of 2003 in health promotions. In January of 
2004, Rittler assumed a full-time position in 
the Virginia Tech Sports Medicine Department, 
working primarily with women’s basketball team. 

Rittler’s role with the women’s basketball 
is to be the “gatekeeper” of all medical 
conditions. She coordinates all injury and illness 
evaluations, referrals to physicians and surgeons, 
and the rehabilitation of injuries. Rittler also 
plays a role in advocating and encouraging 
the use of other professionals in the Athletic 
Performance Department such as nutritionist 
Amy Freel and sport psychologist Gary Bennett. 
Her daily function is to treat athletes before 
activity and evaluate as well as treating injuries 
after activity (including practice, conditioning 
and strength training). Athlete playing status 
is determined jointly with the medical staff 
and Rittler. The daily reporting of injury 

progression and playing status and alternative 
conditioning for injured players is the main 
function of her day-to-day role, along with 
presence at all practices for immediate medical 
attention. 

As part of the evolution, Tech recently 
completed its third full year in the 4,300-
square-foot Eddie Ferrell Memorial Training 
Room. The new facility gives the training 
staff a centralized area to care for the needs 
of all Virginia Tech student-athletes. There is 
top-of-the-line equipment and a unique style 
of architecture,  developed by Glenn Reynolds, 
AIA, and Larry Perry as the consulting 
engineer.

The room, which nearly doubles the 
size of the former Merryman Center facility, 
also allows the staff to utilize that room 
for physical therapy, chiropractic care and 
massage therapy. With its completion, Virginia 
Tech now has more than 10,000 square feet 
dedicated to sports medicine, placing Tech in 
the top five percent nationally. In addition,

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the $10 million Merryman Center, a state-of-the-
art facility which includes 2,400 square feet of 
medical space, will supplement the new training 
room. This treatment room has numerous 
treatment modalities, including portable X-ray, 
electric stimulation, ultrasound, hot and cold 
packs and a lumbar/cervical traction unit. It 
also has offices for the staff, dozens of training 
tables, two cold tubs, whirlpools, an underwater 
treadmill, a Biodex System 3 and various other 
pieces of rehabilitation equipment. “We, as a 
staff, are very pleased with our new facility and 
the opportunity for all of us to come together 
for the benefit of our athletes,” said Mike 
Goforth, director of athletic training.

After the sports medicine staff diagnoses 
and treats an ill or injured athlete, the staff 
then starts collaborative work with the strength 
and conditioning staff to give the best injury 
prevention and performance-enhancing programs 
possible. The training, medical, and strength 
and conditioning staffs each have a role in 
bringing the athlete back quickly and ready to 
play. After an injury, an athlete will go through 
rehabilitation and physical therapy. Athletes are 
then moved to weight training as they become 
able. The strength and conditioning staff uses 
specific programs for each injury in an effort to 
get the athlete back quickly. Prior to return to 
full participation, the athlete will also complete 
a series of drills and progressions that are 
specific to the athlete’s position that will help 
ensure that the athlete is ready to return with a 
greatly reduced risk of re-injury.

The range of benefits that athletes have 
access to include: custom orthotics, custom 
mouth guards, specialized DonJoy prophylactic 
bracing and many other options to help prevent

or protect them from injuries. The sports 
medicine staff also takes great pride in treating 
the athlete year-round. Special attention is 
paid to off-season activity. During this time, 
the staff will analyze past injury data from 
each participant and construct a preventative 
program.

“If our strength and conditioning is so 
important, and it is, then we owe it to our 
athletes to provide them with the necessary 
resources to keep them actively participating,” 
Goforth said. “We basically adopt the attitude 
that in the winter, our mission is to keep them 
participating on the basketball court and during 
the other times of the year, it is our job to 
keep them participating in our strength and 
conditioning program.”

Their programs consist of strengthening, 
stretching and, most importantly, movement-
pattern analysis and training to help prevent 
the re-occurrence of injuries.

“We value the off-season greatly within 
our department,” Goforth said. “We have 
adopted the same mindset as our strength and 
conditioning staff and look at our off-season 

Tech also maintains a special relationship 
with Montgomery Regional Hospital. Montgomery 
Regional Hospital is the choice for state-of-the-
art equipment to perform surgeries, diagnostic 
imaging and processing of laboratory requests.

This year, the sports medicine staff working 
directly with the Hokies women’s basketball 
team will consist of Megan Rittler, ATC, Michael 
Sampson, DO Team Physician, Marc Siegel, MD 
Orthopaedic Surgeon, and Ashley McDaniel, 
Student Athletic Trainer. Athletes also have the 
opportunity to see any physician of their choice 
within the sports medicine team.

Over the past 10 years, Virginia Tech has 
developed the reputation for producing top-
level certified athletic trainers. Graduates are 
now employed in positions across the country 
at various levels of the profession: Josh Signs 
(Marshall), Daniel Jarvis (Villanova), Jim Shorten 
(Appalachian State), Chris Peduzzi (Philadelphia 
Eagles), Danny Sterling (UVA Wise), Joe Whitson 
(Southern Illinois), Jay McCloy (College of 
Wooster), as well as numerous others who are 
employed at the high school, collegiate and 
clinical levels.

com, hokietickets.com, hokiepages.com and 
hokieshop.com.

There is also a direct link to the popular 
on-line version of hokiesports the newspaper.

hokiephotos.com allows fans to purchase 
select athletics department photos of some 
of the most memorable athletes and moments 
in Virginia Tech history. hokietv.com provides 
streaming video clips that are exclusive to the 

site. Coach and player interviews and video 
coverage of events that are one-of-a-kind are 
available. hokietv.com broadcasts the weekly 
Hokie Hotline radio show, football media 
conferences and postgame interviews in the 
live streaming format for the 2005 season. 

hokietickets.com contains links and updates 
about tickets for Hokie athletics events, while 
the popular hokiepages.com provides the 
user with great wallpapers to add to their 
computers, extra photo scrapbooks, on-line 
greeting cards and many new features which 
change every day.

On the main site, hokiesports.com, one can 
find an array of information on Tech athletics. 
Through the efforts of the sports information 
department, pregame releases, game stories 
and individual features, as well as up-to-
date statistics and results for all 21 athletic 
teams are posted, providing the fastest, most 
complete source for Hokie news on the Web. 
Other offerings include individual home pages 
for each Virginia Tech sport. Breaking news and

archived releases can be found, along with 
media guides containing player and coaching 
staff profiles, schedules, records, historical 
information and other pertinent facts for 
every sport.

Also, accessible on every sport’s home 
page are the rosters, with links to player 
bios, schedules and results, as well as 
conference standings. With fast “live stats,” 
fans can view home football, men’s and 
women’s basketball, baseball, softball, men’s 
and women’s tennis, volleyball, lacrosse and 
wrestling stats as they happen via the Web. 

The in-house site was launched on Nov. 
29, 1999. Since August 
2003, hokiesports.
com has averaged more 
than one million unique 
visitors per year. 

The site is managed 
and designed by 
webmaster Damian Salas. 
Student interns and 
workers assist with the 
site.
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hokiesports the newspaper
Tech enjoyed 

its first season in 
the ACC and one 
entity brought fans 
coverage of all 21 
sports every step of 
the way during the 
Hokies’ inaugural 
season in their new 
home — hokiesports 
the newspaper.

But then, the 
newspaper has been 
doing this for Tech 
fans for more than 20 
years. Formerly The 
Hokie Huddler, the 
idea of a newspaper 
came about in 1984 
when then director of 
athletics and football 
coach Bill Dooley 
wanted an in-house 
publication devoted 
to coverage of all of 
Tech’s sports, primarily 
football. Since then, 
the newspaper has 
undergone numerous 
changes, including a 
name change and a move 
to the Internet. But 
providing accurate, timely 
and quality information 
remains the constant for 
the newspaper staff.

Today, there are more than 7,500 devoted 
subscribers to the print version, and almost 
200 registered for the on-line version of the 
paper, which became available to Hokie fans in 
the fall of 2000. hokiesports the newspaper is 
a colorful publication that is printed 33 times 
per year (weekly during football and basketball 
seasons and bi-monthly during the spring). The 
newspaper consists of the ever-popular “Insider” 
section, which is a page of short blurbs of 
interesting “inside” information — things one 
won’t get anywhere else.

With hokiesports the newspaper being owned 
by the athletics department, it allows the staff 
to be closer to coaches and players to get that 
inside information. Most sports publications 
of this kind are independent of their school’s 
athletics departments.

The up-to-date news provided in the paper 
is primarily on football, men’s and women’s 
basketball and baseball. Fans can get the depth 
chart (during the football season), features on 
players and former athletes (the ‘Where are They 
Now?’ section), statistics and standings, notes 
and quotes and recruiting profiles on football, 

men’s and women’s basketball recruits, along 
with information about other sports recruits as 
well.

Jimmy Robertson, a 1994 graduate of 
Roanoke College, serves as the editor of the 
publication. Robertson has been the editor for 
nine years and has won four national awards, 
including two in 2004 when his feature on 
former Tech tailback Kevin Jones was voted 
the “Best Football Feature” by the College 
Sports Publisher’s Association and his story on 
international student-athletes was voted the 
“Best Olympic Sports Feature” by CSPA.

Matt Spiers, a native of Richmond and a 
2000 graduate of Virginia Tech, has been the 
assistant editor since 2000 and handles the 
layout and design of the publication, while 
also covering women’s basketball and writing 
features. Veteran photographer David Knachel, 
who began working on the paper in 1985, takes 
all the photos and designs the cover for each 
issue. Bill Roth, the Voice of the Hokies, is a 
weekly guest columnist. 

For the printed version of hokiesports 
the newspaper, a one-year subscription costs

Head Coach Beth Dunkenberger and her energetic staff are prepared 
and excited about leading the Hokies into their second ACC season
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	 Beth Dunkenberger begins her second season 
as the head coach of the Virginia Tech women’s 
basketball team after guiding the Hokies to the 
NCAA Tournament during their inaugural ACC 
season.
	 Dunkenberger was named the fifth head 
women’s basketball coach at Virginia Tech on 
April 6, 2004.
	 “I believe Beth Dunkenberger is the right 
person to lead the Virginia Tech women’s 

basketball program into the Atlantic Coast 
Conference,” Virginia Tech Director of Athletics 
Jim Weaver said. “She is a personable and 
energetic young woman who is committed to 
building upon the momentum Virginia Tech has in 
place in women’s basketball.”
	 Dunkenberger is no stranger to the Virginia 
Tech women’s basketball program, having served 
on Carol Alfano’s staff for nine years (1988-97). 
She worked as a graduate assistant for two years 
before being promoted to a full-time assistant 
position. She helped lead the Hokies to the 
1994 and 1995 NCAA Tournaments, the first two 
appearances in school history. Dunkenberger not 
only helped lead Tech to two NCAA Tournaments, 
but also to the Metro Conference Tournament 
Championship in 1994 and the Metro Conference 
regular season championship in 1995. She served 
three years as recruiting coordinator and was 
responsible for signing Tere Williams, the first 
Parade All-American in the school’s history. In 
addition, Dunkenberger assisted in recruiting 
seven members of the Tech 1,000-point club

and four of the top six scorers in the program’s 
history.
	 Dunkenberger came to Blacksburg after guiding 
Western Carolina to a 65-50 record, including a 
14-17 mark in her last season when the sixth-
seeded Catamounts won three games to advance 
to the Southern Conference Tournament finals. The 
program had only won a total of four tournament 
games in its 20 years in the Southern Conference 
prior to last season’s historic run in the event.
	 The Catamounts came up with huge wins during 
the 2002-03 season, including a 73-69 victory 
over Chattanooga on the road and clinching 
second place in the SoCon heading into the 
league tournament with a 64-54 win over UNC 
Greensboro.
	 Dunkenberger’s efforts earned her 2002-03 
Southern Conference Coach of the Year honors as 
the Catamounts finished the season with a 21-7 
record, the program’s best since beginning NCAA 
Division I competition in 1981-82. It was the 
first time a WCU women’s basketball coach had 
received the recognition.

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	 In Dunkenberger’s first season as a head 
coach (2000-01), the Cats posted a 13-15 
record, marking the program’s most wins in 
12 seasons. She backed that up with a 17-11 
scoresheet in the 2001-02 season. Dunkenberger 
reached 50 wins faster than any other head 
coach in the program’s history.
	 Not only have her teams been successful, but 
her student-athletes themselves garnered several 
awards and recognition during the Dunkenberger 
eras at Virginia Tech and Western Carolina. Last 
year, Erin Gibson and Carrie Mason were named 
to the ESPN The Magazine Academic All-America 
District III University Division team. Gibson 
was also selected as one of 29 ACC scholar-
athletes to be named as a recipient of the ACC 
Postgraduate Scholarship, which is awarded to 
individuals who have performed with distinction 
in both the classroom and in their respective 
sports, while demonstrating exemplary conduct 
in the community.

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A Talk with
Beth Dunkenberger

This past year has certainly been a busy 
one for you after being hired as women’s 
basketball coach in April of 2004. What was 
this hectic first year like for you?

