The Hokies enter the postseason for the fourth time in program history. All apperances have come
as a member of the ACC. After wrapping up the regular season with two big wins, Tech is set to face
the ACC's regular season champion, North Carolina, for the second time in the postseason.

Freshmen Dayle Colpitts and Jazmine Reeves were named to the ACC All-Freshmen team this week,
carrying on the tradition of standout freshmen to play for Coach Cagle.

Scouting Report:

The Tar Heels recently won the regular season ACC crown after defeating Wake Forest, 2-0, to claim
the top spot. North Carolina will begin its chase for its sixth-consecutive ACC Tournament title on
Wednesday after putting together a 16-2-1 overall record this season and 8-2-0 conference record.

Kealia Ohai leads the team with 12 goals on the year, while Courtney Jones is close behind with 11
goals and leads the team with 12 assists.

Hannah Daly has seen the bulk of the starts in net this year for the Heels, but has split time
through the season with Anna Sieloff. Daly boasts a 7-1-0 record, having made 14 saves and allowed
just six goals. Sieloff sits at 9-1-1 on the year allowing seven goals but making 28 saves. The pair
have combined to shutout eight teams this season.

Series Info: North Carolina

Despite their 1-7-0 all-time record against the Tar Heels, the Hokies put themselves on the map last
season after handing then-No.1 North Carolina their first loss in 34 games, granting Tech its first win
over a top-ranked team as well as its first defeat of the Tar Heels.

Senior leader Marika Gray remains as the only current Hokie to have scored against the Heels as she
put away Tech’s only goal of the game in this year’s 2-1 loss in Chapel Hill, as well as the only goal of
the game in last season’s victory. Gray was out due to injury in both meetings in 2008.

The two teams have only met as members of the ACC.

Postseason History

This will be Tech’s fourth all-time appearence in the ACC Tournament and third-consecutive
showing. In last year’s tournament, Tech was bounced by Florida State, 2-0, in the second round,
after topping Wake Forest 1-0 in overtime.

The Hokies are 2-3-2 all-time in their three prior ACC Tournament appearances, advancing in both
of their ties. Tech’s best finish came in 2008 when the team made it all the way to the championship
game after entering the tournament as the seven seed.

Sophomore Kelly Conheeney is the only current Hokie to have earned a point in the ACC
Tournament, but Marika Gray and Jennifer Harvey join her as the only players on the roster to have
scored a postseason goal.

- Four teams in this year's ACC Tournament pool rank among the top-10 in the nation,
while three more rank in the top-25 in at least one of the three polls

- There are currently seven teams on Tech’s schedule that rank among the 25 best in
the nation in at least one of the three major polls, including six conference foes.

- Of the team’s nine non-conference opponents, three were participants in the 2009
NCAA Tournament.

Going For Gray-tness

- Senior leader Marika Gray recently claimed Tech’s all-time shots record, surpassing the

209 mark set in 2003. Gray has now taken 217 shots in her career.

- Gray began the year as the all-time leader in career multi-goal games (7) and game-

winning goals (9), while she has also taken over the top spot in career points with her

18 so far this year, which ups her total to 73.

- With 27 career scores, the Alexandria, Va., native is two goals away from Emily

Jukich’s record of 29 goals.

- The forward currently leads the team in shots (63) and shots on goal (31), ranks 1

second in assists (8) and points (18), and is tied for second in goals (5) this season. Pl -

season. Reeves tallied six points in the final week of play.
- At Clemson, Reeves earned the first multi-goal game of her career after scoring two

goals in the 3-0 victory. Later in the week, Reeves scored Tech’s second of four goals

against NC State.

- Reeves has started eight straight games and tallied five goals and one assist.

What A Week!

- When the Hokies traveled to No. 4/2 Boston College, they earned their first-ever road
victory over the Eagles, defeating them 2-1.

- Exactly one week prior, Tech defeated No. 7/5 Maryland at home, claiming its first
conference win as well as its first defeat of a ranked opponent this season.

- This is the first time that the Hokies have ever beaten two top-10 teams in back-
to-back outings and just the second time they have ever defeated two ranked teams in
back-to-back games. The only other time was was last season when they topped then-
No. 18 Virginia and then-No. 1 North Carolina in the same week.

Man, Oh Manning!

- Freshman Ashley Manning had one of the best weeks of her career earlier in
conference play, tallying the only two game-winners of her career against two top-10

teams.

- Manning scored the only goal of the game against Maryland at home and buried the
go-ahead goal, allowing Tech to regain the lead at Boston College.
- The Round Hill, Va., native has just three goals on the year and has yet to make a

- Freshman Jazmine Reeves has made eight striaght starts and tallied six points in Tech's
final two games of the regular season.

- Against Maryland, freshmen Ashley Manning and Dayle Colpitts came up big as Manning
scored the only goal of the game and her first career game-winner, while Colpitts kept Tech
alive, making five saves and earning the shutout.

- Manning came up big again at BC, scoring yet another game-winner.

- This year's newcomers have accumulated 17 points on eight goals and an assist so far.

and the first tie at Thompson Field since 2007 (No. 19 Clemson, 1-1).
- The Hokies needed extra time to decide two-straight matches earlier in the year (Vanderbilt, James Madison) and boast a 14-8
all-time record in extra time.
- Tech has only played back-to-back regular season overtime games two other times in program history. In 2008, the Hokies
fell to James Madison, 4-3, and tied then-No. 25 Miami, 1-1, in Coral Gables. In 1998, Tech saw similar results to this season’s
predicament, claiming 2-1 wins in overtime at La Salle and then at home against Fordham two days later.

Cornering The Opponent
- The Hokies set a new single-game corner kick record when they hosted American in their home opener. The previous record of 16,
set in 2007, was blown out after Tech took 22 against the Eagles.
