Virginia Tech junior forward, Murielle Tiernan, scored
Tech’s second goal of the Longwood match and in doing so,
recorded her 30th career goal ... That puts her alone in first
place on the Virginia Tech all-time goals list ... She enters
the weekend in second place in career points, with 71, four
behind former teammate Kelly Conheeney.

The Hokies vs. UNC Greensboro

The all-time series between the two schools is knotted at
4-4 ... The Hokies won the last three meetings, including, most recently, a 4-0
win in Greensboro in 2011 ... Tech is 1-2 in home games and 1-0 against the
Spartans under Chugger Adair ... Tech is 9-4 all-time against schools currently
in the Southern Conference, with all four losses coming to UNCG.

The Hokies vs. VCU

The Hokies lead the all-time series with the Rams, 5-1-1 ... Tech has won
the last two meetings and is 4-0-1 in the last five meetings ... The Hokies won
the last meeting, 6-0, in Blacksburg last season... Tech is 0-1 in road games
and 1-0 against the Rams under Chugger Adair ... Tech is 32-34-4 all-time
against schools currently in the Atlantic 10 Conference ... Tech was a member
of the A-10 from 1996 through the 199 soccer season, though VCU was not a
member of the league at that point.

Virginia Tech head coach, Charles “Chugger” Adair,
is now in his fifth season in charge of the Hokies ... He has
a 66-25-6 overall record (.711) and a 22-18-3 record in ACC
competition (.547) ...

Tech ... She is just six points shy of former teammate Kelly
Conheeney’s school-record 75 career points ... Her two goals in
the season-opening win over Indiana gave her the career lead
in multi-goal games at Virginia Tech, with six.

Senior Leadership

This season’s senior class for the Hokies consists of five
players, Ashley Meier, Jordan Coburn, Morgan Conklin,
Courtney Stutts and Delia Maresco ... This talented quintet
entered the 2015 season with an overall record of 48-17-4, for a
.725 winning percentage ... This group has also made the NCAA
Tournament in all three of their previous seasons and 5-2-1
NCAA Tournament record.

Virginia Tech senior Ashley Meier spent a portion of her summer
break representing the USA for US Soccer ... The U-23 WNT came away
with two wins and one draw at the 2015 Four Nations Tournament in
Sarpsborg, Norway ... Meier has been a member of the national team
pools since she was 12 years old and was a member of the U18 US
National Team ... She was the 2011 NSCAA High School National Player
of the Year and a two-time high school All-American ... Meier received
the Ohio’s “Ms. Soccer” and State of Ohio Player of the Year awards her
senior year ... Off the pitch, Meier is a three-time ACC All-Academic Team
selection and a two-time ACC Honor Roll selection ... She has been
named to Dean’s List in Spring 2014, Fall 2013, Spring 2013 and Fall
2012.




Head Coach Chugger Adair

Charles “Chugger” Adair has
wasted little time in making the
Virginia Tech women'’s soccer
program one of the best in the
Atlantic Coast Conference and one of
the best nationally.

In his four seasons at Virginia
Tech, he has posted a 65-25-6 overall
record, good for a sterling .708
winning percentage. During that
time he has also won 22 of 42 ACC
contests.

Promoted to head coach on Dec.
7,2010, as the replacement for Kelly
Cagle, who resigned for family reasons, Adair has continued
the upward trajectory of Tech women'’s soccer in the ACC,
culminating in 2013 when he guided the Hokies to a record-
setting season. Tech won a school record 19 games, advanced
to the finals of the ACC Tournament and later advanced to the
NCAA College Cup.

In the 2014 season, Adair led the Hokies to a 16-6 record and
advanced to the third round of the NCAA Tournament, making
it seven straight NCAA appearances. During the regular season,
the Hokies set a school record for most goals in a season, with
62 and fewest goals allowed in a season, with just 18.

The 2013 season was an exciting one for Tech. The Hokies
advanced to the NCAAs for the sixth straight time and seventh
time in school history largely because of an exciting offense
and stellar defense and goalkeeping.

Adair came to Tech in 2006 and served as the associate head
coach under Cagle for five seasons before being promoted. In
Adair’s first season as an assistant to Cagle, the Hokies suffered
a losing season, but have not suffered a losing season since
then.

Adair came to Tech after holding the associate head
coaching position at UC Santa Barbara for two seasons. Prior to
his arrival at UCSB, he worked a six-year stint as Youth Soccer
Coach/ Assistant Director of Competitive Older Ages for the Del
Mar Sharks.

He served as an assistant for the University of San Diego’s
men’s soccer team from 1998-2000. He moved from there and
spent a season as an assistant coach for both the men’s and
women'’s soccer teams at Pacific University in Portland, Ore.

Adair also possesses a great deal of playing experience,
having played professionally for 10 years, including stints with
the Los Angeles Galaxy of Major League Soccer and the U.S.
National Futsal Team.

Adair played soccer at the University of San Diego after
transferring from San Diego State in the early 1990s. He earned
All-America honors, was a two-year captain and helped USD to
the NCAA finals, where the Toreros lost to Virginia. He scored
27 goals and had 23 assists in his three years at USD. He got his
bachelor’s degree in business administration from USD in 1993
and he received his MBA from USD in 1996.

Adair is married to the former Shelbylynn McBride, a
volleyball assistant coach at Virginia Tech, and they have
a daughter, Callie Lynn. He also has two other daughters,
Alexandra and Madeline, and a son, Jack. The Adairs are
expecting another child this fall.