This year has actually been a dream come 
true for me. To become a head coach in the ACC, 
at Virginia Tech, has been a great experience for 
me. We had about as exciting a season as you 
can have with many games coming right down to 
the wire. As players and coaches you want to be 
in a position to win at the end of the game. 

What are your general thoughts about last 
season?

I thought our team really competed well in 
the nation’s toughest conference. Our theme for 
this year will be to ‘find a way.’ We are searching 
to find a way to win every single close game 
we play. The experience was a good one for our 
players and coaching staff and will prepare us 
better for our second year in the ACC.

The team played in several tight contests 
last year, including four overtime games. How 
will that experience factor into this year’s 
squad, which will probably face many of the 
same situations this season?

Those games have already affected our team 
during the offseason. The determination I see in 
this group of players is incredible. Their workouts 
throughout the spring, summer, and now the fall, 
are preparing them for the best season of Virginia 
Tech basketball. Our success this season will be 
built with the mental toughness and conditioning 
we have developed during the offseason.

What effect does the loss of Erin Gibson, 
the lone senior on last year’s team, have on 
this year’s group?

Erin was not only a great basketball player, 
but an emotional leader for our team. We are 
blessed with a very large senior class, and with 
five seniors I believe they can step up and lead 
this year’s team. However, there is no question 
that Erin will be missed.

What are your impressions of the returning 
starters as a group and how they handled the 
first year in the ACC?

I think there was a definite adjustment to 
the style of play in the conference. Now that we 
have gone through that inaugural season, we can 
use the experience as a valuable learning tool, 
and we will continue to get better and grow as 
a team.

Kerri Gardin really came on in the second 
half of the season, especially in ACC games 
where she averaged a double-double. What 
are your expectations of her this season?

We want Kerri to start off the season in the 
manner she concluded last year. She certanily 
flourished as she adjusted to our up-tempo 
style of play. Kerri is a very gifted, talented 
player, and we want to continue to help her 
develop her confidence, which will help her 
reach her full potential during her senior 
season, and beyond to the WNBA.

Dawn Chriss showed her scoring potential 
last year with 33 points, the second most 
ever for a Tech player, at Florida State. 
Describe her development as an offensive 
player in the past year.

One of Dawn’s weaknesses is that she 
is unselfish. She will turn down open shots 
and opportunities to create. When Dawn 
understands that it helps our team when she 
is aggressive and attacks, that’s when you see 

performances from her like she had at Florida 
State and in the final games of last season. 

Carrie Mason returns to direct the 
offense. How important is it to have a point-
guard with so much experience?

What makes Carrie so dangerous is that she 
can do so many different things with the ball. 
She can deliver the pass, knock down the open 
shot off the pass or dribble, on the inside or on 
the perimeter. Carrie is such a smart player and 
is a true coach on the floor.

Kirby Copeland is a very high-energy type 
of player who makes her presence known as 
soon as she enters a game. What role will 
she play on this year’s team?

Kirby plays extremely hard on both ends 
of the floor and is the perfect example of how 
great defense creates offense. You see that 
spark on defense and more often than not, she 
is leading the break for a layup. Kirby is a fun 
player to watch because she works so hard.

What are your expectations for this year’s 
recruiting class?

I think we brought in some top-notch 
student-athletes this year. Both Amber Hall and 
Laura Haskins are extremely bright and extremely 
competitive and they will help us win the tight 
games down the stretch this season. 

After missing last season with a knee 
injury, what do expect from Brittany Cook this 
year?

Brittany is another extremely bright player 
and one of the best shooters I have ever seen. 
Before her injury last year, she more than held 
her own against our players and I expect her to 
step right in and contribute immediately.

Give some of your impressions of the ACC 
now that you have experienced it first-hand as 
a coach.

The conference was exactly what I had 
expected. Night-in and night-out there are no 
easy games in the ACC, and you must be ready to 
step up and play against every single opponent. 
You’re looking at a conference featuring some of 
the best coaches in the nation from some of the 
traditionally strongest teams in the country. It is 
exciting for Virginia Tech to have the opportunity 
to earn our place among those programs.

Once again this season, you are 
participating in three tournaments during 
the regular season. Where most programs 
will play in two tournaments, why did you 
decide on the third event?

We like tournaments because they are what 
the name of the game is at the end of the 
season. You have the ACC tournament, which is 
always going to be tough and then the NCAA 
Championship. Playing in so many in-season 
tournaments gives us the opportunity to 
compete for three championships before the 
conference event, and prepares us for having to 
play on consecutive days.

During your first year, you were able 
to experience the tremendous support the 

Virginia Tech women’s basketball program 
has from its supporters, both as fans in the 
stands and through financial contributions. 
What does this type of support mean for 
both the short- and long-term success of the 
program?

This tremendous support is just another 
reason why Virginia Tech is truly a great place 
to be a student-athlete. For us to be 24th in 
the nation in attendance is incredible, with 
our having played so many televised games 
where fans could instead decide to stay at 
home and watch the game on TV. Rather than 
that, our fans come out and show their support 
in person. They also step up financially and 
provide us with whatever we need in order to 
be successful.

As the recruiting coordinator for Western 
Carolina, Greenman organized all recruiting 
efforts. She continues those duties at Tech, and 
is also responsible for coaching the guards and 
working with the offense.

than just talented athletes to win. We need 
players who are dedicated and hard-working, 
who are competitive, who put our team first and 
who are also good people.

A Few Moments with Shellie
What are the major differences in

Prior to her time at Marquette, Jameson 
was an assistant at Tennessee-Chattanooga 
(1998-2001) where she helped the program 
capture two Southern Conference regular season 
championships (2000, ’01), the 2001 SoCon 
tournament title, an appearance in the 2001 
NCAA Tournament, as well as the 2000 WNIT 
Second Round.

Jameson was assistant coach and recruiting 
coordinator at Francis Marion (1997-98), which 
won the 1998 Peach Belt Athletic Conference 
tournament title and advanced to the NCAA 
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	 Rayna DuBose returns again this year to the 
Hokies as she continues her remarkable recovery 
from a near-fatal illness in April, 2002. DuBose 
will primarily work with Tech’s post players.
	 DuBose was hospitalized at Montgomery 
Regional Hospital with meningococcal 
meningitis on April 2, 2002, just over a week 
after the Hokies had completed the basketball 
season. This rare disease is a bacterial infection 
that leads to inflammation of fluids surrounding 
the brain and spinal cord. The next day she was 
airlifted in critical condition to the University of 
Virginia Medical Center where she would remain 
for the next 97 days. She spent three weeks in 
intensive care before being upgraded to fair 
condition.
	 In early May of 2002, she underwent a 
series of surgeries in which doctors amputated 
parts of all four limbs due to tissue damage 
caused by the infection. On July 8, DuBose 
was transferred to Good Samaritan Hospital, a 
Baltimore rehabilitation facility near her home 
in Columbia, Md. Soon after, she returned to 
her home and began regular visits to the rehab 
facility where she later would be fitted for 
prosthesis for her arms and legs.
	 DuBose made her first visit back to 
Virginia Tech on Oct. 19, 2002 for the Hokies’ 
homecoming football game against Rutgers. 
She returned to campus in the summer of 2003, 
worked at the women’s basketball camps, then 
enrolled for the fall semester.

	 Her amazing 
recovery has garnered 
national attention 
including features 
on HBO’s Real Sports 
with Bryant Gumbel, 
CBS Sports’ Final Four 
preview program and the 
CBS Early Show. In April 
2003, Rayna and her 
parents traveled to New 
Orleans, La., the site of 
the NCAA Men’s Final 
Four, where she received 
the Most Courageous 
Award from the United 
States Basketball Writers 
Association. In June of 
2005, she received the 
Wilma Rudolph Student-
Athlete Achievement 
Award, which is 
given annually by the 
National Association 
of Academic Advisors 
for Athletics (N4A) to 
student-athletes who 
have overcome major 
adversity in their lives 
to excel as students and 
athletes.

 The Hokies participated in many exciting 
games during the 2004-05 season, their 

first in the ACC, and advanced to the NCAA 
Tournament for the third consecutive season
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Hokies receive third straight NCAA bid and
make eighth consecutive postseason appearance

The 2004-05 Virginia Tech women’s 
basketball season had several “firsts” for the 
program. The Tech program participated in its 
first season in the Atlantic Coast Conference; 
this season was the Hokies first under head 
coach Beth Dunkenberger; and it included 
first-ever victories over Texas Tech, Valparaiso, 
Davidson, St. Francis (Pa.), and Western 
Michigan.

The 17-12 record was the 17th winning 
season in the history of the program and the 
Hokies made a trip to the postseason for the 
eighth consecutive year, including their third 
straight NCAA bid. Tech won its own Lady Luck 
Classic for the seventh straight year, for the 12th 
time in the past 15 seasons. Last year’s edition 
also won the Duel in the Desert tournament 
in Las Vegas, Nev., with a come-from-behind 
71-70 overtime victory over No. 12 Texas Tech. 
Additionally, the Hokies picked up their 13th 
straight victory in a home-opener with a 72-59 
win over Alabama.

The season also contained many individual 
accomplishments. Kerri Gardin was an Honorable 
Mention All-ACC selection after averaging a 
double-double (12.3 points, 10.1 rebounds) in 
conference contests. Gardin also tied the Tech 
single-game record with 21 rebounds against 
Virginia.

Dawn Chriss scored the second-most points 
by a Hokie with 33 points at Florida State, and 
also tied the single-game mark with 14 field 
goals versus the Seminoles. Carrie Mason was 
named to the Subway Classic, Duel in the Desert, 
and Lady Luck Classic all-tournament teams, 
and needs only one point to become the 17th 
member of the Virginia Tech 1,000-point club. 
Kirby Copeland was also named to the Lady Luck 
Classic all-tournament team after helping the 
Hokies to another holiday tournament title.

As the season came to an end, so did the 
basketball career of Erin Gibson, the lone 
senior on the team. Gibson led Tech to four 
consecutive postseason appearances, three NCAA 
tournament selections, one WNIT invitation 
and three 20-plus win seasons. She was named 
to the Subway Classic all-tournament team, 
and was selected as the Lady Luck Classic Most 
Valuable Player for the second time in three 
seasons. Gibson became the 16th member of the 
1,000-point club and finished her career ranked 
11th in scoring (1,118), fourth in blocks (122) 
and fifth in rebounds (752) and minutes played 
(3,263). She was also named to the 2005 ESPN 
The Magazine Academic All-America District III 
Women’s Basketball University Division first 
team, and was selected as one of 29 Atlantic 
Coast Conference scholar-athletes to receive a 
ACC Postgraduate Scholarship.

Cassell Coliseum continued to prove to be 
“unfriendly confines” for Tech’s opponents, with 
the Hokies posting a 10-3 home court record. 
The three losses were to NCAA Tournament 
participants: NC State in overtime, Florida State 
in double overtime, and a three-point loss versus 
Virginia.

Tech successfully opened the Beth 
Dunkenberger era with a 64-57 victory over 
Valparaiso in the opening round of the Subway 
Basketball Classic in Minneapolis, Minn. The 
Hokies broke open a tight contest in the second 
half with a 12-4 run to lead 58-48 and held on 
for the victory. Gibson, who had a career-high 
25 points, along with Mason, keyed the rally 
with six points each. The victory was Tech’s 
eighth consecutive season-opening victory.

An early scoring barrage by No. 14 
Minnesota proved to be too much to overcome 
as Tech suffered a 70-56 defeat in the Subway 
Classic title contest in front of 6, 912 fans at 
Williams Arena on the University of Minnesota 
campus. The Golden Gophers scored the first 
eight points of the game and led 32-8 before 
the Hokies began to chip away. Tech used a 
21-9 surge to cut the Minnesota lead to 41-27 
at intermission, however the Hokies could get 
no closer despite holding the Golden Gophers 
without a field goal for the final 10:54 of the 
contest. Gardin led Tech with 15 points and 10 
rebounds while Gibson and Mason were named 
to the All-tournament team.

The Hokies came out smokin’ in their next 
game at James Madison making 14 of their first

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15 shots to build a 31-12 in the first 10 minutes 
of the game. The Dukes clawed their way back 
into the contest and trailed 62-60, but that 
would be as close as JMU would come as Tech 
put together a 20-7 run the rest of the way. 
Roshana Jackson led Tech with 15 points and 
nine rebounds while Dawn Chriss added nine 
points and eight boards along with four steals.

A cold shooting day combined with 
losing the battle of the boards, and too many 
turnovers, led to a 87-56 loss at Old Dominion. 
The Hokies shot only 33.3 percent from the field, 
and were outrebounded 51-36 with 23 turnovers. 
Tech trailed 44-27 at the half and could manage 
to get no closer than 13 points the rest of the 
way. Dawn Chriss was the only Hokie in double 
figures with 12 points and was credited with 
three blocks.

After playing four games on the road, Tech 
finally was able to take the floor in the friendly 
confines of Cassell Coliseum. The Hokies placed 
four players in double figures in an impressive 
72-59 win over Alabama, which was Tech’s 13th 
straight home-opening victory. Defense proved 
to be the key as the Crimson Tide was limited 
to only 32 percent from the field and had its 
top two scorers held to a combined eight points 
while the Hokies forced 19 turnovers. Gardin led 
Tech with 15 points while Gibson and Copeland 
chipped in 14 points each.

Tech ventured back out on the road for a 
contest at future “Sweet Sixteen” participant 
Liberty, and the Hokies came away with a 66-55 
win. The victory improved Tech’s all-time record 
to 11-0 vs. the Flames. Mason led a balanced 
attack with 14 points, and combined with 
Copeland to score 14 of Tech’s final 16 points. 
The Hokies also forced 20 Liberty turnovers 
which they parlayed into 25 points.

The winning streak reached three games 
with a 77-62 win over St. Francis (Pa.) at home. 
Tech shot 47 percent for the game and raced to 
a 41-30 halftime advantage and coasted to the 
victory. Jackson and Copeland tallied 15 points 
each, with Gibson adding 13 points and nine 
boards.

Just before the winter break, the Hokies 
took a trip a west to participate in the Duel 
in the Desert tournament in Las Vegas, Nev. 
Western Michigan was the first-round opponent, 
and Tech forced the Broncos into 31 turnovers 
while Gardin recorded a double-double in the 
72-57 victory. Gardin had 14 points and 11 
rebounds followed by Mason and Gibson with 14 
points each.

Tech used a total team effort to overcome 
a slow start to upset No. 12 Texas Tech, 71-70, 
in overtime to claim the Duel in the Desert 
championship. After trailing 27-19 at the half, 
the Hokies rallied to force overtime. Two Mason 
free throws gave Tech a 71-68 lead, but the Lady 
Raiders responded by hitting a layup with only 
nine seconds left. After two missed Hokie free 
throws, Texas Tech missed a desperation jumper 
as time expired. Mason, a member of the all-
tournament team, had 12 points while Gibson 
and Diawara added 11 points each. Tech won the 
rebounding battle 55-44 and limited Texas Tech 
to 37.5 percent from the field and one three-
point basket.

The Hokies 
displayed no sign of 
rust from the holiday 
break with the largest 
win in the program’s 
history, a 105-40 
victory over Southern 
Miss in the opening 
round of the Lady Luck 
Classic. Tech used runs 
of 19-6, 15-0, 18-0 
and 29-4 during the 
lopsided affair to coast 
to an easy win. The 
105 points set a new 
tournament record, as 
every Hokie scored at 
least six points, led by 
Gardin’s 19. Tech tallied 
56 points off of 33 Lady 
Eagle turnovers and the 
Hokie bench outscored 
the Southern Miss team, 
62-40.

A seventh straight 
Lady Luck Classic title 
was on the line against 
Davidson and the 
Hokies easily defeated 
the Wildcats 87-62. 
Gibson, the tournament 
MVP, had 21 points, 
nine rebounds, and 
three blocks. Every Tech 
player scored in the 
victory. Copeland and 
Mason were also named 
to the all-tournament 
team, as Tech won its 

22 lead changes, but poor free throw shooting 
proved to be the Hokies’ undoing. Tech made 
only 15-25 free throws and Mason had a last 
chance shot blocked as the Hokies suffered their 
first home loss of the year. 

Next on the schedule was a trip to Clemson, 
where Tech picked up its first ACC road victory, 
81-66, over the Tigers. The 23rd-ranked Hokies 
used an 11-0 run in the first half to break open 
the game and secure the victory. Copeland led 
four players in double figures with 15 points 
while Gardin had a team-high 11 rebounds.

Seven days following the NC State loss, 
Tech suffered another tough defeat at home 
dropping a 81-78 double overtime decision to 
Florida State. Much like the NC State contest, 
the FSU game was a see-saw affair with 14 lead 
changes and 18 ties. The Hokies led 71-67 in the 
first overtime, but a desperation three-pointer 
by FSU with the shot clock running down cut 
the lead to one. Copeland hit one of two free 
throws, before the Lady Seminoles hit a layup 
just before the horn to force the second period. 
In the second overtime, Florida State scored the 
first four points, and never trailed again. Down 
by three, Tech’s Christie Marrone did get a good 
look at a game-tying trey, but the shot missed 
and the clock ran out on the Hokies. Gardin led 
the way with 22 points and 16 rebounds while 
Copeland added 14.

own tournament for the 12th time in 15 years.
Tech faced a sturdy test in its ACC debut 

as No. 17 Maryland came to Cassell Coliseum 
to provide the opposition. The Hokies had four 
players in double figures, and never trailed in 
the 77-67 win before a crowd of 5,847. Defense 
again proved to be a deciding factor as the 
Terrapins shot 36 percent from the field, and 
suffered 17 turnovers.

Following the Maryland victory, Tech 
received its first national ranking of the season 
at No. 25, and celebrated with a 80-67 win over 
Fordham, extending the winning streak to nine 
games. After holding a commanding 42-25 lead 
at intermission, the Hokies saw their advantage 
slip to only 51-48 in the second half. Tech 
responded with a 15-6 run capped by a Gardin 
trey, her second in the game, which effectively 
broke the Rams back. 

The biggest challenge of the young ACC 
season was next as Tech travelled to Durham, 
N.C. to face No. 2 Duke. The Hokies trailed only 
29-26 late in the first half, but the Blue Devils 
replied with an 12-5 spurt the rest of the half to 
lead 41-31. Duke scored the first nine points of 
the second half and coasted to the 88-67 win. 
Gardin, Gibson, and Mason led the Hokies with 
13 points each.

A return home proved to not be the answer, 
as Tech dropped a thrilling 76-75 overtime game 
to NC State. The contest featured 18 ties and continued...

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Losing the battle of the boards was the 
difference in Tech’s 70-67 loss at Virginia. 
The Cavaliers outrebounded the Hokies 49-27, 
and had 27 second-chance points. Gibson and 
Mason were high scorers with 14 each, followed 
by Gardin and Chriss with 10 points each.

A big second-half run snapped a rare two-
game home losing streak in Tech’s 74-64 win 
over Wake Forest. The Hokies only led 35-34 at 
the half, but exploded early in the second half 
on a 17-0 spurt to seal the victory. During the 
streak, Tech forced five Wake Forest turnovers 
and limited the Demon Deacons to only five 
shot attempts. A balanced scoring attack was 
led by Mason with 13 points, while Chriss and 
Megan Finnerty added 12 points each.

Offensive efficiency was the key to victory 
over Richmond. Tech shot over 50 percent from 
the field and committed only 10 turnovers 
in a 79-63 win over the Spiders. The Hokies 
also handed out a season-high 20 assists, and 
forced Richmond into 18 turnovers. While four 
players tallied in double figures, Gardin turned 
in a great all-around performance with eight 
points, eight rebounds and eight assists.

A cold night from the field in sunny South 
Florida, along with turnovers, led to a 78-67 
defeat at Miami. Tech shot only 37 percent 
and suffered 26 turnovers in the loss. Despite 
the turnovers and cold shooting, the Hokies 
actually led 50-46 with under 13 minutes 
remaining in the game, but Miami used a 14-4 
run to reclaim the lead. The Hurricanes ended 
the contest on a 18-8 streak to secure the win. 
Gardin had another double-double to lead Tech 
with 13 points and 10 rebounds.

Tech made its first trip to Chapel Hill, 
N.C. since 1991 to face sixth-ranked North 
Carolina. The Hokies played even with the Tar 
Heels for the first 10 minutes of the contest, 
before UNC used a 13-2 run to build a 45-35 
halftime advantage, and went on to post a 
93-67 victory. Tech shot over 47 percent from 
the field but UNC was even better, connecting 
on 53 percent of its field goal attempts, and 
winning the battle of the boards, 46-28. Chriss 
and Gardin paced Tech with 14 points each 
while Gibson and Mason added a dozen points 
apiece. 

Despite a record-tying performance from 
Gardin and double-doubles from Gardin and 
Gibson, the Tech losing streak was extended to 
three games, following a 61-58 home loss to 
Virginia. After trailing 29-22 at the half, the 
Hokies came out of the locker room and put 
together a 16-2 run to take the lead, 38-31. 
UVa battled back to tie the game, and took 
the lead for good with 4:27 on the clock. Tech 
pulled to within one point on a couple of 
occasions down the stretch, but was unable to 
retake the lead. Gardin tied a Tech record with 
21 rebounds to go along with her 10 points, 
while Gibson had 12 points and 11 boards.

The Hokies took out the frustration of the 
three-game skid by routing Georgia Tech 73-48 
in Cassell Coliseum. Tech committed only seven 
turnovers in the contest and connected on 23-
of-25 free throw attempts in the victory. The 
Hokies limited the Yellow Jackets to only 30 
percent shooting from the field while forcing 

Hokies headed to College Park, Md. to face No. 
22 Maryland. Chriss, playing in her home state, 
led the Hokies to a 87-79 victory with 19 points, 
while Gardin continued her solid play adding 
19 points and 12 rebounds. Mason handed out 
a career-high nine assists while tossing in 10 
points in leading Tech to a season-high 25 
total assists. The Hokies had one of their best 
shooting performances of the year, making 58 
percent of their shots, and forced 24 Terrapin 
turnovers.

The regular season finale featured a 
rematch with Miami, and a chance to honor 
Gibson, the lone senior on the team. The 
Hokies played with ruthless efficiency on both 
ends of the floor in a 90-45 pasting of the 
Hurricanes. Tech jumped out to an incredible 
33-4 lead, and led 47-20 at the half. There 
was no relaxing in the second half as the 
Hokies opened the second frame on a 14-4 
run to build the lead to 61-24. Tech shot 54 
percent from the floor while limiting Miami 

16 turnovers. 
Gardin again led 
Tech with 18 
points and eight 
rebounds.

Tech and 
Florida State, 
who had battled 
through two 
overtimes in 
Blacksburg earlier 
in the season, 
did themselves 
one better in 
the rematch at 
Tallahassee, Fla. 
This time, the 
two teams fought 
through three 
overtimes with 
the Seminoles 
outlasting the 
Hokies, 94-83. 
Chriss had one of 
the best offensive 
games in the 
history of the Tech 
program with 33 
points. Her effort 
was the second-
most points scored 
by a Tech player, 
falling one point 
shy of the school-
record 34-point 
effort by Renee 
Dennis against 
Memphis State 
on Feb. 27, 1987. 
Tech had the last 
shot in regulation 
in each of the first 
two overtimes, but 
couldn’t get the 
game-winners to 
fall. In addition to 
Chriss’ outstanding 
evening, Anderson 
had her best game 
as a Hokie with 18 
points, followed 
by Mason with 
13, while Gibson 
added 10 points 
and a game-high

to under 30 percent, and dominated the boards 
with a 47-27 advantage. Gardin led five players 
in double figures with 16 points, while Gibson 
and Anderson added 12 points as 11 players 
scored in the victory.

Tech entered its first ACC tournament with 
high hopes after ending the regular season with 
impressive victories at Maryland and over Miami. 
The Hokies faced Wake Forest in the first round, 
and led 25-20 at the half. The Demon Deacons, 
who live and die by the three-point shot, 
opened the second half by connecting on five of 
their first seven shots, including three treys to 
take the lead, 42-39. The Hokies jumped back 
out in front with an 8-3 spurt only to see Wake 
Forest respond by scoring the next eight points 

to take the lead for good. Copeland missed 
a potential game-tying shot with 25 seconds 
remaining in the game, and Tech was forced 
to watch as the Demon Deacons put the game 
away at the free throw line. Chriss was one of 
only two Hokies in double figures with 18 points 
followed by Gardin with 15.

Tech was rewarded for its regular season 
success with a third consecutive trip to 
the NCAA tournament and eighth straight 
postseason bid. A return to College Park, Md. 
saw the Hokies face 16th-ranked DePaul in the 
first round and the game turned out to be a 
classic. After coming out flat in the first half 
and falling behind 37-17, Tech began one of the 
greatest comebacks in the program’s history. 

Trailing 42-25 at intermission, the Hokies came 
out energized in the second half, and quickly 
cut the DePaul lead to 49-38. With the Blue 
Demons leading 57-49, the Hokies responded 
with an 8-0 run to tie the game and eventually 
built a five-point lead of their own. The teams 
battled back-and-fourth over the final four 
minutes until Tech grabbed the lead, 78-77, on 
a free throw by Copeland. DePaul then set up a 
play and Jenni Dant’s pull-up jumper over Gardin 
bounced twice on the rim before falling through 
with four seconds left. Tech inbounded the ball, 
and Mason fired a pass to an open Gardin as 
she streaked toward the bucket, but the pass 
glanced off Gardin’s fingertips, and the Hokies’ 
season came to an end.

Even though the 2004-05 season certainly 
was full of many highs and lows, the future 
continues to look bright for the Virginia Tech 
women’s basketball program. Eight consecutive 
postseason bids and three straight trips to the 
NCAA tournament are solid foundations for the 
2005-06 group of the Hokies to build upon.

The Hokies clamped down on Wake, holding the Deacons 
scoreless for over eight minutes while building their early 
10-4 lead. However, the Hokies also went through a dry spell 
by not scoring for a stretch of over five minutes, missing the 
opportunity to build an even bigger early lead.
	 The Hokies led until the 1:58 mark, but Wake Forest 
fought back to tie the game at 22 on a Cotelia Bond-Young free 
throw. Tech closed the half with a little 8-3 spurt to take a 30-
25 lead at halftime. A three-point play by Erin Gibson capped 
the scoring and provided Tech with a five-point halftime 
advantage.
	 The Hokies got to the free-throw line 14 times in the 
first half and made 12 of those shots, compared to just 5-of-9 
foul shots for Wake. That advantage helped Tech to its lead 
after both teams shot below 27 percent from the floor in the 
first frame.
	 Wake came out with guns blazing in the second half, 
though, with Bond-Young leading the way. The Deacons were 
5-of-7 from the floor to start the second half, including three 
3-pointers from Bond-Young. A 3-pointer by Jennifer Johnson 
at the 14:02 mark gave Wake a 42-39 lead.
	 The Hokies responded with another 8-3 spurt to reclaim 
the lead, 47-45. That was the last advantage Tech would have, 
though.

	 Both teams played to their strengths in the game. The 
Hokies pounded the ball inside and outscored Wake 30-16 in 
the post. On the other side of the ball, Wake launched 25 3-
point attempts, connecting on eight of them. 
	 Chriss led the Hokies with 18 points and nine rebounds. 
Kerri Gardin scored 15 points and pulled down seven rebounds. 
Gibson scored eight points and collected 10 rebounds.
	 Strunk paced the Demon Deacons with 20 points and 
eight rebounds. She scored 10 straight for Wake from the 7:51 
mark to the 2:45 mark in the second half with the game on the 
line. Bond-Young scored 15 points and Erin Ferrell notched a 
double-double with 11 points and 11 rebounds.

In Tech’s inaugural appearance in the ACC

	 COLLEGE PARK, Md. (3/20/05) - The Virginia Tech Hokies 
nearly pulled off the greatest comeback in school history against the 
DePaul Blue Demons in front of 3,745 fans in College Park, Md., but 
fell just a little short. DePaul’s Jenni Dant hit a running jumper over 
two Hokies with 4.6 seconds left to give the Blue Demons a 79-78 
victory and eliminate Tech from the NCAA Tournament.
	 DePaul began the game with an 18-4 run and added on an 8-2 
run later in the first half to take a 37-17 lead and claim what looked 
to be an insurmountable 20-point advantage. The Hokies managed 
to clamp down defensively in the final six minutes of the first half, 
holding DePaul to a 42-25 lead into halftime. 
	 The Hokies came out energized in the second half, though, 
and cut the DePaul lead to 49-38. Tech’s Dawn Chriss scored seven 
of Tech’s first 11 points and nabbed two steals in the early goings of 
the second half. 
	 DePaul was finally able to end the 11-2 Tech run with a Jenni 
Dant free throw and another Quigley trey, building the lead back to 
57-49. However, the Hokies scored the next eight points unanswered, 
finally pulling even with the Blue Demons after being down by 20 in 
the first half.
	 The Hokies eventually built the lead to five points, 71-66, 
with under four minutes to play. Smith picked up her fifth foul for 
DePaul, meaning DePaul’s best player would be on the bench for the 
final 3:13 of the game. Baskets by Dant and Erin Carney put the Blue 
Demons back on top 73-72. Another Copeland free throw tied the 
score, but Quigley drained her seventh 3-pointer of the game to make 
the score 76-73. 
	 Baskets by Gardin and Chriss on back-to-back possessions 
flipped the scale in Tech’s favor, 77-76, with under a minute to play, 
but Carney converted the first of two free throws with 42 seconds 
remaining to knot the score at 77. The second free throw rimmed out 
and was batted around for several seconds before Chriss secured it. 
She kicked it ahead to Mason who found Copeland streaking down the 
right side. Copeland was fouled as her layup went in, but the referee 
ruled that the foul was on the floor. Copeland again made one of two 
free throws to put Tech up 78-77 with 32 seconds to play.
	 That free throw set the stage for Dant’s heroics. She held 
the ball until there were 10 seconds on the clock and then drove on 
Chriss. She started right, then crossed back left and pulled up for the 
shot. Gardin stepped out to help and altered Dant’s shot, but the shot 
bounced twice on the rim and fell through. 
	 Tech inbounded the ball to Mason who pushed it ahead with 
five seconds remaining. Again a Hokie was streaking open along the 
right side, this time Gardin. Mason fired the pass to her but it was 
just out of her reach, glancing off her fingertips and falling out of 
bounds with 1.5 seconds left. DePaul inbounded the ball and ran out 
the clock to hold on to the victory and end Tech’s season.
	 Chriss led the Hokies with 20 points in the loss. Copeland 
added 15 points while Gibson and Gardin chipped in with 13 and 12, 
respectively. Mason finished with nine points, leaving her with 999 
points in her career. Quigley and Dant did most of the damage for 
DePaul with 22 points apiece, but Smith did register a double-double 
with 15 points and 13 rebounds.

The Hokies, making their third consecutive trip to 
the NCAA Tournament, travelled to College Park, 
Md., to face DePaul. Tech overcame a 20-point 
deficit and briefly took the lead before a last-
second shot gave the Blue Demons a 79-78 win.

Consistency. It is the mark of true 
excellence in any endeavor.

However, in today’s intercollegiate 
athletics, competition has become so 
balanced and so competitive that it is 
virtually impossible to maintain a high level of 
consistency.

Yet the Atlantic Coast Conference has 
defied the odds. Now in its 53rd year of 
competition, the ACC has long enjoyed 
the reputation as one of the strongest 
and most competitive intercollegiate 
conferences in the nation. And that 
is not mere conjecture — the 
numbers support it.

Since the league’s inception 
in 1953, ACC schools have 
captured 94 national 
championships, including      
49 in women’s competition 
and 45 in men’s. In 
addition, NCAA individual 
titles have gone to ACC 
student-athletes 119 times 
in men’s competition 
and 61 times in women’s 
action.

Since the inception of 
women’s basketball in the 
ACC in 1977, a tradition 
of excellence has been 
established.

Over the years, ACC 
women’s basketball teams 
have gained global recognition 
through their television exposure. 
The 2005-06 schedule features 40 
televised games, including 11 national 
telecasts (six games on Fox Sports Net and 
affiliates and five on espn2). In addition, 29 
match-ups will be featured on the league’s 
regional sports network which includes Comcast 
SportsNet, Fox Sports Net South and Sun 
Sports. In all, the ACC will make 75 television 
appearances this season.

The league’s women’s basketball programs 
rank among the best in the country in terms 
of the NCAA Tournament, having made 103 
appearances and won 137 games in the last 28 
years, 11 of them as a number one seed. The 
league boasts such national accomplishments 
as sending at least one team to the “Sweet 
16” for 17 consecutive years. The conference 
has also made ten trips to the Final Four in the 
last 24 years with two teams finishing second 
and North Carolina capturing the National 
Championship in 1994.

Since 1989, the ACC has placed nine players 
on the All-Final Four team, including Staley 
and Smith, who were dubbed Most Outstanding 
Players. In all, 50 ACC players have been named 
to NCAA Tournament All-Region teams, with 
eight Most Outstanding Player recognitions.

Three players have garnered national player 
of the year accolades while competing under 
the ACC banner. Virginia’s Dawn Staley was a 
back-to-back selection in 1991 and 1992, while 
North Carolina’s Charlotte Smith received the 
ESPY award in 1995. Duke’s Alana Beard was 
recognized with national player of the year 
honors in both 2003 and 2004.

ACC has been a recognizable presence in the 
league. Forty-three former ACC stars have 
played on the hardwood in the WNBA, while 
five former players have worked the sidelines 
as coaches.

The ACC also stands at the forefront 
of intercollegiate athletics in terms of the 
academic accomplishments of its student-
athletes. Since 1983, 381 women’s basketball 
players have received ACC Academic Honor 
Roll recognition. The 2003-04 academic 
year included 39 selections. In addition, 
ACC women’s basketball players have earned 

first-team Academic All-America honors six 
times, including Virginia’s Val Ackerman in 
1981, the former President of the WNBA. 
In 1997, NC State’s Jennifer Howard 
was tabbed GTE CoSIDA Academic 
Player of the Year after posting a 
4.0 grade point average throughout 
her career. Thirteen players 
have earned ACC postgraduate 
scholarships, while three others 
were named NCAA Postgraduate 
Scholars.

 

2004-05 in Review
The 2004-05 academic 

year concluded with the league 
pocketing three more national 
team titles and seven individual 

NCAA crowns. In all, the ACC has 
won 51 national team titles over the 

last 15 years.
 The ACC’s 2004-05 national 

champions were Wake Forest in field 
hockey, North Carolina in men’s basketball 

and Duke in women’s golf. In addition, a 
total of 181 student-athletes from the ACC 
earned first-, second- or third-team All-
America honors this past year.

 

The Championships
The conference will conduct championship 

competition in 25 sports during the 2005-06 
academic year - 12 for men and 13 for women.

The first ACC championship was held 
in swimming on February 25, 1954. The 
conference did not conduct championships in 
cross country, wrestling or tennis during the 
first year.

The 12 sports for men include football, 
cross country, soccer, basketball, swimming, 
indoor and outdoor track, wrestling, baseball, 
tennis, golf and lacrosse. Fencing, which was 
started in 1971, was discontinued in 1981.

Women’s sports were initiated in 1977 
with the first championship meet being held 
in tennis at Wake Forest University.

Championships for women are currently 
conducted in cross country, volleyball, field 
hockey, soccer, basketball, swimming, indoor 
and outdoor track, tennis, golf, lacrosse, 
softball and rowing.

 

Five league coaches have combined to 
earn 11 national coach of the year awards. 
Duke’s Gail Goestenkors, North Carolina’s Sylvia 
Hatchell, Virginia’s Debbie Ryan, Maryland’s 
Chris Weller and NC State’s Kay Yow have all 
garnered national recognition.

Seven ACC representatives, including 
coaches and student-athletes, have participated 
in the Olympics. NC State’s Kay Yow, assisted 
by Sylvia Hatchell of North Carolina, headed up 
the 1988 gold medal-winning Olympic team. 
Maryland’s Vicky Bullett was a member of both 
the 1988 and 1992 Olympic teams. Three-time 
Olympian and Virginia graduate, Dawn Staley 
struck gold in Athens as a member of the 
2004 Olympic squad. Duke’s Gail Goestenkors 
served as an assistant coach on the gold-medal 
winning team in Athens.

Since the inaugural season of the Women’s 
National Basketball Association in 1997, the 
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The Atlantic Coast Conference
A History

The Atlantic Coast Conference was founded 
on May 8, 1953, at the Sedgefield Inn near 
Greensboro, N.C., with seven charter members 
— Clemson, Duke, Maryland, North Carolina, North 
Carolina State, South Carolina and Wake Forest 
— drawing up the conference bylaws.

The withdrawal of seven schools from the 
Southern Conference came early on the morning 
of May 8, 1953, during the Southern Conference’s 
annual spring meeting. On June 14, 1953, the 
seven members met in Raleigh, N.C., where a set 
of bylaws was adopted and the name became 
officially the Atlantic Coast Conference.

Suggestions from fans for the name of the new 
conference appeared in the region’s newspapers 
prior to the meeting in Raleigh. Some of the 
names suggested were: Dixie, Mid South, Mid 
Atlantic, East Coast, Seaboard, Colonial, Tobacco, 
Blue-Gray, Piedmont, Southern Seven and the 
Shoreline.

Duke’s Eddie Cameron recommended that 
the name of the conference be the Atlantic 
Coast Conference, and the motion was passed 
unanimously. The meeting concluded with each 
member institution assessed $200.00 to pay for 
conference expenses.

On December 4, 1953, conference officials 
met again at Sedgefield and officially admitted 
the University of Virginia as the league’s eighth 
member. The first, and only, withdrawal of a 
school from the ACC came on June 30, 1971, 
when the University of South Carolina tendered its 
resignation.

The ACC operated with seven members until 
April 3, 1978, when the Georgia Institute of 
Technology was admitted. The Atlanta school had 
withdrawn from the Southeastern Conference in 
January of 1964.

The ACC expanded to nine members on 
July 1, 1991, with the addition of Florida State 
University.

The conference expanded to 11 members on 
July 1, 2004, with the addition of the University 
of Miami and Virginia Polytechnic Institute and 
State University. On October 17, 2003, Boston 
College accepted an invitation to become the 
league’s 12th member starting July 1, 2005.

 

The Schools
Boston College was founded in 1863 by the 

Society of Jesus to serve the sons of Boston’s 
Irish immigrants and was the first institution of 
higher education to be founded in the city of 
Boston. Originally located on Harrison Avenue 
in the South End of Boston, the College outgrew 
its urban setting toward the end of its first fifty 
years. A new location was selected in Chestnut 
Hill and ground for the new campus was broken 
on June 19, 1909. During the 1940s, new 
purchases doubled the size of the main campus. 
In 1974, Boston College acquired Newton College 
of the Sacred Heart, 1.5 miles away. With 15 
buildings on 40 acres, it is now the site of the 
Law School and residence halls. In 2004, BC 
purchased 43 acres of land from the archdiocese 
of Boston; this now forms the Brighton campus.

Clemson University is nestled in the foothills 
of the Blue Ridge Mountains near the Georgia 

border, and the tiger paws painted on the roads 
make the return to I-85 easier. The school is built 
around Fort Hill, the plantation home of John C. 
Calhoun, Vice President to Andrew Jackson. His 
son-in-law, Tom Clemson, left the land to be used 
as an agricultural school, and in 1893 Clemson 
opened its doors as a land-grant school, thanks to 
the efforts of Ben Tillman.

Duke University was founded in 1924 by 
tobacco magnate James B. Duke as a memorial to 
his father, Washington Duke. Originally the school 
was called Trinity College, a Methodist institution, 
started in 1859. In 1892, Trinity moved to west 
Durham where the east campus with its Georgian 
architecture now stands. Nearby are Sarah P. Duke 
gardens, and further west the Gothic spires of 
Duke chapel overlook the west campus.

Florida State University is one of 10 
universities of the State University System of 
Florida. It was established as the Seminary West of 
the Suwannee by an act of the Florida Legislature 
in 1851, and first offered instruction at the 
post-secondary level in 1857. Its Tallahassee 
campus has been the site of an institution of 
higher education longer than any other site in 
the state. In 1905, the Buckman Act reorganized 
higher education in the state and designated the 
Tallahassee school as the Florida Female College. 
In 1909, it was renamed Florida State College for 
Women. In 1947, the school returned to a co-
educational status, and the name was changed to 
Florida State University. 

Next to I-85 in downtown Atlanta stands 
Georgia Institute of Technology, founded in 
1885. Its first students came to pursue a degree in 
mechanical engineering, the only one offered at 
the time. Tech’s strength is not only the red clay 
of Georgia, but a restored gold and white 1930 
model A Ford Cabriolet, the official mascot. The 
old Ford was first used in 1961, but a Ramblin’ 
Wreck had been around for over three decades. 
The Ramblin’ Wreck fight song appeared almost 
as soon as the school opened, and it is not only 
American boys that grow up singing its rollicking 
tune, for Richard Nixon and Nikita Krushchev sang 
it when they met in Moscow in 1959.

The University of Maryland opened in 1856 
as an agricultural school nine miles north of 
Washington, D.C., on land belonging to Charles 
Calvert, a descendant of Lord Baltimore, the 
state’s founding father. The school colors are the 
same as the state flag: black and gold for George 
Calvert (Lord Baltimore) and red and white for 
his mother, Alice Crossland. Maryland has been 
called the school that Curley Byrd built, for he 
was its quarterback, then football coach, athletic 
director, assistant to the president, vice-president, 
and finally its president. Byrd also designed the 
football stadium and the campus layout, and 
suggested the nickname Terrapin, a local turtle 
known for its bite, when students wanted to 
replace the nickname Old Liners with a new one 
for the school.

The University of Miami was chartered in 
1925 by a group of citizens who felt an institution 
of higher learning was needed for the development 
of their young and growing community. The South 
Florida land boom was at its peak, optimism 
flowed, and expectations were high. By the fall of 
1926, when the first class of 560 students enrolled 

at the University, the land boom had collapsed, 
and hopes for a speedy recovery were dashed 
by a major hurricane. In the next 15 years, the 
University barely kept afloat. The collapse in 
South Florida was a mere prelude to a national 
economic depression. Such were the beginnings 
of what has since become one of the nation’s 
most distinguished private universities.

The University of North Carolina, located 
in Chapel Hill, has been called “the perfect 
college town,” making its tree-lined streets and 
balmy atmosphere what a college should look 
and feel like. Its inception in 1795 makes it 
one of the oldest schools in the nation, and its 
nickname of Tar Heels stems from the tar pitch 
and turpentine that were the state’s principal 
industry. The nickname is as old as the school, 
for it was born during the Revolutionary War 
when tar was dumped into the streams to 
impede the advance of British forces.

North Carolina State University is located 
in the state capital of Raleigh. It opened 
in 1889 as a land-grant agricultural and 
mechanical school and was known as A&M, 
Aggies or Farmers for over a quarter-century. 
The school’s colors of pink and blue were gone 
by 1895, brown and white were tried for a year, 
but the students finally chose red and white to 
represent the school. An unhappy fan in 1922 
said State football players behaved like a pack 
of wolves, and the term that was coined in 
derision became a badge of honor.

The University of Virginia was founded in 
1819 by Thomas Jefferson and is one of three 
things on his tombstone for which he wanted 
to be remembered. James Madison and James 
Monroe were on the board of governors in the 
early years. The Rotunda, a half-scale version of 
the Pantheon which faces the Lawn, is the focal 
point of the grounds as the campus is called. 
Jefferson wanted his school to educate leaders 
in practical affairs and public service, not just to 
train teachers.

Virginia Tech was established in 1872 
as an all-male military school dedicated to 
the original land-grant mission of teaching 
agriculture and engineering. The university has 
grown from a small college of 132 students into 
the largest institution of higher education in 
the state during its 132-year history. Located 
in Southwest Virginia on a plateau between 
the Blue Ridge and Alleghany Mountains, the 
campus consists of 334 buildings and 20 miles 
of sidewalks over 2,600 acres. The official school 
colors - Chicago maroon and burnt orange - were 
selected in 1896 because they made a “unique 
combination” not worn elsewhere at the time.

Wake Forest University was started on 
Calvin Jones’ plantation amid the stately pine 
forest of Wake County in 1834. The Baptist 
seminary is still there, but the school was 
moved to Winston-Salem in 1956 on a site 
donated by Charles H. and Mary Reynolds 
Babcock. President Harry S. Truman attended 
the ground-breaking ceremonies that brought 
a picturesque campus of Georgian architecture 
and painted roofs. Wake’s colors have been 
black and gold since 1895, thanks to a badge 
designed by student John Heck, who died before 
he graduated.
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ACC Tournament
ACC Tournament Seeding

Seeding for the Basketball Championship will 
be determined by the regular season Conference 
standings. In case of a tie, the following formula 
will be used:

(1) When two teams are tied in the 
standings, regular season head-to-head results 
are used as the tiebreaker.

(2) If the tied teams played each other 
twice in theregular season and split their games, 
then each team’s record vs. the team occupying 
the highest position in the final regular 
season standings (or in case of a tie for first 
place, the next highest position in the regular 
season standings) and then continuing down 
through the standings until one team gains an 
advantage.

(a) When arriving at another pair of tied 
teams while comparing records, use each 
team’s record against the collective tied teams 
as a group (prior to their own tie-breaking 
procedures), rather than the performance 
against the individual tied teams.

(b) When comparing records against a single 
team or a group of teams, the higher winning 
percentage shall prevail, even if the number of 
games played against a team or group is unequal 
(i.e., 2-0 is better than 3-1; 1-0 is the same 
as 2-0; 2-0 is the same as 4-0; 2-1 is the same 
as 4-2; 1-0 is better than 1-1; 0-1 is the same 
as 0-2; 0-2 is the same as 0-4). If the winning 
percentage of the tied teams is equal against a 
team, or a group of tied teams, continue down 
through the standings until one team gains an 
advantage.

(3) If three or more teams are tied in the 
standings, the following procedures will be used:

(a) The combined record of conference 
games between the tied teams involved will 
be compiled. Ties will be broken and seedings 
assigned based on the winning percentage of 
the combined conference records. The higher 
winning percentage shall prevail, even if the 
number of games played against the team or 
group is unequal (i.e., 2-0 is better than 3-1; 1-
0 is the same as 2-0; 2-0 is the same as 4-0; 2-1 
is the same as 4-2; 1-0 is better than 1-1; 0-1 is 
the same as 0-2; 0-2 is the same as 0-4)

(b) If procedure (a) fails to break the tie, 
then each tied team’s record shall be compared 
to the team occupying the highest position in 
the final regular-season standings, continuing 
down through the standings until one team 
gains an advantage by a higher winning 
percentage.

(c) If the tie is broken by (a) or (b) 
regarding one or more teams, but three or more 
teams remain tied, then procedures (a) and (b) 
will be re-applied among those tied teams only.

(d) If two teams remain tied, procedures (1) 
and (2) will be followed.

(4) If there is more than one tie in the 
standings, and when utilizing the tie-breaking 
procedures there are a pair of teams tied, a 

team’s record against the combined tied teams 
(prior to their own tie-breaking procedures) 
is used, rather than performance against the 
individual tied teams.

(5) If procedures (2) and/or (3) fail to 
establish an advantage, a coin flip to break 
the tie will be conducted by the commissioner 
after the final regular season game before the 
Conference Championship.

(6) If a coin flip or draw (for a three or more 
team tie) is required, the procedure takes place 
immediately following the conclusion of the last 
regular season game prior to the Conference 
Championship.

The procedure is administered by the 
commissioner or a designated assistant. This 
session is open to the media and to athletics 
department representatives from the tied teams.

The Buildings
In the past 28 years of the ACC Women’s 

Basketball Tournament, there have been eight 

different sites. The inaugural tournament was 
held in 1978 at University Hall on the campus of 
the University of Virginia in Charlottesville. The 
Tournament then moved to Reynolds Coliseum in 
Raleigh, N.C., in 1979, hosted by North Carolina 
State University. The University of Maryland’s 
Cole Field House in College Park was the site of 
the 1980 Tournament, while Clemson University’s 
Littlejohn Coliseum, was home to the 1981 
event. It returned to Reynolds Coliseum in 1982.

The Conference Tournament remained in 
North Carolina from 1983 to 1991, hosted by 
Fayetteville’s Cumberland County Memorial 
Arena. The Tournament then moved to 
Winthrop Coliseum in Rock Hill, S.C. for a four 
year span (1992-96), until the 1997 move to 
Independence Arena in Charlotte, N.C., which 
hosted the event for three years.

Over the last six years, the ACC Women’s 
Basketball Tournament was held in the 
Greensboro Coliseum, which will also serve as its 
home through the 2009 Tournament.

ATLANTIC COAST CONFERENCE COMMISSIONER
John Swofford

Now in his ninth year as commissioner, John 
Swofford has made a dramatic impact on the 
Atlantic Coast Conference and college athletics 
and is regarded as one of the top administrators 
in the NCAA.

Swofford assumed his role as the fourth 
full-time commissioner in the 52-year history of 
the Atlantic Coast Conference in July of 1997. 
He follows James H. (Jim) Weaver, the league’s 
first Commissioner from 1954-1970, Robert (Bob) 
James, who served from 1971-1987 and Eugene F. 
(Gene) Corrigan, who held the position from 1987 
to 1997.

In addition to overseeing one of the nation’s 
largest athletic conferences, Swofford has 
been pivotal in positioning the Atlantic Coast 
Conference for the future. In 2003, on behalf of 
the nine league institutions and the ACC Council 
of Presidents, he introduced Miami, Virginia Tech 
and Boston College as the newest members of the 
ACC. 

With expansion, Swofford’s leadership and 
negotiating skills helped bring the conference 
extended and enhanced television contracts in 
both football and basketball. Furthermore, upon 
the conclusion of the 2005 football season, the 
league will feature the inaugural Dr Pepper ACC 
Football Championship Game in Jacksonville, Fla., 
that will be aired nationally on ABC.

In May of 2004, the league extended its 
relationship with ABC, ESPN and Jefferson-Pilot 
by renegotiating its football television agreement. 
Highlights include the rights to the inaugural 
ACC Football Championship Game and significant 
increases in the number of televised games 
through 2010.

In May of 2000, Swofford negotiated one of 
the nation’s most lucrative basketball television 
contracts with Raycom/Jefferson-Pilot Sports 
through the 2010-11 season. After the addition 
of the three new conference members, under 
Swofford’s guidance, Raycom/Jefferson-Pilot 
increased its financial commitment to the ACC 
basketball package in May of 2004. During his 
tenure, the ACC has become the only conference 
to have television packages with two national 
cable networks - ESPN and Fox Sports Net. The 
results of these packages increased the television 
audience of ACC basketball by over 25 percent.

In order to reach the expanding audience 
of ACC fans, Swofford negotiated an agreement 
with XM Satellite Radio, to broadcast the league’s 
football, men’s and women’s basketball games 
nationally.

The North Wilkesboro, N.C., native was a 
prime mover in the creation of the ACC/Big Ten 
Basketball Challenge, a three-day series matching 
two of the nation’s premiere college basketball 
conferences.

Highly respected by his peers, Swofford was 
a force in the development and growth of the 
Bowl Championship Series (BCS) to determine an 
annual national champion in Division I football. 

In addition to being involved with the BCS 
since its inception, he served as Coordinator 
of the BCS for the 2000 and 2001 college 
football seasons and is currently the chair 
of the Board of Directors of NCAA Football 
and the chair of the Division I-A Collegiate 
Commissioners Association.

Since becoming Commissioner in 1997, 
Swofford has been responsible 
for securing increased bowl 
opportunities for the ACC. 
In 2002, the conference set 
an NCAA record when seven 
of its nine teams (78%) 
participated in bowl play.

In January of 2001, 
the Triangle Chapter of the College Football Hall 
of Fame named Swofford the recipient of its 
“Outstanding American Award.” In the fall of 
2002, he was named to the North Carolina High 
School Athletic Association’s Hall of Fame and 
in December of 2003 he was inducted into the 
Chick-fil-A Peach Bowl Hall of Fame. In 2003, 
The Sporting News named Swofford the fifth most 
influential person in sports in the United States. 
The Atlanta Sports Council presented Swofford with 
the 2004 Horizon Award, recognizing him as the 
national Sports Business Executive of the Year.

During Swofford’s first eight years as 
Commissioner, ACC teams have won 25 national 
titles while participating in 39 national 
championship games. In addition, 697 ACC teams 
have participated in various NCAA championships 
during his eight years - an average of 87 NCAA 
teams per year.

A long-time advocate of the importance of 
academics and student-athlete welfare, Swofford 
stimulated the formation of the league’s first-ever 
ACC Student-Athlete Advisory Committee. This 
group of current ACC student-athletes gives the 
conference direct feedback on their experiences 
participating at the highest level of college 
athletics.

One of the league’s first marketing initiatives 
in men’s basketball under Swofford was to 
negotiate a new rotation for the Tournament 
through the year 2010. Wanting to capitalize on 
the popularity of the Tournament and the dynamic 
cities within the ACC footprint, the league awarded 
future tournaments to Atlanta, Ga., Washington 
D.C. and Tampa, Fla., in addition to the traditional 
stops in Greensboro and Charlotte. The 2001 
ACC Tournament in Atlanta set NCAA attendance 
records for single session (40,083), per session 
average (36,505) and total attendance (182,525). 

Swofford placed an added emphasis on the 
development of women’s basketball in the ACC 
with the hiring of an Associate Commissioner for 
Women’s Basketball to oversee all aspects of the 
sport on both a conference and national level.

In addition to his influence and presence in 
the ACC, Swofford has been a prominent leader in 
intercollegiate athletics, serving as President of 

the National Association of Collegiate Directors of 
Athletics (NACDA) in 1993-94. In 2002, Swofford 
was appointed as a member of the NCAA Football 
Oversight Committee. In addition, he has served 
as a member of the prestigious NCAA Executive 
Committee. He was named chairman of the NCAA 
Football Television Committee in 1984 and was 
also chairman of the NCAA Communications 
and NCAA Special Events/Post-season Bowl 
Committees. Swofford is a past chairman of the 
NCAA Division I Championship Committee and 
was appointed to the NCAA Special Committee to 
Study a Division I-A Football Championship.

During his 21 years as an athletics director 
and assistant athletics director in the league, 
Swofford chaired numerous ACC committees, 
including five terms as chair of the ACC Television 
Committee.

Swofford was a two-time all-state football 
player and three-sport MVP at Wilkes Central High 
School. He is a 1971 graduate of North Carolina 
and a recipient of the prestigious Morehead 
Scholarship. In 1973, Swofford received a MEd. 
degree with a major in Athletics Administration 
from Ohio University, which is often referred to as 
the Harvard of sports management programs. 

Swofford began his administrative career 
when past ACC Commissioner and then University 
of Virginia Athletics Director Gene Corrigan hired 
him as the school’s athletic ticket manager and 
assistant to the director of athletic facilities and 
finance in the fall of 1973.

He returned to Chapel Hill in May 1976 as 
assistant athletics director and business manager, 
handling all of the athletic department’s business 
affairs. Swofford dropped the business manager 
title in January 1979, and was named assistant 
executive vice-president of the Educational 
Foundation. 

Swofford became the school’s athletic director 
on May 1, 1980. At the age of 31, he was the 
youngest major college Athletics Director in the 
nation at the time.

John and his wife Nora reside in Greensboro, 
N.C. Together they have three children, Autumn 
and Chad Swofford and Nora’s daughter, Amie, 
who is married to Keith Furr.

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The Beginnings
Women’s basketball at Virginia Tech began 

in 1970 as a club sport under the direction 
of coach Ganna Roberts. John Ristroph 
coached the squad during the 1972-73 
season. In 1973, Joe Sgro, a professor at 
Tech, took over the team until 1976 when 
John Wetzel was named head coach. The 
women’s basketball team gained full varsity 
status beginning with the 1976-77 season.

Tech’s Varsity Coaches
The Hokies’ first varsity coach was former 

Tech player and former assistant coach of 
the Portland Trail Blazers, John Wetzel. He 
played on the men’s team from 1963-66 then 
went on to play pro ball with the Lakers, 
Suns and Hawks before coming back to 
Tech to finish his education and coach the 
women’s squad. In his first and only season 
his team recorded a 7-9 record.

Taking over for Wetzel in 1977 was Carolyn 
Owen, whose team registered an 8-16 mark. 
In 1978, Carol Alfano came on the scene and 
in just her second season she guided the 
Tech women to their first winning record. 
Bonnie Henrickson became the Hokies’ 
fourth head coach in 1997, taking over for 
Alfano, who had served as Tech’s coach for 
19 seasons.

Beth Dunkenberger became head coach 
in 2004 and guided Tech to a 17-12 record 
and an NCAA Tournament appearance in the 
Hokies’ first season as members of the ACC.

First Scholarship Players
The first women’s basketball player to 

earn any kind of scholarship was Helena 
Flannagan in 1977, when she received 
partial aid. Kim Albany (1978-82), who was 
recruited by Carolyn Owen, was Tech’s first 
full scholarship player. Also in 1978, Sis 
Spriggs received a full grant, and partials 
went to Donna Cooper, Pauline Landis and 
Sandy Berry.

Retired Jersey
Renee Dennis’ No. 44 jersey was retired 

at the conclusion of her career in 1987. 
Dennis, from Bridgeport, Conn., is one of 
only 14 athletes in Tech athletic history to 
have his or her jersey retired. She was the 
first female athlete to receive that honor, 
and one of only two so far in Hokie history.

The others to have their jerseys retired 
are football coach Frank Beamer, football 
players Cornell Brown, Carroll Dale, Frank 
Loria, Jim Pyne, Bruce Smith and Michael 
Vick, men’s basketball stars Dell Curry, 
Vernell “Bimbo” Coles, Allan Bristow and 

Ace Custis, baseball player Johnny Oates, and 
volleyball standout Lisa Pikalek.

Professional Players
Renee Dennis played professionally in 

Australia where she was her division’s Player 
of the Year in 1989-90. Wendy Sanders played 
professionally in Belgium.

Tere Williams became the first Hokie to 
be selected in the WNBA Draft when she was 
selected in the third round by the Phoenix 
Mercury. Ieva Kublina was drafted in the third 
round (31st overall) in the 2004 draft by the 
Indiana Fever.

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Best of the Metro
The Virginia Tech women’s basketball team 

won two championships while a member of the 
Metro Conference. Tech won the 1994 Metro 
Conference Tournament by knocking off Virginia 
Commonwealth, UNC Charlotte and Southern 
Mississippi in succession. The Hokies captured 
the 1995 Metro regular season championship 
with a 10-2 league record.

Atlantic 10 Champs
The Hokies captured the Atlantic 10 

Tournament championship in 1998 with 
a thrilling 66-64 overtime win over host 
Massachusetts. Virginia Tech won the  
Atlantic 10 regular season title in 1998-99 with 
a 15-1 league record.

National Honors
Tere Williams and Lisa Witherspoon were 

named as honorable mentions to the 1999 
Associated Press All-America teams. In 1995, 
Jenny Root was an honorable mention selection 
to the Kodak All-America team. The Women’s 
Basketball News Service named Tere Williams to 
the 1998 Freshman All-America third team.

Academic Excellence
Christi Osborne was named to the GTE 

Academic All-America first team in  
1994-95 and was a second-team member in 
1993-94. Several Hokies have been named to 
the GTE District III Academic All-America team, 
including Amy Byrne (1988-89), Christi Osborne 
(1992-93, 1993-94, 1994-95), Maria Albertsson 
(1997-98, 1998-99), Amy Wetzel (1998-99, 
1999-00) and Sarah Hicks (2001-02). Osborne 
was also a recipient of the Rawlings Scholarship 
Award (1994-95).

All-Atlantic Coast Conference
Kerri Gardin represented Virginia Tech on 

the All-Atantic Coast Conference team, earning 
honorable-mention honors. Gardin averaged a 
double-double against the rest of the league, 
with 12.2 points per game during ACC play 
while pulling down 10.1 rebounds a contest. 
Both were team-highs during the conference 
slate. 

All-BIG EAST Conference
Tere Williams was the first Hokie to be 

selected for All-BIG EAST honors after being 
named to the all-conference second team 
following the 2000-01 season. Ieva Kublina 
was selected the 2001-02 BIG EAST Conference 
Most Improved Player and was named to the 
all-conference second team. Sarah Hicks was 
a member of the 2001-02 all-conference third 
team. Kublina became the first Tech player to 
be named to the All-BIG EAST First Team in 
2002-03 and Carrie Mason was named to the 
2003 BIG EAST All-Rookie team. Kublina was 
a selected to the 2004 All-BIG EAST second 
team.

All-Atlantic 10 Conference
The Hokies were well represented on the 

All-Atlantic 10 Conference teams during their 
five years in the league. Michelle Houseright 
was the first Virginia Tech player named to 
the All-Atlantic 10 team in 1996 as a second-
team selection and Lisa Witherspoon was a 
second-team pick in 1999. Other Hokies named 
to the team include Tere Williams, a first-team 
selection in 1999 and 2000 and a second 
team member in 1998, Amy Wetzel, a second-
team choice in 1999 and 2000, and Chrystal 
Starling, a member of the third team in 2000.

All-Metro Conference
In 14 seasons as a Metro Conference 

member, Virginia Tech placed 12 players on 
the all-conference team, including Jenny 
Root, who was honored as the 1994-95 Player 
of the Year. Hokies named to the first team 
include Taiqua Brittingham (1984), Renee 
Dennis (1986, 87), Susan Walvius (1986), Amy 
Byrne (1989), and Jenny Root (1994, 95). 
Second-team selections include Angie Kelly 
(1986), Maureen Donovan (1987), Michelle 
Bain (1988), Amy Byrne (1989), Missy Sallade 
(1989, ’90), Jeni Garber (1991), Lisa Griffith 
(1992), Christi Osborne (1993, ’94, ’95) and 
Jenny Root (1993).

Tournament Stars
Virginia Tech players have left their mark 

in postseason play through the years. Ieva 
Kublina was named to the 2003 BIG EAST 
All-Tournament Team and to the 2002 WNIT 
All-tournament team. Tere Williams (1998) and 
Amy Wetzel (1999) were named to the All-
Atlantic 10 Tournament team, as was former 
Tech standout Michelle Houseright (1998). 
Christi Osborne was a three-time member 
of the All-Metro Tournament team (1992, 
93, 94) and was selected as the 1994 Most 
Valuable Player. Two-time All-Metro tournament 
members include Taiqua Brittingham (1983-
84), Renee Dennis (1986-87), Jeni Garber 
(1988-89) and Sue Logsdon (1993-94).

Freshmen Phenoms
Freshmen have made an immediate impact 

on the women’s basketball program through 
the years. After the 2002-2003 season, Carrie 
Mason was named as an Honorable Mention 
selection to the WomensCollegeHoops.com All-
American Freshman team and was a member 
of the BIG EAST All-Rookie Team. Tere Williams 
was named to the 1998 Women’s Basketball 
News Service Freshman All-American Third 
Team as well as being named Atlantic 10 Co-
Rookie of the Year. Virginia Tech placed one 
player on the Atlantic 10 All-Rookie team in 
each of its five seasons in the league. Three 
Hokies, Jeni Garber (1988-89), Sue Logsdon 
(1990-91) and Christi Osborne (1991-92), were 
named to the Metro Conference All-Rookie 
team.

1,000-Point Club
Sixteen Virginia Tech women’s basketball 

players have reached the 1,000-point plateau, 
with the most recent being Erin Gibson, who 
joined the club during the 2004-05 season. 
Tech’s all-time leading scorer is Renee Dennis. 
Dennis totalled 1,791 points during her Tech 
career. Other Hokies who have reached the 
1,000-point plateau are, Tere Williams (1,750), 
Ieva Kublina (1,647), Jenny Root (1,572), 
Christi Osborne (1,500), Amy Wetzel (1,444), 
Chrystal Starling (1,340), Amy Byrne (1,291), 
Susan Walvius (1,161), Robin Lee (1,147), Erin 
Gibson (1,117), Michelle Houseright (1,112), 
Sarah Hicks (1,092), Angie Kelly (1,092), 
Michelle Bain (1,068) and Lisa Griffith (1,033).

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1994 NCAA
• In 1994, Virginia Tech, with a 24-5 

record, captured the Metro Conference 
Tournament title and advanced to the 
Hokies’ first NCAA tourney. Tech was 
seeded eighth in the East Region and 
played host to Auburn in a first-round 
game at Cassell Coliseum. Auburn, on the 
strength of 24 points and 12 rebounds 
from Danielette Coleman, defeated the 
Hokies 60-51. Tech guard Christi Osborne 
led the Hokies with 22 points and seven 
rebounds.

1995 NCAA
• Tech kept up its success in 1995 by 

claiming the Metro Conference regular 
season championship with a 21-8 
record. The Hokies, again seeded eighth 
in the East Region, faced St. Joseph’s 
in the first round at the University 
of Connecticut’s Gampel Pavilion. The 
Hokies downed the Hawks, 62-52, behind 
18 points from Christi Osborne. The 
Hokies’ second-round opponent, UConn, 
ended up as the 1995 NCAA champion. 
Guard Jennifer Rizzotti burned the 
Hokies for 20 points as the Huskies 
advanced, 91-45.

1998 NCAA
• With former Tech assistant coach 

Bonnie Henrickson back in Blacksburg as 
2000 WNIT

• Virginia Tech posted its third consecutive 
20-win season under Henrickson in 2000. 
The Hokies posted a 20-11 record and made 
their first appearence in the Women’s National 
Invitational Tournament. Cassell Coliseum was 
the site of the first-round matchup against 
Georgia State. The Hokies used a 12-3 run 
midway through the second half to break open 
a close contest and went on to win 80-56. 
Maryland was the WNIT “Sweet 16” opponent 
two days later and the two teams battled into 
overtime. The Terrapins used a 10-2 run in the 
last 3:11 of the extra session to eliminate the 
Hokies, 68-60.

2001 NCAA
• In 2001, Tech received an at-large bid 

to the NCAA Mideast Regional as a No. 7 
seed. The Hokies had compiled a 21-8 record 
entering the tournament in their first season 
in the BIG EAST Conference. Tech had finished 
fourth in the league with an 11-5 record 
and advanced to the tournanment semifinals 
before being eliminated by eventual national 
champion Notre Dame.

Tech’s fourth consecutive postseason 
appearance and third to the NCAA Tournament 
in the past four seasons, began with a 
resounding 77-57 victory over Denver in the 

first round at Lubbock, Texas. Chrystal Starling 
led five Hokies in double figures with 20 
points as Tech shot 55.3 percent from the 
field. In the second round, Tech faced Texas 
Tech on the Lady Raiders’ home floor in front 
of 12,161. The Hokies played a great first half 
and took a 25-18 lead into the locker room at 
the intermission. The Lady Raiders exploded 
in the second half, shooting 63.0 percent and 
scoring 55 points to defeat the Hokies 73-52.

Postseason Appearances

the head coach, the Hokies posted their third 
trip to the NCAA Tournament in five years in 
1998. Tech traveled to Gainesville, Fla., as the 
No. 11 seed in the NCAA West Region. The 
Hokies, behind a record-breaking performance 
from guard Amy Wetzel, surprised sixth-seeded 
Wisconsin, which was ranked No. 23 at the 
time, 75-64. Wetzel set a Tech record and 
tied an NCAA West Region free throw mark by 
converting 16 free throws for a career-high 28 
points. The Hokies, however, would bow out 
after round two as host Florida, ranked No. 12, 
won 89-57. Wetzel again led all scorers with 
24 points.

1999 NCAA
• The Hokies used the 1999 season to 

establish themselves as one of the nation’s 
elite programs. Henrickson led Tech to a 
school-record 28-3 finish, including a  
15-1 Atlantic 10 mark. Cassell Coliseum was 
the site for NCAA first- and second- round 
games. The Hokies dispatched Saint Peter’s, 
73-48, before defeating Auburn, 76-61, to earn 
the program’s first “Sweet 16” appearance. 
Tech traveled to Greensboro, N.C., to face 
second-ranked Tennessee in the NCAA East 
Regional. Behind 27 points from national 
player of the year Chamique Holdsclaw, the 
Volunteers eliminated Tech, 68-52, to advance.

The Hokies appeared in the Sweet 16 in the East Regional at the Greensboro Coliseum in 1999.

Tere Williams and the Hokies won a first round 
game in the 2001 NCAA Tournament before 

getting beat by Texas Tech on its home court.
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2002 WNIT
• Virginia Tech received an invitation to the 

WNIT in 2002 and the bid marked the Hokies’ 
second venture to the tournament and its most 
successful to date.

The Hokies compiled an 18-10 record 
entering the WNIT after posting a 15-2 record 
at one point in the season, the second best 
start to a season in the program’s history. The 
two losses were by a total of three points.

Tech’s four-game run, all in the Cassell, in 
the tournament opened with a tight 51-45 win 
over UNC Greensboro. 

The second-round contest was a renewal of 
the rivalry with George Washington from when 
the Hokies were a member of the Atlantic 10. 
Trailing 32-27 at the half, Tech played one of 
its best halves of the year to win 68-52.

Vermont was the Hokies’ quarterfinal 
opponent, and the night belonged to senior 
Sarah Hicks who had 22 points, including four 
treys. Kublina added 13 points and nine boards 
as Tech won 76-48.

Tech’s run in the tournament ended in a 
thrilling 77-72 overtime loss to Houston in 
front of 5,409 Hokie faithful. Kublina erupted 
for a career-high 32 points, which was the 
fourth highest single-game total by a Tech 
player. For her efforts, Kublina was named to 
the all-tournament team.

2003 NCAA
• Tech made its sixth consecutive 

postseason appearance in 2003 following a 21-
9 regular season. The Hokies, who lost in the 
BIG EAST Tournament semifinals to eventual 
national champion Connecticut, were seeded 
seventh in the East Regional at West Lafayette, 
Ind. Freshman Carrie Mason hit a running layup 
with 1.1 seconds remaining to give Tech a 
61-59 win over Georgia Tech. Ieva Kublina led 
the way with 18 points followed by Chrystal 
Starling’s 15-point effort. In the second 
round, the Hokies faced No. 10 Purdue on the 
Boilermakers’ home floor. Despite shooting 
54.9 percent from the field, Tech fell 80-62 as 
the Boilermakers nailed eight three-point shots 
and forced 20 turnovers.

2004 NCAA
•  Tech made its seventh consecutive 

postseason appearance and seventh NCAA 
Tournament in the past eleven seasons in 
2004, following a 22-8 regular season in its 
final season as a member of the BIG EAST 
Conference. The Hokies, who lost in the BIG 
EAST Tournament quaterfinals to eventual 
national champion Connecticut, were seeded 
eighth in the East Regional and hosted the 
first two rounds in Cassell Coliseum. Ieva 
Kublina scored 26 points to lead the hot-

shooting Hokies to an 89-76 first-round win 
over Iowa. Tech built a 40-27 halftime lead 
by connecting on 51.7 percent from the field 
and shot a sizzling 67 percent (20-30) in the 
second half. In addition to Kublina’s outburst, 
Carrie Mason followed with 19 points, 
including two treys.

The Hokies matched up with the region’s 
top seed and fifth-ranked Penn State in the 
second round. After leading 28-25 at the half, 
Tech saw the Nittany Lions put together a 
27-5 outburst in the second half to eliminate 
the Hokies, 61-48, before 7,128 fans, the 
eighth-largest crowd for a women’s contest in 
Blacksbsurg. Mason and Kublina again led the 
way with 16 and 15 points, respectively.

2005 NCAA
• Virginia Tech made its eighth consecutive 

postseason appearance and eighth NCAA 
Tournament in the past 12 seasons last 
year following a 17-10 regular season. The 
Hokies, who lost to Wake Forest in the ACC 
Tournament, received an at-large bid as 
the No. 12 seed in the College Park, Md. 
Regional. Dawn Chriss netted 20 points, but 
Tech could not overcome a 17-point first-half 
deficit, falling 79-78 in front of 3,745 fans. 
In addition to Chriss’ 20, Kirby Copeland, Erin 
Gibson and Kerri Garden all reached double 
figures.

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• In 1984, Tech shocked No. 20 North 
Carolina, 74-73, behind Renee Dennis’ 17 
points.

• In 1984, the Hokies defeated No. 16 
Louisiana State, 86-77, in the Marriott-
Converse Christmas Classic in Blacksburg.

• One of the biggest wins in Tech women’s 
basketball history came in 1985 when Tech 
upset No. 5 Old Dominion, 73-72. It was the 
first win over the Lady Monarchs in 11 games.

• In 1987, the Hokies upended 16th-ranked 
James Madison, 63-61, behind a 16-point, 
13-rebound performance from freshman Amy 
Byrne.

• In the middle of what was then the 
longest winning streak in school history, the 
Hokies upset No. 13 South Carolina in 1987 
in Blacksburg, 63-59. Amy Byrne led the Lady 
Hokies with 16 points and 12 rebounds.

• Virginia Tech upset No. 18 Southern 
Mississippi, 60-59, in a Cassell Coliseum barn-
burner Feb. 28, 1994. Guard Lisa Leftwich, who 
led Tech with 18 points, hit a key finger roll 
with 42 seconds remaining.

• In one of the biggest games in the 
program’s history, Tech defeated No. 19 
Southern Mississippi in the final of the 1994 
Metro Conference Tournament, 83-76. The win 
gave Tech its first Metro Tournament title and 
sent the Hokies to the NCAA Tournament for 
the first time in their history.

• The Hokies knocked off No. 9 Virginia, 
69-62, in Cassell Coliseum Jan. 13, 1995. The 
win propelled Virginia Tech into the national 
rankings for the first time. Christi Osborne, 
Angela Donnell, Jenny Root and Terri Garland 
all scored in double figures for the Hokies.

• Tech downed No. 24 Wisconsin, 75-64, in 
the first round of the 1998 NCAA Regional in 
Gainesville, Fla. Guard Amy Wetzel converted 
a school record 16-of-17 free-throw attempts 
and scored 28 points to pace the Hokies.

• The Hokies travelled to “Tobacco Road” on  
Nov. 17, 1998, to knock off sixth-ranked and 
eventual national runner-up Duke, 72-70, 
at Cameron Indoor Stadium. An injured Kim 
Seaver came off the bench to lead Tech with 
14 points and nine rebounds.

• Tech defeated in-state rival and 17th-
ranked Virginia, 81-65, on Nov. 30, 1998, at 
Cassell Coliseum. Tere Williams recorded her 
second-straight double-double of the season 
with 21 points and 10 rebounds.

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• On Nov. 30, 2000 Amy Wetzel hit a 
running 10-footer off the glass with 3.7 
seconds remaining to give the Hokies a 57-56 
win over 17th-ranked Virginia. The win marked 
the second consecutive time the Hokies had 
beaten the Cavaliers in Cassell Coliseum.

• Virginia Tech used a 13-0 run over the 
final five minutes to pick up a come-from-
behind 65-59 win over No. 24 Villanova on 
Jan. 23, 2001. Tere Williams led Tech with 22 
points followed by Amy Wetzel with 18.

• The Hokies made an impressive debut in 
the BIG EAST Tournament on Mar. 4, 2001 as 
they knocked off 23rd-ranked Villanova for the 
second time during the 2000-01 season with 
a 73-67 win in the Tournament quarterfinals 
in Storrs, Conn. Chrystal Starling came off 
the bench to lead Tech with 21 points while 
Williams chipped in with 20.

• On Nov. 19, 2001, Tech used a stingy 
defense and clutch free-throw shooting in the 
closing seconds to defeat No. 16 Old Dominion 
68-62. The Hokies held the Monarchs to only 
37.7 percent from the field. Chrystal Starling 
led Tech with 20 points while Sarah Hicks 
added 14.

• The Hokies put together one of their best 
performances of the season on Jan. 9, 2002 
with a 72-53 win over 24th-ranked Boston 
College. Tech shot a sizzling 59.1 percent from 
the field while holding the Eagles to only 
31.1 percent. Ieva Kublina led the way with 
19 points, 11 rebounds and five blocks while 
Chrystal Starling also contributed 19 points.

• Chrystal Starling, second in career free-
throw and field-goal percentage, came through 
in the clutch on Jan. 22, 2003 in Tech’s 66-64 
overtime win over No. 23 Rutgers. She was 
fouled with 1.2 seconds remaining in overtime 
and the senior calmly drained both free throws 
for the victory. Starling led Tech with 21 points, 
16 of which came in the second half and 
overtime.

• The Hokies used long-range shooting to 
pull off a 74-70, overtime victory against 23rd-
ranked Boston College on Mar. 9, 2003, in the 
BIG EAST quarterfinals. After forcing the extra 
period with some clutch free-throw shooting, 
Tech nailed three treys in the extra session 
to seal the win. Kublina registered 20 points, 
including two three-point baskets, while Starling 
added 18 and Dawn Chriss chipped in with 14 
points.

• Tech proved there is a first time for 
everything as the Hokies defeated 24th-ranked 
Virginia 63-62 on Nov. 23, 2003, for their first 
win as a varsity team in Charlottesville. The 
Hokies survived a furious Cavalier rally in the 
second half after leading by as many as 14 
points. UVa had two game-winning attempts in 
the final five seconds that missed their mark 
and gave Tech its historic win. Carrie Mason led 
the way with 18 points, including three treys.

• Virginia Tech jumped out to an early 
27-9 lead and never looked back in a 63-50 
win over No. 19/24 Villanova on Jan. 14, 
2004. Tech dominated the boards holding 
a commanding 39-24 advantage and shot 
51.1 percent from the field. Kerri Gardin 
and Dawn Chriss  led a balanced attack 
with 14 and 12  points respectively.

• Tech placed five players in double 
figures in cruising to a 80-64 win over 
24th-ranked Boston College on Jan. 24, 
2004. After trailing 33-31 at the half, the 
Hokies exploded for 49 second-half points, 
securing the win. Ieva Kublina led the way 
with 17 points followed by Carrie Mason 
with 16, Erin Gibson and sophomore Dawn 
Chriss with 14 each and Kerri Gardin added 
13.

• The Hokies stunned No. 12 Texas Tech 
in Las Vegas 71-70 in overtime on Dec. 19, 
2004. After trailing by eight in the first 
half, Tech tallied 41 points in the second 
half and shot 60 percent in overtime for 
the victory. Carrie Mason had 12 points 
while Erin Gibson and Nare Diawara each 
hit for 11.

• Tech closed out its final regular-season 
away game with an 87-79 upset of No. 
22/23 Maryland on Feb. 24, 2005. The 
Hokies connected on 54 percent of their 
attempts in the game, while holding the 
Terps to 46 percent from the floor. Tech 
netted 48 points in the first half en route 
to a nine-point halftime lead. Kerri Gardin 
posted a double-double with 19 points and 
12 rebounds and Dawn Chriss also tallied a 
team-high 19 in the win.

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First Varsity Win 
The Virginia Tech 

women’s basketball 
team earned its first

1976. The Hokies, 
who overcame a 
five-point deficit, 
outscored the Eagles 
by nine points down 
the stretch to clinch 
the win. Sophomore 
Gail Kelley led the 
way with 17 points, 
followed by Karen 
Garbis’ 13.

50th Win
Tech’s 50th win 

as a varsity sport 
came on Jan. 28, 
1981 against James 

250th Win
The Hokies won their 250th career game 

by knocking off 19th-ranked Southern 
Mississippi, 83-76, in the final of the 1994 
Metro Conference Tournament in Biloxi, Miss. 
Southern Miss was the tournament’s top seed. 
Christi Osborne led the way with 19 points 
while Sue Logsdon had 18, Lisa Leftwich 
pitched in with 17 and Jenny Root contributed 
14 points.

300th Win
Tech posted its 300th win in the program’s 

history in a 84-60 win over Rhode Island 
in the Hokies’ 1997-98 conference opener. 
The Cassell Coliseum crowd witnessed an 
outstanding performance from guard Amy 
Wetzel, who finished with 14 points and 
three steals. The win also marked Bonnie 
Henrickson’s first Atlantic 10 Conference win 
as a head coach.

350th Win
Tech picked up win No. 350 on Jan. 6, 

2000, when it coasted to a 81-38 win over 
Rhode Island. The victory also was Tech’s 
200th in Cassell Coliseum. The Hokies opened 
the game on a 12-0 run and cruised to a 42-16 
halftime lead. The Hokies placed five players in 
double figures led by Nicole Jones, Kim Seaver, 
Chrystal Starling and Tere Williams with 12 
points each. Tech outrebounded the Rams 44-
24 and blocked seven shots in the victory.

400th Win
The Hokies recorded win No. 400 on Jan. 

19, 2002, with a 69-50 win over St. John’s. 
Tech jumped out to a 39-20 halftime lead and 

cruised to the victory behind 16 points from 
Chrystal Starling along with Nicole Jones’ 12 
points and Sarah Hicks with 11. The Hokies 
held the Red Storm to only 30.8 percent 
from the field while Tech shot a sizzling 64.0 
percent in the first half.

450th Win
Win No. 450 on March 6, 2004 did not come 

easy as Tech found itself trailing Georgetown 
40-28 early in the second half of the 2004 BIG 
EAST Championship first round contest. The 
Hokies cut the deficit to six points, 43-37, 
they then ripped off 17 unanswered points 
and went on to a 56-47 victory. In fact, Tech 
outscored Georgetown 28-7 over the final 14 
minutes of the contest. Carrie Mason and Kerri 
Gardin led the comeback with 14 points each.

Milestone Wins

Madison. Sis Spriggs was one of three Hokies 
in double figures with 15 points as Tech 
downed the Dukes, 66-58. Also in double 
figures were Tammie Edwards with 13 and 
Maureen Corrigan, who had 10 points as well 
as 10 rebounds.

100th Win
The Hokies picked up their century win by 

upsetting nationally-ranked North Carolina, 
74-73, in a thriller at Roanoke Va., on Dec. 1, 
1984. Tech was paced by Renee Dennis’ 17-
point performance, but a number of players 
shined in the upset victory. Susan Walvius, a  
6-2 center, added 16 points and five rebounds, 
guard Angie Kelly chipped in 15 points, and 
guard Maureen Donovan contributed seven 
points and six rebounds.

150th Win
Tech registered win No. 150 on Jan. 16, 

1988, when it squeaked past Louisville in 
Blacksburg, 68-67. Keying the victory was 
center Michelle Bain, who tallied 19 points and 
nine rebounds, while forward Wendy Sanders 
pumped in 16 points. Point guard Denise 
Kayajian had a career-high (at the time) eight 
assists to go along with nine points against 
the Lady Cardinals.

200th Win
Tech won its 200th game in the final of the 

1991 Diamond Club Classic when it downed 
UNC Greensboro 84-65 in Cassell Coliseum. 
Phyllis Tonkin scored 20 points and grabbed 
nine rebounds to lead the Tech women. Lisa 
Griffith kicked in 17 points while Dayna 
Sonovick had nine rebounds and six assists.

Dawn Chriss scores in the Hokies’ 450th victory, 
a BIG EAST tourney win over Georgetown.

Virginia Tech’s 250th win was one of the biggest in its history, as the Hokies knocked off Southern Mississippi in the 
final game of the 1994 Metro Conference Tournament to earn the program’s first bid to the NCAA Tournament.
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• Oct. 21, 1892 — Tech played its first 
football game, recording a 14-10 win over St. 
Albans, a private boys’ prep school in Radford.

• Feb. 25-26, 1921 — Tech, under the 
leadership of athletics director C.P. “Sally” 
Miles, joined the Southern Intercollegiate 
Conference as a charter member. Other members 
included Alabama, Alabama Polytechnic 
Institute (Auburn), Clemson, Georgia, 
Georgia School of Technology (Georgia Tech), 
Kentucky, Maryland, Mississippi Agricultural 
and Mechanical College (Mississippi State), 
North Carolina, North Carolina State, Tennessee, 
Virginia and Washington and Lee. In 1922, 
Louisiana State, Mississippi, South Carolina, 
Vanderbilt and Tulane joined the conference.

• December 1923 — The name of the 
conference was officially changed to the 
Southern Conference. Also, conference officials 
added the University of the South to the 
conference. The following year, VMI joined the 
conference, and, in 1929, Duke joined.

• 1932 — It was agreed that the 13 
southern-most members should form a separate 
conference. The Southeastern Conference, 
thus, was formed with Alabama, Auburn, 
Florida, Georgia, Georgia Tech, Kentucky, 
LSU, Mississippi, Mississippi State, Sewanee, 
Tennessee, Tulane and Vanderbilt as the 
members.

• 1953 — Seven colleges withdrew to form 
the Atlantic Coast Conference: Clemson, Duke, 
North Carolina, North Carolina State, Maryland, 
South Carolina and Wake Forest College.

• June 1965 — Tech withdrew from the 
Southern Conference.

• July 1965-May 1978 — Tech competed as 
an independent in virtually every varsity sport.

• May 1978 — Tech ended its 13-year status 
as a major independent by accepting a bid 
to join the Metropolitan Collegiate Athletic 
Conference (a.k.a. the Metro) for all sports 
except football.

The Hokies joined Cincinnati, Florida State, 
Louisville, Memphis State, St. Louis and Tulane 
in the Metro, which was founded in 1975.

“Affiliation with the Metro Conference is 
beneficial from the standpoint of scheduling, 
national identity and postseason activity,” Tech 
president William Lavery said. “It will provide 
us with national exposure and television 
coverage, as well as improve the basketball 
schedule and bring good teams to Blacksburg.”

• Feb. 5, 1991 — After 26 years as a 
football independent, Tech officially accepted a 
bid to join the newly-created BIG EAST Football 
Conference. Tech joined Miami, Syracuse, 

Boston College, Pittsburgh, West Virginia, 
Temple and Rutgers as charter members of the 
conference.

• January 1995 — Five Metro members 
— UNC Charlotte, Tulane, Louisville, Southern 
Miss and South Florida — voted Tech and 
Virginia Commonwealth out of the league. At 
the time, those schools were planning merger 
with other Midwestern schools (hence, the 
birth of Conference USA) and the Hokies and 
Rams were not interested in such a merger. As 
a result, those five league members decided to 
vote them out of the league.

• Feb. 3, 1995 — Tech, VCU and the Metro 
agreed to a $2.27 million settlement which the 
Hokies and Rams split. A portion of conference 
revenue was going to be withheld from the 
two schools, but this settlement put an end to 
the issue.

• Two weeks later, 1995 — Tech joined the 
Atlantic 10 Conference for all sports except 
football, which was in the BIG EAST, and 
wrestling, which was in the Colonial. (Tech 
wrestling later began competition in the 
Eastern Wrestling League in 1997.)

Tech AD Dave Braine picked the Atlantic 10 
over the Colonial because of three factors.

“No. 1 was Northeast exposure,” Braine told 
Bill Roth in the Feb. 17 issue of The Hokie 
Huddler. “No. 2 were the basketball rankings 
of the Atlantic 10 and the high level of play 
in the league. And No. 3, most of our out-of-
state students are from the Northeast.”

• June 24, 1999 — Tech received a proposal 
from the BIG EAST Conference, inviting the 
school to join the conference for all sports.

• July 20, 1999 — Tech submitted a 
counterproposal, addressing financial issues 
that the school had with the original proposal. 
BIG EAST athletic directors addressed those 
concerns at the athletics directors’ meetings in 
mid-July and submitted the proposal to each 
school’s respective president for a vote.

• Aug. 24, 1999 — Tech and the BIG EAST 
announced that the Hokies would join the 
conference for all sports beginning in 2001-02.

“Virginia Tech is thrilled to become a full 
member of the BIG EAST Conference and 
looks forward to its academic and athletic 
associations with the entire conference 
membership,” Tech president Paul Torgersen 
said.

• November 2, 1999 — BIG EAST Conference 
presidents voted to advance Virginia Tech’s 
participation as a full member to July 1, 2000.

• June 18, 2003 — In a surprise move, 
presidents of Atlantic Coast Conference schools 

privately dropped a plan to invite Miami, 
Boston College and Syracuse; and instead 
voted on inviting Virginia Tech and Miami. This 
came after five weeks of negotiations with the 
other three schools for ACC invitations.

• June 19, 2003 — Responding to 
speculation that Virginia Tech has been invited 
to join the ACC, the university issued a release 
stating that no offer had been extended 
officially or unofficially.

• June 24, 2003 — Presidents of Atlantic 
Coast Conference schools held a teleconference 
and voted to begin the official process of 
offering invitations to Virginia Tech and Miami. 

• June 25, 2003 — Atlantic Coast 
Conference officials made an official site visit 
to Virginia Tech, which the Hokies passed with 
flying colors. This was the final step before an 
official invitation can be extended.

• June 27, 2003 — Virginia Tech President 
Charles Steger announced that the Hokies had 
officially accepted the ACC’s invitation to join 
the conference.

“Today we have received the formal offer 
of membership, which we will accept,” Steger 
said. “We know that this affiliation will be 
good for our students, athletes, fans and 
communities for many years to come.”

• July 1, 2003 — Virginia Tech and Miami 
were officially introduced as the 10th and 11th 
members of the Atlantic Coast Conference at a 
press conference in Greensboro, N.C. 

“I’m excited for our fans and our 
constituency,” athletics director Jim Weaver 
said. “This membership is something that the 
fan base and alumni and friends of Virginia 
Tech have wanted for a long time. It’s home 
for us. We’ve had prior relationships with 
these institutions for many years and this is 
something our fans are excited about. I’m 
happy for them, for our coaches and for our 
student-athletes.”

• July 1, 2004 — The Hokies officially 
joined the ACC on July 1, 2004 and began play 
in the 2004-05 academic year in all sports.
